ON TEXAS FARMS

OLD HOG CUB1NCI
METHODS IMPROVED

College Station— Hog killing 
weather calls attention to the 
modern killing, cutting and cur­
ing methods brought by coun­
ty agents to Texas farms to 
give pork products equal qual­
ity to packing house meat. The 
Extension Service Way" of 

handling this meat, as out­
lined by specialists o f the Ser­
vice at Texas A. dt M. College 
and demonstrated by county a- 
gents all over the State, differs 
harply from the old farm way. 

Killing Is done by sticking to 
insure a good bleed; the clean­
ed and dressed carcass Is spilt 
down the center o f the back­
bone; cutting is entirely d if­
ferent and Is delayed until the 
carcass Is chilled; and a super­
ior dry cure Is used.

The steps in cutting to give 
the greatest amount of good 
meat with the least waste are: 

Cut o ff head at first joint 
behind skull. 3 remove should­
er between forth and llfth  rib, 
3 bone out neck bones and ribs 
from shoulder, 4 divide shiuld- 
er Into picnic and butt by cut 
ting across shoulders at point 
neck bones were taken out, 5. 
remove ham at a line half way 
between rise in backbone and 
pelvic bone and at a right an­
gle to shank. 8. divide side In­
to back and belly. 7. remove 
ribs from belly and trim re­
mainder for bacon, and 8. di­
vide back into loin and fat 
back.

The dry cure used by most 
ounty agents Is made up of 

8 pounds salt, 3 pounds brown 
^ugar and 3 ounces saltpetei 
lor every 100 pounds o f meat. 
Half of this mixture Is rubbed 
on the meat which Is packed 
down In barrels or stone jar 
and the other bait rubbed In­
to the meat at the end o f sev­
en -days, when meat Is re-pack­
ed Bacon Is cured 1 1-2 days 
per pound In the piece, and 
hams and shoulders 3 days per 
pound In the piece.

Any hardwood D recommend­
ed for smoking with green hick­
ory or pecan preferred. Corn 
cobs or mesquite may be used 
Thirty hours o f smoking should 
give the medium brown color 
desired. Through wrapping Is 
very Important to keep out 
skippers. All paper edges 
should be glued. Meat should 
oe hung In a cool, dry place 
of storage.

through the cotton-wool of which bla 
white beard whs made catching Are.

It Is not easy to Had a substitute 
for cotton wool, but It Is not difficult 
to make cotton-wool fireproof. Dis­
solve an ounce and a half of powdered 
alum lu hot water and aoak the wool 
In It. Theu dry the wool aud fluff It 
out again. Cotton-wool treated In tbla 
way will smoulder, hut not blaze.

Even tissue paper can be made quite 
safe by dipping It In a solution of am­
monium sulphate, boraclc acid, and 
water. It must be dipped quickly and 
dried at once.

Canvas or similar material used for 
stuge decoration may be fireproofed 
by a solution of ammonium sulphate, 
gypsum, and water. Take four ounces 
of each and use just enough water to 
make a liquid about aa thick as thin 
paste. Then spread It on the fabric 
with a brush.
