Not crowd your poultry
houses, as this pratice is the
most costly of any thing that
is done in poultry production.
Many people come to me and
ask If they can raise 500
baby chicks in an 8x10 or
10x10 brooded house and my
answer is positively no. In
the first place there is not
room to place feeders enough
on the floor to feed a flock
of this size. Next place it Is
very apt to get to hot In
such a small place when ar-
tificial heat is used. Next
place it won't be long until
you will have more room in
a house like the above than
chickens because they will
die, and you can avold It
500 chickens should be placed
in a 14x14 or 16x16 house, this
will give the flock room to
grow to 2 and one-half pounds
at which time the little roos-
ters can be sold off as fryers
and the pullet remain for a
month or two longer, when
the number should be reduced
to not over 100 and the re-
mainder of the flock disposed
of or other shelter provided
for them.

Not permit a dope agent to
enter your premises, as more
poultry 1is killed or rendered
unproductive by the use of
various dopes peddled over
the country than all the dis-
seases put tugether.

Not need to use any kind
of dope, nature will supply all
of the cureatives if you will
only do your part by keeping
your poultry yards and houses
clean and rid the premises of
lice and mites.

Avoid over crowding.

The Continental Oil Company
advertisements represent the
iﬂrst newspaper advertising cam
paign projected by one of the
major oll companies to familiar-
ize the motorist with the con-
sequences of buying and using
unbranded “bootleg” gasoline,
'which is sometimes sold at “cut
prices” to attract the unwary
motorist. In the latter instance,
the tax is being split between
the customer and the bootleg-
ger, despite the fact that the
customer may be unaware of
this condition.

AGAINST USE OF SARCASM

Austin—The use of sarcasm
by a teacher destroys the re-
ceptiveness of a student’s mind
and results in his having a
“chip on his shoulder,” Dr. 1.
I. Nelson, professor in the art
of teaching at the University
of Texas, warns in a recent
address at a teachers' meet-
ing.

The warning was almed par-
ticularly at young teachers, us-
ually alert and enthusiastic.

Sarcasm causes hostility and
a closed mind, and brings a-
bout impudence. Dr. Nelson
said be belleved teachers who
used sarcasm took an unfair
advantage of sutdents because,
being in authority, they could
tolerat retaliation on the part
of the student for fear of
breaking discipline.

An inferlority complex often
is caused by continual use of
sarcasm by Instructors, he
sald.
