They also 
used local material for orna­
ments. including bones and pol 
ished pebbles.

"Buffalo meat was the chi 1 
scurce of food, but they also i 
ate deer, antelope, bear, turkey 
and small wild game They 
grew corn on small sub-irrigat 
ed tracts along the streams."

It was the identification of 
intrusive pottery belonging to 
the peried of about 1350 which 
enabled Holden to establish 
the dale. He believes these 
people inhabited the Panhan 
die. They probably had been 
here hundreds of years prior.

A few reasons why govern 
men: should keep out of busi­
ness

1 Because government in bus­
iness opens the flood gates of 
public expenditures at the tax­
payers' expense. many of the 
expenditures being for special 
services to a limited number 
of persons from which services 
the general taxpayer who must 
pay (or them, can derive no 
benefit

2. It creates new classes of 
political agencies and gives 
them unlimited power to Incur 
debts, levy taxes and spend 
public money.

3. It discourages industry and 
prevents the investment of pri­
vate capital in new enterprises 
because a private citizen can­
not compete with tax-free, 
government-owned projects

-i It *mvites the worst kind 
of political gerrymandlng for 
promotional schemes at public 
expense

5. Each time the government 
goes into business, it removes 
taxable property from the tax 
rolls and loads the taxes thus 
lost out: remaining taxable pro­
perty, plus additional taxes for 
new governmental ventures in­
to the field of industry.

The question of the govern­
ment in business in competi­
tion with its private citizens 
should be considered from the 
standpoint of the principle in­
volved. rather than from the 
interest of any particular line 
of business The business it 
self is ncidental to the prin 
clple. If we subscribe to the 
theory that public ownership 
is good for any business, even 
in a small degree we should be
