Also an­
other amendment allowing state 
salary aid in all districts that 
transport more than 60 per cent 
of their rural population. Un- 
er this law each truck in Lamb 
unty will receive $2 per child 

er month for a period of eight 
months as truck aid. As an ex- 
aniple, a truck transports ling 
40 pupils would draw $60 per 
month from the state aid. 
These amendments have passed 
both the Senate and the House 
and now await the signature of 
the Governor. There is every 
assurance that the Governor 
will sign the amendments.

Good rains the latter part of 
last week and yesterday after­
noon and last night is reported 
to have soaked the drouth rid­
den lands of almost all the 
Panhandle and the entire South 
Plains with apparently the heav 
lest and most general precipita­
tion received since last fall.

Limits of the beneficial rain 
area were set at Shattuck, Okla 
on the northeast, area immedi­
ately north of the Canadian 
River on the north, Tascosa and 
Vega on the northwest and west, 
Clovis, N. M. on the southwest, 
below Lubbock on the south 
Quanah and Childress areas on 
the southeast and Shamrock <m 
the east.

The rain at Sudan and vacin- 
ity had reached about an Inch 
this morning.

Washington, May 20.—If you 
own a $15,000 home with a $10.- 
000 mortgage on it, this Is the 
way you would go about getting 
relief under the administration 
bill approved on Saturday by a 
Senate subcommltte. Although 
the bill Is still subject to change 
the procedure will be about the 
same in Its final form.

You, or the holder of your 
mortgage, may approach a Gov­
ernment agency to be crer.ted 
under the bill known as the 
Home Owners’ Loan Coperatlon 
and ask for refinancing.

I f  you are paying 6 1-2 per 
cent interest on your mortgage, 
but are unable to continue, the 
holder of it may agree to accept 
bonds Issued by the corpora­
tion ln exchange for the obli­
gation.

Would Reduce Interest.

He would only get 4 per cent 
Interest, but It would be guar­
anteed by the Government and 
would be tax exempt. In return 
for the sure interest payments 
and tax exemption he might a- 
gree to accept $9,000 ln bonds 
for the $10,000 mortgage. •

In either case you would a- 
gree to pay the Government 
corporation over a fixed period 
of years at 5 per cent interest.

In addition the Government 
would advance you cash for 
taxes and repairs, if necessary, 
which would be added to your 
debt, provided total obligation 
did not exceed 80 per cent of 
the appraised value of your 
home.

I f  you are out of a job and 
temporarily unable to pay any­
thing the corporation could 
give you a three year postpone­
ment.

Under these circumstances, in 
addition to any moratorium and 
any reduction ln total agreed 
to by the holder of your mort­
gage, your annual interest pay­
ments w»uld be reduced from 
$650 a year to $500.

Can Save Equity.

I f  you own a $15,000 home 
and have worked the mortgage 
down to say $5,000. but are now 
out of a job and can not pay 
on that, the bill has a further 
provision to help you.

In this case the holder of 
your mortgage probably would 
not exchange It for bonds be­
cause your home is such good 
security that he would rather 
foreclose.

To prevent this the corpora­
tion could extend to you cash 
up to 40 or 50 per cent of the 
value of your home to pay off 
your debtor. You would turn 
the mortgage over to the cor­
poration for security.

Instead of foreclosing Immedi­
ately, the corporation then 
would give you time to get on 
your feet.

The emergency measure which 
has just been passed embodies 
the farm mortgage refinancing 
provisions as well as the cur­
rency program. It is frequently 
referred to as the most impor­

t a n t  and far-reaching legisla­
tion ever presented to the A- 
merican Congress.

The Senate and House have 
now agreed on all of the provi­
sions of the bill, and it has re­
ceived executive approval.

Soon after the farm measure 
was sent to the Senate, I in- 

s trodoced the administration’s 
farm mortgage bill and lead the 
fight for its adoption by the 
House of Representatives. It 

nwas adopted by an overwhelm- 
^ ‘ lng vote.

Currency expansion measures 
were also pending in the House 
during this period and had been 
discussed by many members on 
the floor.

These measures were com­
bined and the Thomas currency 
amendment added. The result 
of those various steps and com­
binations is one measure of tre­
mendous Importance to the far­
mer and to the nation in gene­

ral.
In passing this combination 

measure, the Senate added eigh­
ty-five amendments. In order to 
iron out the difference in the 
measure as it passed the House 
and Senate, it was necessary 
for a Joint conference commit­
tee to be selected to represent 
each body.

Because of the importance of 
this legislation. I felt greatly 
honored in being chosen to head 

#£he group of conferees from the 
House when the measure was 
tl.us taken up for final revision 
and adjustment by the two 
groups before its enactment in 
to law.

1 The House and Senate both 
adopted the conference report 
which was the last step before 

% executive approval. It was my 
privilege to be present when it 
was approved, and the President 
presented me with a pen which 
he used in signing the meas­

u r e .
The farm relief section of the 

composite bill is admittedly an 
experiment, and is Intended to 
be used only in the present em­
ergency Under its provisions 
the Secretary of Agriculture is 
given broad powers to admin 
lster several plans in an effort 
to bring temporary relief to the 
farmer while a permanent pro 
gram is being Instituted.

The mortgage refinancing 
'  provisions have been discussed 

in the press reports. The neces 
sity of farm refinancing was re- 

, cognized by the President, with 
the result that such a measure 

Cias been approved by Congress 
I  believe that a controlled ex 

pansion of the currency will be 
a long step toward recovery, be 
cause it brings with It an in 
crease in commodity prices and 
increased purchasing power.

The reflation, or expansion, a- 
mendment which has been ad-

r to the farm bill contains 
major proposals, any or 

"a ll of which may be used by the 
President for the purpose of In 

• creasing the commodity price 
level. The first relates to open 
market operations by the Feder 
al Reserve banks; the second 

* provides for the issuance of 
Treasury notes within certain 
defined limits; the third relates 
to the acceptance of silver ag 
gregatlng two hundred million 

^dollars in payment of debts 
owed by foreign governments 
and the fourth authorizes 

^hange in the gold content of 
*t!he dollar or the remonetlza 
Uon of silver.

With such a program as this 
in operation, accomplishing 

, three important steps in the 
President’s program of ultimate 
national recovery, I  have every 
hope that the farmer will once 
ipore assume his proper place 
in our economic structure, and 
that America will be well on 
its way to better times.

The A and M. Short Course 

will offer a new deal to the 
farm men, farm women, farm 
boys and farm girls of Texas 
this summer,” states D. A. Adam 
County Agent. "The Short 
Course authorities are planning 
to have interested groups of 
farmers in overalls, club boys 
in Jumpers, women and girls in 
aprons learning how to make 
all kinds of products under 
farm conditions.

“ Under a tree will be a sor­
ghum syrup mill going full blast 
with syrup expert and chemist 
on hand to show the working 
farmers h«w to sample, taste 
and treat their syrup t« make it 
or to take the ‘sting’ out of the 
syrup, or any of the many lit­
tle tricks necessary to produc­
ing a quality syrup.

"Toiling over yonder vat will 
be a group of interested farm­
ers learning the art of tanning 
their hides (that have been 
thrown away heretofore) into 
quality leather that may be us­
ed for harness or a hundred 
other uses on the farm.

Bent over a bench over there 
will be another group of inter­
ested farmers learning how to 
make their own harness from 
hamestring to britchen; and 
seated over to one side will be 
women and girls stamping leath 
er and learning the art of mak­
ing saleable leather goods from 
hides tanned by the farmers.

"Down in the creamery, those 
ioys interested in selling fancy 

country butter, will be giving 
the old churn another extra 
lick to make the butter come, 
while the women will be learning 
how to make a better quality 
of cottage cream of commercial 
ice cream.

‘Over there in the textile 
mills amid the whirl and swirl j i  i  
of the looms women will be 
cardng cotton, wool, and mo­
hair, while farmers will be learn 
ing how t» shear, tie and grade 
their wool, and just imagine 
some of those w«ol blankets 
made from your own wool!

will be canning some of the 
products.

Others will be making grape 
Juice on a commercial scale in 
a small form plant set up es­
pecially for this farm course. 
Still in another room experi­
ment staton folks will be show­
ing you h"W to process figs to 
keep them for months at a time, 
and how to process figs to keep 
them fresh. How to handle 
various kinds of fruit juices.

“This Short Course was de­
signed for farm folks that want 
to know how to do things and 
are going someplace.’’ stated 
the county Agent. “ There will 
not be an idle moment, as there 
will be an idle moment, as there 
will be inspirational talks in the 
morning with most of the after­
noon given to making things 
as outlined above, with the nig­
ht filled with entcrtanment.

Poison Grain can be obtain­
ed at the County Agent’s office 
for control of ground squirrels, 
during planting time.

Coppor carbonate should be 
used for smut control in grain 
sorghums. This is a dry treat­
ment, and a heaping tobacco 
can full to the bushel of seed 
will control smut for you.

Ceresan should be used to 
treat cotton seed, and 3 ounces 
to the bushel is the required a- 
mount. This has been success­
ful in the control of rot and 
other fungous diseases.

DOCTORS TO CARE FOR 
INDIGENT SICK; PLANS

ARE GIVEN.
Two plans for the caring for 

the indigent sick in this county 
have been drawn up by the 
Lamb County Medical associa­
tion and was presented to the 
county commissioners in a meet­
ing early last week.

One of the plans drawn up by 
the association would call for 
the county to contract to pay 
the association a set sum of 
money each year and this would 
be distributed between the var­
ious doctors according to the 
amount of services they render- 
in connection with indigent cas

The »ther plan calls f * ? u S  
commissioners c»urt to set a fee 
to be paid by the county to the 
attending physician in all in­
digent cases.

Following is a resoluton sign­
ed by 13 Lamb county physi­
cians in connection with the 
steps the association is taking 
in an attempt to collect medi­
cal fees:

That we. the undersigned 
physicians of Lamb county. 
State of Texas, wish to call at­
tention to the responsibility <•{ 
the community for the care of 
the indigent sick (the county's 
pauper poor.* a responsibility 
which has heretofore been fois­
ted on the shoulder of the indi­
vidual d"Ctor. That the doctor 
isn-o more under obligation to 
give free medical service at his 
own time, expense than other 
individuals are to give on de­
mand fo<>d. drugs and fuel re­
quired to sustain life, but which 
the community provides when 
needed. That the county, which 
pays regularly the expense in­
curred by distant hospitals for 
the treatment of a few cases, 
should pay as well the expens­
es of all local physicians for the 
treatment of a vastly over­
whelming number <>f charity 
cases (pauper poori. That a 
committee be elected to meet 
with the Commissioners of 
Lamb County to discuss this 
need and the means of correct- j 
ing it.

That in the csae of those who 
are n-t indigent that is. ail' 
other cases, and hence have 
come without the authority of 
the proper county officials, all 
office visits and other charges 
of only, a few dollars must be 
paid in cash or its equivalent; 
That on charges of larger a- 
m°unts a substantial initial 
payment at least must be forth­
coming and the remainder cov­
ered by notes of adequate secur­
ity.

Washington, May 20.—If you 
own a $15,000 home with a $10- 
000 mortgage on it, this is the 
way you would go about getting 
relief under the administration 
bill approved on Saturday by a 
Senate subcommitte. Although 
the bill is still subject t<> change 
the procedure will be about the 
same in its final form.

You, or the holder of your 
mortgage, may approach a Gov­
ernment agency to be created 
under the bill known as the 
Home Owners’ Loan Coperatlon 
and ask for refinancing.

If you are paying S 1-2 per 
cent interest on your mortgage, 
but are unable to continue, the 
holder of it may agree to accept 
bonds issued by the corpora­
tion in exchange for the obli­
gation.

Would Reduce Interest.

He would only get 4 per cent 
Interest, but It would be guar­
anteed by the Government and 
would be tax exempt. In return 
for the sure interest payments 
and tax exemption he might a- 
gree to accept $9,000 in bonds 
for the $10,000 mortgage.

In either case you would a- 
gree to pay the Government 
corporation over a fixed period 
of years at 5 per cent interest

In addition the Government 
wuld advance you cash for 
taxes and repairs, if necessary 
which would be added to your 
debt, provided total obligation 
did not exceed 80 per cent of 
the appraised value of y°ur 
home.

I f  you are out of a job and 
temporarily unable to pay any­
thing the corporation could 
give you a three year postpone­
ment.

Under these circumstances, in 
addition to any moratorium and 
any reduction ln total agreed 
to by the holder of your mort­
gage. y«ur annual interest pay­
ments would be reduced from 
$650 a year to $500.

Can Save Equity.

If you own a $15,000 home 
and have worked the mortgage 
down to say $5,000 but are now 
out of a job and can not pay 
on that, the bill has a further 
provision to help you.

In this case the holder of 
your mortgage probably would 
not exchange it for bonds be­
cause your home is such good 
security that he would rather 
foreclose.

To prevent this the corpora­
tion could extend to you cash 
up to 40 or 50 per cent of the 
value of your home to pay off 
your debtor. You would turn 
the mortgage over to the cor­
poration for security.

Instead of foreclosing immedi­
ately, the corporation then 
would give you time to get on 
your feet.

, The emergency measure which 
* lias Just been passed embodies 

the farm mortgage refinancing 
provisions as well as the cur­
rency program. It is frequently 
referred to as the most impor-

* '  tant and far-reaching legisla­
tion ever presented to the A- 
merican Congress.

The Senate and House have 
now agreed on all of the provi­
sions of the bill, and it has re­
ceived executive approval.

Soon after the farm measure 
was sent to the Senate, I in­
troduced the administration’s 
farm mortgage bill and lead the 
fight for its adoption by the 
House of Representatives. It 
was adopted by an overwhelm­
ing vote.

Currency expansion measures
*  , * were also pending in the House
* ■ * during this period and had been

discussed by many members on 
the floor.

These measures were com­
bined and the Thomas currency 
amendment added. The result 
of those various steps and com­
binations is one measure of tre­
mendous importance to the far­
mer and to the nation in gene­
ral.

In passing this combination 
measure, the Senate added eigh­
ty-five amendments. In order to 
iron out the difference in the 
measure as it passed* the House 
and Senate, It was necessary 

A>r a Joint conference commit-
w *  tee to be selected to represent 

each body.
Because of the importance of 

this legislation, I felt greatly 
honored in being chosen to head 
the group of conferees from the 
House when the measure was 
thus taken up for final revision

• * and adjustment by the two
groups before its enactment in- 
to law.

V, i 4 The .House and Senate both 
adopted the conference report 
which was the last step before 
executive approval. It was m> 
privilege to be present when it 
was approved, and the President 
presented me with a pen which 
he used in signing the meas­
ure.

The farm relief section of the 
composite bill Is admittedly an 
experiment, and is intended to 
be used only in the present em­
ergency. Under its provisions 
the Secretary of Agriculture is 
given broad powers to admin 
ister several plans in an effort 
to bring temporary relief to the 
farmer while a permanent pro 
gram is being instituted.

The mortgage refinancing 
provisions have been discussed 
In the press reports. The neces­
sity of farm refinancing was re­
cognized by the President, with 
the result that such a measure 
has been approved by Congress. 

I believe that a controlled ex- 
# pansion of the currency will be 

a long step toward recovery, be- 
r cause it brings with it an in­

crease In commodity prices and 
Increased purchasing power.

The reflation, or expansion, a- 
mendment which has been ad­
ded to the farm bill contains 
four major proposals, any or 
all of which may be used by the 
President for the purpose of in­
creasing the commodity price 
level. The first relates to cpen- 
snarket operations by the Feder­
al Reserve banks; the second 
provides for the issuance of 
Treasury notes within certain 
defined limits; the third relates 
to the acceptance of silver ag­
gregating two hundred million 
dollars in payment of debts 
owed by foreign governments; 
and the fourth authorizes a 
change in the gold content of 
the dollar or the remonetiza­
tion of silver.

With such a program as this 
In operation, accomplishing 
three important steps In the 
President's program of ultimate 
national recovery, I have every 
hope that the farmer will once 
more assume his proper place 
in our economic structure, and 
that America will be well on 
Its way to better times.

IN D IG E N T  S IC K ; PLAN'S

ARE G IV E N .
Two plans for the caring for 

the indigent sick in this county 
have been drawn up by the 
Lamb County Medical associa­
tion and was presented to the 
county cmmissioners in a meet­
ing early last week.

One of the plans drawn up by 
the association would call for 
the county to contract to pay 
the association a set sum of 
money each year and this would 
be distributed between the var­
ious doctors according to the 
amount of services they render- 
in connection with indigent cas
«  , a f l i

The other plan calls for the 
commissioners court to set a fee 
to be paid by the county to the 
attending physician in all in­
digent cases.

Following is a resoluton sign­
ed by 13 Lamb county physi­
cians in connection with the 
steps the association is taking 
in an attempt to collect medi­
cal fees:

That we. the undersigned 
physicians of Lamb county. 
State of Texas, wish to call at­
tention to the responsibility of 
the community for the care of 
the indigent sick (the county's 
pauper poor. • a responsibility 
which has heretofore been fois 
ted on the shoulder of the indi 
vidual doctor. That the doctor 
isno more under obligation to 
give free medical service at his 
own time, expense than other 
individuals are to give on de­
mand fCK«d, drugs and fuel re­
quired to sustain life, but which 
the community provides when 
needed That the county which 
pays regularly the expense in­
curred by distant hospitals lor 
the treatment of a few cases, 
should pay as well the expens­
es of all local physicians for the 
treatment of a vastly over­
whelming number ••f charity 
cases (pauper poon That a 
committee be elected to meet 
with the Commissioners «>f 
Lamb County to discuss this 
need and the means of correct­
ing it.

That in the csae of those who 
are not indigent that is. all 
other cases, and hence have 
come without the authority of 
the proper county officials, all 
office visits and other charges 
of only, a few dollars must be 
paid in cash or its equivalent; 
That «n charges of larger a- 
mnunts a substantial initial 
payment at least must be forth­
coming and the remainder cov­
ered by notes of adequate secur­
ity.
