Payment Plan
Is Explained

The government will not de­
duct the amount owed by crop 
loan borrowers in Washington 
before mailing checks for cot­
ton destroyed, according to Ow­
en B. Sherrill of Dallas, region­
al manager of the government’s 
crop production department.

Farmers who have crop loans 
and have given the cotton whi­
ch was destroyed as security will 
have to pay their crop loan, as 
soon as the government check 
is received.

"This is a sale of mortgaged 
property covered by a blanket 
lien on this and any other pro­
duct until the government ob­
ligation is paid in full," he said, 
"and the farmer will be expect­
ed first to pay his government 
obligation to the extent of the 
lien from any receipts, whether 
it be from cotton plowed up or 
from other sales. From what­
ever mortgaged property re­
ceipts are had, returns are ex­
pected to be turned in on mort­
gage to the extent of the mort­
gaged obligation.

“ Landlords have waived their 
rents until the mortgage has 
been paid to the government, 
other lien holders have waived 
and anything contrary to fun­
damental of the credit struc­
ture would be damaging to the 
moral and interests of all credit 
relations and business generally, 
as well as to morals of persons 
involved.*’

Sherrill said that instead of 
subtracting the amounts in 
Washington due the govern­
ment, the checks were being 
mailed to farmers and it war 
expected the farmer would clear 
his government obligation as 
rapidly as possible.

Because it violates a funda­
mental principle of government 
and has not produced ‘a satisfac* 
tory or effective solution of the 
temperance problem’, Vice Pres- 
dent John N. Garner calls upon 
the people o f Texas to vote for 
the repeal o f the Eighteenth a- 
mendment.

The Vice President’s plea was 
contained in a letter addressed 
to Roy Miller, Texas Director of 
the Democratic National Cam* 
paign, and released from Com­
mittee Headquarters here today. 
The letter in full follows:

In response to your inquiry as 
to my position concerning the 
Eighteenth Amendment, I beg 
to remind you that I voted again­
st its submission when it was 
first presented to Congress be­
cause I believed it violated a fun­
damental principle o f govern­
ment. Since then I have avail­
ed myself o f every opportunity 
to assist in bringing about its 
repeal.

In obedience to the platform 
o f the last Democratic National 
Convention and on the first day 
o f the session o f Congress follow 
ing, as Speaker, I submitted the 
question of repeal to a vote o f 
the House o f Representatives. 
I considered it my duty to do so 
because the American people, 
by overwhelming vote, had rat- 
fied the party platform which de 
manded repeal.

That the Eighteenth Amend­
ment lias not accomplished the 
results expected o f it, even by its 
advocates, all will agree. That it 
has not produced a satisfactory 
or effective solution o f the tern* 
perance problem is the judgment 
o f a vast majority o f the people 
o f this Republic.

I shall exercise my duty as a 
citizen on the 26th of August by 
voting to repeal the Eighteenth 
Amendment and trust that every 
citizen of Texas likewise go to 
the polls and perform a similar 
duty. I especially urge my fel­
low Democrats to thus support 
the party and its leadership.

position would first be submitted 
by the Legislature, and second, 
that the bonds would be voted. 
The federal government is 
granting money to Texas until 
August 26 with the expectation 
that the bonds be passed, but if 
they are not this money will be 
stopped immediately.

Just what would this mean if 
all relief money was cut o ff from 
Texas? It means that thousands 
would die for the want o f food 
and shelter this winter. Here in 
our own town we would have 
people starving to death. It is 
too serious a matter to pass up 
without thought.

Sudan has three large projects 
which will spend over $100,000 
for labor alone in this city. These 
projects depend upon federal aid 
and if they are not backed by the 
federal government, they will 
fall flat.

The proposition facing Texas 
is, therefore, whether the State 

i shall authorize the bond issue, 
thereby assuring that more than 
half the money necessary for re­
lief will be contributed by the 
federal Government, or whether 
it will refuse the bond issue and 
thereby losing the federal aid in 
helping feed its needy. Unless 
this bond issue is passed the Sta­
te will be helpless to aid the un­
employed, as it cannot appropri­
ate money for charity.

The bond issue is the only way, 
and Texans are logical enough 
and humane enough to take that 
way.

Chronic appen­
dicitis may extend over a long 
perold of thne and consists of 
slight attacks at Intervals, but, 
at some time, there will usual­
ly occur an attack worse than 
any before and the disease may

*  '•The acute attack appears sud­

denly. The first symptom is 
pain, sometimes over the entire 
abdomen, sometimes in a par­
ticular portion in the right side 
of the abdomen. Sometimes this 
pain extends around to the back 
or down into thte right limb. 
The pain is cramp-like and is 
often mistaken for colic. The 
fever rises to 100 or 101 degrees 
and the pulse becomes quick- 
ened.

GASOLINE ENFORCEMENT
DIVISION INCREASING

The Texas Legislature's sweet 
est gift to the taxpayers—Comp 
troller Sheppard’s new gasoline 
enforcement division—is stead­
ily stretching out over the state 
after fugitive millions in pub­
lic money.

The enforcement “army’ ’ now 
numbers more than 70 trained 
men and establishment of two 
more district headquarters has 
brought the total of such offices 
to eight, according to the latest 
report of J. M. Reynolds divis­
ion chief, t« the comptroller. 
The report was requested by the 
Texas Good Roads association.

The new district offices, al­
ready established and working 
are in Corpus Chrlstl and East- 
land. Mr. Reynolds’ report said, 
and they augment similar cen­
ters in San Antonio, Houston, 
Longview, Dallas. Fort Worth 
and Amarillo.

To date,, the comptroller’s op­
eratives have obtained 36 felony 
indictments against alleged gas 
tax violators. Three refineries 
have been placed in receiver­
ship to preserve assets.

The great benefit, however, 
has not come from prosecution 
but fro>m the $300,000-per- 
months increase in gas tax pay­
ments which is expected to give 
a $1,000,000 “bonus” yearly to 
the common school fund, a 
similar amount to the bond re­
funding fund, and $2,000,000 to 
highway fund.

Comptroller Sheppard added 
that "Just as a sideline.” his men 
have raised cigaret tax collec­
tions at such rapid rat* that he 
expects to add from $500,000 to 
$1,000,000 to the school fund 
yearly from “smokes.” All of the 
cigaret tax now goes to schools.

More than one and a quarter 
million Texans are now living 
entirely from funds supplied by 
the Federal government in 
Washington.

Nearly a third more destitute 
Texans required Federal aid in 
July than in June.

Half of those now unemploy­
ed are not yet on the relief rolls. 
They will likely be the first ones 
to get their Jobs back. Until 
they have been re-employed 
there will be Just as many help­
less Texans to be cared for as 
now.

In July we received more than 
two million dollars direct from 
Washington to feed hungry peo­
ple in Texas. The payments 
average one million and a half 
a month. The bonds that ypu 
are asked to permit the Legis­
lature to issue can be repaid in 
ten years for two and one-half 
million dollars per year.

Unless this amendment is 
passed the Legislature cannot 
appropriate a single dollar to 
aid hungry and destitute famil­
ies. No matter how many des­
titute there are or how severe 
their condition, no Texas city 
or county can expect any out­
side aid in caring for them 
unless this bond issue is passed.

I f  the bond amendment to be 
submitted August 26th fails, it 
will be two years before It can 
possibly be voted on again. The 
Constitution fixes that.

I f  the bonds are defeated we 
can expect no more funds from 
the Federal Government. If 
more than a million Texans are 
left without food for a single

week, there will certainly be a 
distressing situation. When theyi 
find out that it will be twoj 
years before they can be reliev­
ed, the result wui surely be dls-l 
astrous.

The people are not voting j 
bonds. I f  the amendment pass 
es it will merely permit the Leg 
islature to issue such bonds as 
are necessary.

Our Legislature is not waste­
ful. A constitutional amend- J 
ment voted last year authoriz­
ed the Legislature to expend a 
large sum of money to stage; 
the Texas Centennial. Because 
of the distressed financial con- j 
ditions they did not appropri­
ate a dollar for this purpose.

I f  our vote on August 26th 
shows we do not want to help; 
carry out the President’s relief 
program, it might crtise us to; 
lose millions of dollars that 
would otherwise be spent in Tex 
as under the Public Works Act. 
Texas must keep step with the 
National recovery program.

While Texans are generally 
opposed to state-wide bonds, 
our citizens must place the liv­
es of more than a million of 
their fellow residents above 
their dislike for State bonds. 
Fifty cents per person per year 
will pay these bonds in the ten 
years they are permitted to run.

No property tax can ever be 
levied t «  pay off these bonds. 
The Legislature saw to that in 
submitting the amendment.

Vote for the relief bond issue.
Don’t let a million Texans 

starve.
