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Nelson Is Retained 
As Administrator

At a meeting of the Lamb 
County RFC board in Sudan, 
Tuesday afternoon, Mr. V. C. 
Nelson was re tallied as county 
RFC administrator!

Tills action was taken follow­
ing the recommendation made 
by Mr. Grazier, district RFC 
man, who met with the board 
and also met with the Lamb 
county Commissioners court 
Tuesday.

Mr. Grazier told the court 
and the board that it was im­
possible to make a change at 
this time and to train a new 
man for his position. He sta­
ted further that if a change 
was made Lamb county would 
be cut o ff from the relief pro­
gram and would not receive the 
benefit of the C. W. A. program 
which furnishes employment 
for 480 men.

At a special meeting of the 
Sudan Business Men's club 
Thursday at noon, Mr. Nelson 
stated that he had no hard 
feeling now toward the Com­
missioners Court, and that per­
fect harmony was felt now. 
The main thing he wanted to 
see was 480 men at work.

Melvin Robertson has been 
named as chief assistant and 
bookkeeper and will assist Mr. 
Nelson in the RFC work. These 
two men will leave Saturday 
for Austin where they will re­
ceive special schooling in the 
new C. W. A. program.

The different Lamb County 
projects will also be presented 
at Austin, and it is believed 
that it will only be a short time 
until the C. W. A. program will 
start and Lamb County’s quoto 
of 480 men will be given em­
ployment.

A new RFC office has been 
rented by the Sudan Business 
Men's club for Mr. Nelson upon 
the recommendation of Mr. 
Grazier. The new office will be 
much larger and will give more 
room for the relief work.

An auditor has been called to 
Lamb County to audit all re­
lief records, upon the request of 
Mr. Nelson.

The Commissioners Court ap­
propriated money, at a meet­
ing Monday, for the transpor­
tation of butter and pork, as 
well as other commodities which 
will be shipped to points in 
Lamb county in the future from 
Lubbock and other distributing 
centers. Those commodities are 
furnished by the federal govern­
ment to distribute to those In 
direct need.

Mr. Neison and other mem­
bers of the Business Men’s club 
commended Mr. Daniels for his 
good work as commissioner, and 
for his interest in helping the 
peopie of his precinct and Lamb 
County.

COWS TO BE CANNED BY 
UNEMPLOYED AT LUBBOCK; 

LAMB'S QUOTO IS 45.

Lamb County’s allotment in 
the furnishing of the Federal 
Emergency Relief association 
with cutter cows for relief 
needs, has been placed at 45 
head by the government.

These cows will be bought 
and slaughtered at Lubbock be­
tween now and January 15, ac­
cording to County Agent D. A. 
Adam.

They will be canned at Lub­
bock by the unemployed, work­
ing under the direction of the 
Agricultural Extension Service, 
and the products will be dis­
tributed throughout the state.

Lubbock has been designat­
ed as one of the 18 canning 
points for the state.

The F. E. R. A. will have ex­
perienced cattle buyers at the 
various slaughtering points, 
where the cattle will be pur­
chased and paid for on a bas­
is of Fort Worth prices. Coun­
ty Agents will issue permits to 
the original owners only. Own­
ers will be required to deliver 
stock to slaughtering plants on 
designated dates. A minimum 
of $1.75 per hundred will be 
paid for cutter cows. No com­
mission will be charged. Buy­
ers deserve the right to reject 
the right to cows of insuffici­
ent flesh, crippled or deseased 
animals.

Farmers who have cattle of 
the required quality to sell 
should get in touch with the 
County Agent at once.

Mr. Boles is well known in 
Lamb County, since he has tak­
en an active part in all school 
affairs of the County for the 
last nine years. He believes 
that the rural children of the 
County ought to have the same 
educational opportunities as the 
children who live in towns and 
he believes this can be accom- 
nllshed without additional tax 
burdens. He further believes 
that every effort should be di­
rected toward the securing of 
more State aid for schools to 
the extent that all expenses of 
schools ’  except local building 
programs and permanent im­
provements should be taken 
care of by scholastic apportion­
ment and other forms of state 
aid. He declares that a defi­
nite program should be plan­
ned bv I-amb County with oth- 
*r counties In a like situation 
to secure from the state an al­
location of funds for this coun­
ty to match the permanent 
school funds have been accum­
ulated. This, he says, is the 
most practical way to lower lo­
cal taxation.

EMPLOYS 26.MO MEN.

Cotton Ginned
Shows Decrease

According to Warren H. Rut­
ledge, 42,600 bales o f cotton, 
counting round as half bales, 
had been ginned in Lamb coun­
ty to December 1, as compar­
ed with 65.186 bales ginned to 
December 1, 1932.

Castro county has ginned 4.- 
406 bales this year to Decem­
ber 1.

Texas’ $24,250,000 NRA road- 
building program, swinging past 
the half-way mark, will approa­
ch $15000,000 in construction 
projects actually under con­
tract by Christmas, the Texas 
Good Roads Association an­
nounced today from highway 
department figures.

More than 25,000 Texas bread­
winners already have been given 
jobs from this highway pro­
gram, according to the calcula­
tions of the United 8tates Bu­
reau of Public Roads—8,500 di­
rectly in the Jobs and twice 
that number in contributory 
pursuits such as manufacture 
and transportation o ! mater­
ials.

8teadlly gaining speed after 
a slow start the state high­
way commission let more than 
$4,000,000 per month in con­
tracts during October and Nov­
ember. and expects to exceed 
this rate during December and 
January.

Officials are making stren­
uous efforts to have the entire 
program in the actual con­
struction stage early in the 
new year, when Congress may 
appropriate more funds for pub­
lic works.

Through November, the Bu­
reau of Public Roads reported, 
Texas’ 270 road projects rank­
ed second in number only to 
Pennsylvania. Texas was four­
th in total volume o f road work 
and third in the Jobs this work 
provided. But most o f the 
smaller states were nearer to 
completion of their respective 
programs. Texas’ program, 
with projects in every one of 
her 254 counties. Is the most 
complicated in the nation.

FROM COTTON PLOW-UF.

The work on paving of eleven 
blocks o f Sudan's streets will
start in the near future, ac­
cording to Mayor W. W. Carpen­
ter, who returned recently from 
Austin where he presented Su­
dan’s application for Civil 
Works project.

The total cost of the project 
has been estimated at $18,693.00 
and will require 4 930 man 
days to complete the work. An 
average dally employment of 60 
men will be used In order to 
complete the project by Feb­
ruary 15, 1934, which is the es­
timated completion date.

The relief payroll total will 
be $13,968.40. total cost of ma­
terial required $1,325.00, total 
cost of hand tools and rent o f 
equipment $2,400.00, and cost of 
supervision $1,000. These are 
all estimated figures which 
were used In the application but 
have been approved by state 
CWA officials.

Four operate crews of 15 men 
each will oe worked *1*  hours 
each day. The work will be sup­
ervised by Mayor Carpenter 
with I. O. Morrow as the sup­
erintendent in charge.

Property owners will be ex­
pected to pay for materials us­
ed in the cuibs and gutters.

’ ’Total Income from the ex­
pected 17 1-2 million bale crop 
at 5 cents per pound would 
nave been $437,500.00. The re­
duced crop, estimated at 12400,- 
000 bales after the plow-up 
would bring a crop Income of 
»58y,ooo with cotton at 9 cents. 
Add to this the $112.000 000 o 
adjustment payments which 
growers received for cooperat­
ing in the emergency program, 
and the $48,000,000 of estimated 
profits on cotton options taken 
In the campaign, and the total 
cotton income from the 1923 
crop runs of $749.500 000.

"This Increase of $312,000,000 
In actual Income from cotton, 
as compared with what the full 
crop would have brought with­
out the adjustment campaign, 
constitutes final and lndlsput 
able evidence of the success of 
the emergency program." de­
clares Mr. Cobb.

"Economic recovery made pos­
sible by the new cotton income 
Is Important" continues Mr 
Cobb, "but even more vital is 
the social significance of the 
changed situation. Standards 
of lvllng are being maintained, 
and institutions which build the 
citlsenshlp o f the future are 
functioning.

“I f  the fanners continue their 
fine cooperation during the new 
campaign which Is being laun­
ched. the whole Cotton Belt 
can well look to the future with 
optimism and confidence," Mr.
