For in 
stance, the American Municipal 
Association, an organisation, of 
more than 120o mayors and 
other top officials, recently meet 
ing in Boston, Massachusetts, ur­
ged more Federal funds for ur­
ban renewal, civil defense, water 
pollution control, local airports, 
depressed areas, training public 
health sorters and other grant in 
rid benefits from the Federal Gov 
rrnment

In a similar meeting in 196* 
oi ly two mayors of the larger 
cities of the County were of the 
opinion thnt Federal grants should 
he decreased All the others were 
for increases. At shout the same 
time, out o f M  o f the 4k govern­
ors in a meeting, only two were 
o ' the opinion that certain taxes 
should be relinquished by the 
Federal Government to the States 
for the purpose o f redueing 
giants-in aid.
