You still remember that during the Insurance 
scandals of Texas, that one lawyer member ot the Senate received 
S10.000 to represent U. S. Trust and Guaranty, owned by A. B. Shoe- 
make. Shaemake shot himself because he and his crooked friends were 
caught by the Bradshaw Insurance reform bills that were enacted by 
the Texas Legislature.

My opponent Is a young lawyer and has never made o public state 
rnent to my knowledge to the effect that he would not accept retainer 
lees if he was elected as your State Senator. Good Friends, a Senator 
cannot serve two matters. He either serves the best interest of his peo 
pie or he serves the selfish interests of the pressure groups that come 
before the legislature. I hove not. and cannot legally accept the retainer 
fees. I would not even if I were eligible as is a lawyer. I do not believe 
that the people of this district want another lawyer in the Texas Sen­
ate.
