exhibit such extreme behavior,
ranging from passionate love re-
lations to indifference, and from
egotism to self-sacrifice.

Writing in the April issue of
the Texas State Journal of Med-
icine, Dr. Stubblefield stresses,
however, that adolescent beha-
vior disorders are a combina-
tion of several factors. Blologic
or organic changes in the teen-
ager's body may disturb him,|
prolonged feelings of being un-
loved or unlovable may affect
him; or soclal stresses placed
upon him by his own acquain-
tances may hurt him.

To become a mature aduit, thoi
adolescent must achleve several|
necds; he must emancipate him- |
celf from his parents, become |
properly oriented toward the
opposite sex, choose a vocation,
and establish personality inte-
gration so that he can accept
mature responsibility. In addi-
tion, a girl must choose mar-
riage and homemaking, a busi-
ness or professional career, or
a combination of these two. To
accomplish these needs, the
child must have firm consistent
guidance from his parents.

Dr. Stubblefield quotes a
young mother, who watching
her child bite another child on
the arm, asked, “Why do you
bite so hard?” The mother, a
quiet, passive, charming person
vicariously enjoyed the child's
aggression.

In another case. Dr. Stubble-
fleld reports that a 14 year old
boy was arrested several times
for choking women. His father
was soclally distant and his mo-
ther unconsciously acted out her
own hostility to her husband by
treating the boy as a baby, When
his sexual interests were awak-
ened, they were combined with
his fury toward his mother.

“Because his émotional needs
are unintegrated (usually un-
consclous) and unacceptable to
the parent himself,” Dr. Stub-
blefleld writes, “the child in
every instance Is sooner or later
placed in conflict by the incon-
sistent permissive and inhibit-
ing parents, and his experiences
offer him no durable satisfac-
tion.”

The normal adolescent suffers
from two types of conflicts, Dr.
Stubblefield reports, In his in-

upon himself, upon other per-
sons of his same sex, or upon
persons of the opposite sex. In
addition, the teenager suffer ex-
ternial conflicts. Desiring accep-
tance by his friends and ac-
quaintances, the teenager rebels
against his parents but then
suffers from guilt and anxiety
afterwards.

Many other adolsecents, Dr.
Stubblefield notes, suffer more
severe problems for which phy-
siclans must be consulted. A
complete psychiatri~
can help many of them to ma-
ture into normal well-adiisted
adults, even In cases in which
parents have consclously or un-
consclously taught them unde-
sirable behavior traits.

I know in all the years that I
knew him, when I was home, he
never missed a Sunday at

Just recently I saw In my
home town paper, The Baird
Star, where he had passed away
at the age of 89.
