The Red River in and
around Burkburnett, seems 10 be the
best corn preducing country {n Wichita
county, and lasi yvear a total of 120,000
bushels was shipped out from that
place alcne. Up to the present time
80,000 bushiels have been shipped from
that place and it is estimated that the
telal shipmenis of corn for this sea-
son will not fall shory of 150,000 bush-
els.

There are corn shellers located at
both lowa Purk and Electra, and while
a4 great deal of corn is being shipped
from these places, it is impossible
for the Times to secure the figures
showing the tctal number of bushels
shipped ouk 8o far. Later, these fig-
ures will be given. ;
