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Texas voters will go to the
polls Tuesday, that's next
Tuesday, April 22, to vote on
two amendments to the state
constitution. Copies of the two
proposed amendments to the
constitution, along with a sam-
ple ballot for the election, ap-
pears on page twelve of this is-
sue of the News.

Amendment No. 1 on the
ballot is (S.J.R. No. 3). This
amendment has to do with
changing existing legislation
pertaining to provisions re-
lating to state and local retire-
ment systems. Turn to page
twelve, read the amendment,
then make your decision as to
how you think you should vote,
then express your preference
Tuesday at your polling place.

Amendment No. 2 on the
ballot, (H.H.R. No. 6) is anoth-
er effort to effect a pay raise
for state legislators. The pro-
posed pay raise for our legis-
lators has been rejected sev-
eral times by the voters, poss-

ibly for various reasons, not the |

least of which might just poss-
ibly be the performance of past
legislatures while in session.
They are asking for a pay hike
from $400 per month to $600
per month, with some addi-
tional side benefits, which is
not an unreasonable request.
Some of the performances by
the legislature would indicate
that the members are being
overpaid, but we elected them
so let's pay them something
like a living wage.

I would say that the mem-
bers of both houses of the leg-
islature will earn their take
home pay this session, just
through the process of hearings
and consideration of the fede-
ral Equal Rights Amendment.
Although passed by a pre-
vious legislature the contro-
versial issue is up again for

Funds pour in
to modify hail

After receiving a permit
from the Texas Water Develop-
ment Board Tuesday, Better
Weather, Inc., plans to put a
modified program into effect
May 1.

Texans to cast ballots
on amendments Tuesday

Registered voters across the
state will cast ballots Tues-
day on two proposed amend-
ments to the state constitution.

THE NO. 1 amendment
reads, ‘‘The constitutional
amendment revising and con-
solidating provisions relating
to state and local retirement
systems and programs and
providing for a maximum state
contribution to state systems
of 10 percent of the aggregate
compensation paid to indivi-
duals.”” The amendment would
upgrade state employees’ and
school teachers’ retirement
programs.

The second amendment
reads, ''The constitutional
amendment setting the salaries
of members of the legislature
at $600 per month and set-
ting a per diem of $30 per
day during legislative sessions
and a mileage allowance at the
same rate provided by law for
state employees.”" Legislator
currently are paid $4,800 a
year in base salary.

Would an additional state
sales tax be a fairer way to fi-
nance Texas public-school ed-
ucation than a property tax
based on land productivity?

MEMBERS of the Dimmitt
School Board feel it would be,
and they're urging state legis-
lators to go the sales-tax route
instead of the property-tax
method proposed in the Gover-
nor's Bill on Public School Fi-
nancing.

The ad valorem tax plan
would require reassessment of
all property in the state, and
school board members here
feel it would result in prohibi-
tive taxes on farmland.

Supt. Charlie White reported
at Monday night’s school board
meeting that the Governor's
Bill would increase the tax rate
in the Dimmitt Independent
School District by 20" cents if
adopted in its present form.
The current school tax rate
here is $1.73 per $100 assessed
valuation.

WHITE SAID he had sent an
official complaint to state offi-
cials about the penalty which
the proposed Governor's Bill
would impose on the local
school district.

“I'm in favor of a one-cent
sales tax for education,”” White
said. ‘I think it's fairest.”

Child abuse has become a
big problem in our society.
Child abuse happens every-
where. Alert individuals can af-
fect the amount of child abuse
that occurs in their families —
and even in their communities.

BE ALERT for repeated skin
or other injuries for which there
are no satisfactory explana-
tions. Labeling the child as
clumsy or accident prone by the
parents may be an attempt to
justify the child’s injuries.

An abused child may gene-
rally appear fearful and with-
drawn. But other abused child-
ren will be notably aggressive
or destructive. If either type of
behavior is consistently observ-
ed, the home life is probably
not supportative.

Another form of abuse is se-
verely restricting a child's acti-
vities. Parents may keep an in-
fant confined in a play pen or
crib for long periods of time
without responding to his phy-
sical and emotional needs.

IF YOU know of incidences
of child abuse, the state has
provided a phone service where
you can contact the proper

Millions of people have hob-
bies that range from -collect-
ing stamps to photography to
restoring antiques.

When terraces are mention-
ed, many farmers don't like to
talk about them. However, the
terraces that are built in mod-
ern times are rapidly gaining
popularity. They are called par-
allel terraces.

THESE terraces are easily
farmed and are built parallel to
each other, thus eliminating
point rows which were so com-

mon on the old standard type
terrace.

Of course, the purpose of ter-
racing a field is to prevent or
eliminate gullies, and to hold
as much of the water from rain-
fall as possible on the land.
This keeps the soil where it be-
longs and will increase produc-
tion of crops. It keeps the 'farm-
er from worrying about wheth-
er his field is going to e wash-
ed away during a heavy rain.

There are many parallel ter-
race systems already establish-
ed in Castro Cqunty. One of
these may be seen at the Jean-
ette Kemp farm located two
miles east of Dimmitt.

career, before they finish high school or enter college.”’

““We are cooperating with our area junior colleges and
universities in a career curriculum which will help solve
our manpower needs. We are working with high school
guidance counselors and the directors of curriculum for
our junior colleges and universities, and are emphasizing
to each youth that we talk to that at any point in his or
her schooling, there is a place for that person in our local
cooperative, At the high schoollevel, we are encouraging
students to follow a general business curriculum. If that
youth does not want to continue his or her schooling past
high school, he or she can begin a cooperative career,’’
Bill said.

At the junior college or university level, a student may

follow the cooperative careers curriculum for one or two
vears or more. Following the first year a student will take
a field study in a local cooperative under the supervision
of the school and the regional cooperative.

“‘This will give both on-the-job training for co-op de-
velopment and also help the student determine whether
he or she wants to continue his co-op program,’’ Bill said.
"'The same situation occurs at the end of the second year.
In addition to earning college credits, the student will be
earning funds te support his or her education. At the con-
clusion of the two years, the student may elect to enter
his co-op career or continue to a four-year college for
further education."’

The curriculum being stressed at the junior college
level is a general agribusiness one. The first year it con-
sists of 34 hours of credit including agribusiness math,
principles of plant science, chemistry, economics, busi-
ness communications, writing, personal finance, prin-
ciples of animal science, accounting, and soils and ferti-
lizer

The second year's courses include agribusiness mar-
keting, human relations, speech, business control, ag
chemicals, principles of livestock nutrition, elevator and
feed mill technology, cooperative grain marketing, busi-
ness organizations, and agribusiness law.

“*After two years of post high school study, we think
we will have students who will be qualified to be branch
managers, office managers, and the like,"” Bill said.
““They will have shown their interest in going to work for
a co-op. We think that this program has a tremendous po-
tential for assisting youth from our rural areas to have a
good career in our county. In doing so, they will support
the local economy and be of assistance to a great seg-
ment of our state, namely agriculture.

UETERANS’ SERVICES

We have a lot of inquiries
now concerning the new GI
loan provisions as a result
of Public Law 93-569, signed
by the President on Dec. 31,
1974.

NEW G.I. LOAN policies
that apply to all veterans with
military service since the start
of World War Il make more
than 20 million veterans eligi-
ble for the Veterans Adminis-
tration guaranteed home loans.

Among them are more than
four million veterans whose GI
loans have been paid in full,
VA Regional Director Jack Cok-
er said. Those who have never
used their eligibility are still
eligible even though they might
have been out of service more
than 30 years. Also potentially
eligible for new loans are those
veterans with current loans out-
standing. The only condition
for restored eligibility is that
the first loan be paid off and
the home be disposed of,

OPPORTUNITIES for pur-
chasing one-family condomin-
iums with VA guaranteed loans
were broadened by deleting a
former requirement that VA
limit its loan guarantees for
such units to developments in
which Housing and Urban De-
velopment (HUD) had alread
insured loans. :

The March 15 Bulletin of th
Veterans Affairs commission
gives a complete summary' of
the new law, part of which we
quote here:

(1) The maximum grant pay-
able for specially adapted hous-
ing is increased to $25,000.

(2) VA provides maximum
guaranteed loans of 87,500 for
purchase of a developed or un-
developed lot for a mobile
home already owned by the
veteran.

(3) Authorizes the guarantee
of used mobile homes which
meet VA minimum require-
ments.

(4) Removes the delimiting
date of July 1, 1975, for guar-
antee of mobile home loans.

(5) Authorizes certain veter-
ans to pay discounts for
“points’’ when they obtain GI
loans

On Jan. 21, 1975, the VA in-
terest rate (which fluctuated in
1974) was reduced from 9% to
8'2% . Current laws authorize
the - Administrator of Veterans
Affairs to raise or lower the
GI loan rate as demanded by
the money market.

Child care centers must meet standards

[This is the second of a series
of articles for the Week-of-the-
Young-Child, April 6-12, spon-
sored by the National Assoc-
iation for the Education of
Young Children. These fea-
tures are furnished by the Tex-
as Department of Community
Affairs, Office of Early Child-
hood Development. |

State Department of Public
Welfare, the state agency in
charge of licensing and over-
seeing day care in Texas, has
made dramatic strides in re-
ducing the number of unlicens-
ed centers in Texas in the last
year.

THERE IS a new legal push
to assure that all day care cen-
ters are meeting minimum
standards and are licensed.

DPW representatives claim
that the new day care licensing
standards now in effect are at
least partially responsible for
the better protection offered to
Texas children.

Anne Leatherman, DPW's
Director of Policy and Stand-
ards for the Licensing Division,
spoke on the matter recently.

She was asked:

Why should a day care cen-
ter seek licensing?

“'It is an advantage for a day
care center to seek licensing.

‘“The main reason, and the
most obvious, is that it is il-
legal to operate without a lic-
ense,”’ she replied.

The operator of a day care
center who continues to stay
open after court injunction
against it can be fined or other-
wise penalized by the court.

““Another reason a center
should seek license is that
when a center is licensed, com-
petition which does not adhere
to the standards is cut out,"’
Ms. Leatherman pointed out.
“Those who remain in opera-
tion are required to live up to
the same minimum standards
and so can compete on more or
less the same basis.

““'Third, and most important
of all, from the standpoint of
the child, a licensed center can
offer better protection to child-
ren. Certainly that should be a
strong selling point to parents
seeking good child care,”’ she
said.

“Those going into the day
care business need to think

through their program. In the
planning stage, we give them
support, information and even
technical help.

"“We are striving for a uni-
form application of the law."”

Considering all these advan-
tages, the real question might
be, ““Why should a day care
center avoid licensing?”’

Ms. Leatherman was
asked:

also

Why should a parent choose
a licensed center at higher cost
when it may be possible to find
an unlicensed day care center
around the corner at a cheaper
rate?

“‘Unfortunately that's a prob-
lem,” says Ms. Leatherman.
“That’s just what a number of
parents do.

“The standards met by lic-
ensed centers are rooted in the
needs of children. The younger
they are, the more vulnerable
they are—and the more they
need protection. Since a child
can't verbally explain what is
happening to him in an in-
adequate center, parents may
not know.

"“When parents seek out
good, licensed centers, they
have at least some assurance of
minimum protection against
such things as harsh physical
discipline.”’

“In a licensed center, the
child is better protected from
aggressive injury on the play-
ground.

"‘Since there are statuatory
requirements for children hav-
ing had all their shots in lic-
ensed centers, there is pre-
ventive health care involved
and a child’s health is better
protected,’” she said.

“‘Information is obtained
from the parent when the child
first enters the licensed cen-
ter as to the child’s health, and
there is a written policy and a
procedure for contacting the
parent or a .physician if the
child should fall ill or be in-
jured accidently.

‘“The Health Department
and the Fire Department have
to check out the center before
licensing. Fire drills must be
practiced.

It is required of the lic-
ensed day care center that it
provide one-third of a child’s
minimum daily requirements
through lunch and a snack.

That means that his nutritional
needs are protected.

“You would be astonished
at what we have found in some
