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We needed and wanted pretty
weather during the fall and early
winter because of the cotton har-
vest. The weather was ideal for
our needs during harvest, but
somebody. needs to tell the wea-
therman that harvest is over and
that please we need some rain.
This pretty weather is beginning to
get monotonous. The Baldies is
rapidly losing its reputation as the
rugged weather area of the State.
We need a slug of snow, about
knee deep, just ahead of a six
inch rain followed by a Blue Whist-
ler. These are still the Baldies and
occasionally the weather needs to
prove it. Another winter or two
like this one has been and people
from the Rio Grande Valley and
Florida will be coming to the
Plains to spend the winter

Since taking the oath of office
on November 22 President John-
son has won the admiration of fri-
ends and political enemies alike
with his efficient and positive
handling of affairs of state. He
has been every inch the adminis-
trator and barring some unforeseen
event his political future is assur-
ed for another four, or possibly,
eight years. Although it is beyond
the realm of domestic politics the
outcome of the Panama crisis, if
it is a crisis, could and possibly.
will have repercussions on the up-
coming presidential election. Presi-
dent Johnson will be watched close-
-ly in his handling of the Panama
donnibrook for indications of his
judgment in an emergency. Regard-~
less of who is president, in the
foreseeable future, there wilk con-
tinue to be emergencies that will
tax the wisdom, patience and cour-
age of world leaders especially the
president of the United States.

As the Panama problem develops

it is possible that more and more
Americans, as well as Europeans,
will make comparisons of our
Panama dilemma with the one ex-
perienced by the British and
French when the Suez Canal was
nationalized. Our attitude at that
time, when we opposed our friends
in their fight to retain control of
the canal under an existing con-
tract, is not calculated to gain us
much world wide sympathy in_our
present difficulty. Diplomacy of
highest calibre will be required to
get us out of the Panama squab-
ble with our authority in the zone
intact while retaining whatever
friendship and goodwill we might
have with other Latin American
countries. If our sttitude has been
different under the Eisenhower ad-
minisration regarding the Suez
Canal takeover by Egypt, we would
be in much better position now to
justify our position in the Panama
Canal Zone. Regardless of diplo-
macy or world opinion the admin-
istration will do whatever is nec-
essary t6 protect our rightful in-
terests in the zone and in the
operation of the canal, even at the
risk of gaining the reputation of
being a bully. A Republican ad-
ministration aided and abetted the
nationalization of the Suez Canal.
It would be interesting to know
what a Republican administration
would do with a similar situation,
one for which they were directly
responsible.

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AMMO NOTES

INCREASED NEED FOR PHOS-
PHORUS

One of the significant changes
in fertilizer use in the Northern
High Plains of Texas is the in-
creased need and use of phosphorus
fertilizers this past year. This
trend in fertilizer use will continue
to increase at an accelerated pace.

This increased use of phosphorus
has resulted from the depletion
of our native soil phosphorus. Our
rates of nitrogen over the past
four to six years has resulted in
high yields of milo, wheat and cot-
ton with a resulting depletion of
phosphorus levels in the soil.

A common comment by farmers
is that “My nitrogen fertilizer is
not doing the job that it used to
do.” In many cases, this has been
due simply to the depletion of soil
phosphorus to a critical level. The
addition of a phosphorus fertilizer
will usually result in better use of
the nitrogen which is applied. Pro-
per nutrient balance continues to
be one of the most important as-
pects of fertilizer use.

Many sources of phosphorus are
available and several different me-
thods of application are currently
being used. Ammonium phosphates,
either liquid or dry, such as 7-21-0
or 11-48-0, are excellent sources of
phosphorus. Their main advantages
are the high degree of water solu-
bility and the fact that they con-
tain a small amount of nitrogen
to go with the phosphorus which
is supplied. The superphosphates,
0-20-0 and 0-46-0, are adapted to
broadcast applications of phosphor-
us. Various other mixed fertiliz-
ers containing phosphorus are
available,

Method of application can often
be important in phosphorus utiliza-
tion by plants. A banded applica-
tion placed approximately four to
six inches below the seed and one
to four inches below the seed and
one to four inches to the side would
be considered an ideal method of
phosphorus fertilizer placement for
most efficient use. A common
method of application in this area
would be the dual application of
liquid 7-21-0 plus anhydrous am-
monia on 20 inch centers. Dual
application of dry 11-48-0 plus an-
hydrous ammonia is also a good
method for fertilizer application.
Broadcast phosphorus normally will
require about 50 per cent more
phosphorus to be equivalent to a

(By C. W. Anthony)

We missed many of you at the
annual meeting last week, but we
surely do appreciate the good pub-
licity that the Castro County News
and KDHN gave us. Again we say
thanks.

We learned that GSPA now has
seven foreign offices.

We had 3.3 months supply of feed
grain on hand at beginning of last
year’s harvest. We had fourten
months supply of GS.

Where is this big surplus we are
supposed to have? Where did it
go, and who is responsiblef or get-
ting rid of the surplus? We export-~
ed 112 million bushels of grain
sorghum last year.

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Farmers Lose
Valuable Social
Security Credit

Many farmers lose valuable so-
cial security credit, according to
Hal Geldon, district manager for
social security in Amarillo.

Geldon said these are farmers
who do not file income tax and
self-employment reports on their
farm earnings.

Geldon pointed out that Federal
law requires farmers who clear at
least $400 a year to file tax returns
and pay social security taxes. Far-
mers who do not clear $400, but
whose total farm sales are at least
$600, may report this income and
pay social security tax on it un-
der special provisions for farmers
only, and thus earn credit for low
or no profit years.

In order to make proper reports,
farmers should keep accurate re-
cords of their income and expen-
ses. Reports for 1963 will be due
soon and must be filed not later
than February 15, 1964, to avoid
penalty.

Geldon explained that all social
security benefits are based on
earnings credited to the worker’s
social security record. If the self-
employed farmer does not report
his earnings, there is no way the
Social Security Administration can

Dear Fellow Texan:

There are 18 million Americans
65 and over. About 700,000 of them
live in Texas.

Because this age group is grow-
ing, and its problems are multi-
plying, I have requested mem-
bership on—and am very pleased
and honored that I have been ap-
pointed by the Senate leadership
to serve on—the Special Commit-
ter on the Aging.

This special committee on the
aged is assigned to study and re-
commend action on any and all
matters affecting the aged, such as
health nursing care, housing, job
opportunities and income. It also
includes investigation of frauds
against the aged.

The Committe has several sub-
committess, and I have been as-
signed to work on three of them.
They are the Subcommittee on
Health of the Elderly, Subcommit-
tee on Frauds and Misrenresenta-
tions Affecting the Elderly, and the
Subcommittee on Federal, State
and Community Services for the
Elderly.

In building homes for the aged,
we generally find that it has been
most effectively and efficiently
done when there is cooperation be-
tween the federal, the state gov-
rnment and the local community
services, so the local people have
their efforts and their hearts in
the work.

The Special Committee on the
Aging was formed in 1961. It has
held hearings at various points in
the United States. These hearings
provide vital information for Con-
gress and they help dramatize a
national emergency in our modern
saciety.

Take the health problem of the
aged alone, for example. More
than 12 million older Americans
have at least one chronic ailment
—high blood pressure, arthritis,
heart disease, mental disorder or
diabetes.

More than 800,000 are in institu-
tions. Almost I million 300 thous-
and are invalids who can not live
without help.

One out of every six older Ameri-
cans will average 2 weeks a year
in the hospital with a hospital bill
of about $525 each time, not in-
cluding doctor fees and other ex-
| penses.

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The Students

Answer Back

This year, in the Dimmitt School
system, a new method of taking
the semester test was started.
Whether it was a change for the
best is a matter of varied opinion.
As a student and a writer in the
Bobcat Tales, it is my duty to
listen and report the opinions of
not only myself but of the other
students.

The first matter of great dis-
cussion concerning semester tests
was no exemptions. In the past if
a student had a course average of
87 in his subject, he was exempted
from that test. This year this has
been cut out because the ex-stu-
dents have complained that it hurt
them in college. In my opinion,
if a student knows enough to main-
tain an 87 or higher average he
should be exempted from  that
test. It seems strange that the
Dimmitt School system, which has
been rated one of the best schools
in the state, is blamed for this.

The teacher should not be blam-
ed for this new system. He or she
is now forced to grade up to 100
or more tests a semester and still
maintain a personal life. This is
an un needed strain upon them.
I we expect to give the tests like
the bigger schools, then the follow-
ing Monday should be turned out
for the teachers to catch up.

The second important point is
that if there are no exemptions,
why try to squeeze five or more
tests into one day on a regular
schedule? Under the present me-
thod we have to study for five
tests a night and are expected to
pass all of them. If you study on
one subject for one hour then you
will have to study five hours- a
night to be sharp on that subject.
If you start at seven, you will
finish by twelve. Then you are ex-
pected to sleep eight hours a night
to be alert the next day. This is
almost impossible to do. AND who
ever heard of studying 3 six weeks
of notes in one hour?

We should at least be allowed
to divide the tests up so as to
lessen the amount of studying that
‘night. If this is not possible, another
method should be developed.

We would also like to say if the
Dimmitt School system is going
to be run like one of the larger
systems, the students should be
given the same consideration as
they.
