& time his life was dispaired of.' He
rallied, however, and his children
were hopeful of recovery until two
days ago, when a change for the-worse
set jn. He was apparently in no Im-
mediate danger, however, last night
when the watchers jeft his bedside
for a brief while, but when they re-
turned they found that dissolution had
occurred.

General Cabell was born Jan. 1, 1827,
st Danville, Va. He was graduated
from West Point in June, 1850, and
was assigned to duty as second lleu-
tenant of the Seventh infantry. - la
1566 he was given a eaptlainey and wis
on the staff of General Parsifer  F
Smith, In command of the famous
Utah. campaign against the Mormons,
After the Mormon war, he bullt Fort
Kearney, In Nebraska, and in 1559, he
rebulit Fort Arbuckie, Chickasaw Na
tion In the territory. From 15859 un
til 1861 he was stationed at Fort Cobb,
in the Indian country. In 1861 he re
rigned his commission and tendered
his sword to the Confederacy.
