Taft Receives Mexico’s Reply.

Washington, D. C.. April 20.—Presi.
dent Taft this morning received Mex.
ico's reply to the demand for the U
8. greater precautionary measures
along the border. The Mexican am-
bassador sald that while the reply er
fers to .the “Lamentable events on|
the border,” it is “friendly in form and
essence.”

The President has full knowledge
that the Mexican reply is recrimina-
tory in certain poin's.

It is feared that a disposition ex-
ists In Mexico to make political capl
tal out of the activity of the Ameri-
¢ans in the revolution and this will be
promptly resented If it appears likely
to impair the good feeling of the two
countries. <

The Mexican ambatsador has advis-
ed " that wno conclusions should be
drawn from the fragmentary and un-
authorized quotations thus Tir. given
out about the note. The full. sum-
mary may be published later, teday.
It is sald that President Tafi is dis-
posed to look upon the reply. within
A tolerant spirit and regard it 88 the
usual diplomatic forerunner to formel
negotintione for greater preventitive
measures.

The real objection to the comstitu-
tion, he declared, was “one phase of
the struggle that has been golng on
In this country betweem the common
people and the privileged, selfseek-
ing Interests affecting the right to
govern the nation, the #tate and the
municipalities.” The Initiative, refer-
enduni and recall provided for in the
Arizona constitution and already in
force In some states of the Union, was
one method the people were taking,
he asserted of trying to blot out cor-
ruption in polities. With the excep-
tion of recall of judges, he sald he
was heartily in favor of this way of
getting rid of incompeteit or cerrupt
public servants,

The BSenpator touched on the Lori-
mer case in cornection with his plea
for honest politics.  Semator Works
was mamed in the resolution introduo-
ed at the present sessioh by Senator
[aFollette calling for inves-
tigation of the Lorimer case, as chalr.
man of <the committee of Investiga
tion. .

“This widespread uprising against
the corruption that, If persisted in,
must eventually overthrow our rep
resentative form of government” he
sald, “is founded upon the most con-
vincing evidence that corruptiop  Is
eating. at the very vitals of the Re-
public and threatening the perpetuity
of our free Institutions. We need not
go outside of this chamber to find
evidence of this fact. The pages of
tha Congressional Record of the past
few months will disclose a condition
that has brought the whole nation to
shame. It was charged that the elec-
tion of a member of this body was
proeured by corrupt préctices and the
bribery of votes In the legislature, 1
need not enter upon a discussion of
the evidence in that case. It Is
enough to say that it was glearly and
sufficiently shown that corrupt prac-
tices had been resorted to in the elee-
tion and that some votes had been
purchased.

“I have cited the case,” the Sena-
tor continued, “to show why the peo-
ple of this country may justly claim
a Jarger share in the election of their
officers and the control of legislation.

Touching on the )ife of Gen. Houston,
Mrs. James H, French in writing to
the San Antonlo Express, has the fol-
lowing to say:

"It was my privilege during a recent
vidit to Virginja to have access to some
tecords of the Houstons from which,
u addition to other authorities, | make
8 few extracts. .

The name originally was Hughes-
Town, so called from its proprietor,
Hugh de Padvinan, to whom a grant
wis made in the. time of Molcolm II1
of Beotland. About the Tenth Cen-
tury, when surnames came into use, it
was corrupted into Housteun. These
Houstouns were chiefs of that time
and for centuries were of great distine-
tion. Sir Patrick Houston, fifth baro-
net, éame to America with General
Oglethrope In 1732. We will follow
this line at a later period

John Houston of Scotland had a son,
John, who died In North Ireland, leav:
ing a widow, who came to America in

1735, three years after Sir Patrick.
Her son John (the third John) was
born In Ireland in 16%0. This John

was the progenitor of wsix different
branches. The name of his wife was
Cunningham. He remained In Penn-
aylvania until aftér the marriage of
his son-Robert, and two daughters,
when he and his family moved to Vir
ginia, purchased a valuable portion-of
“Burden’y tract,” where he remajned
until his death.

Robert, his second son, born in Ire-
Jahd about 1720, Mved on Timber
Ridge, near Lexington, Va. He married
Margaret Davidson, daughter of Sam-
uel abd Anna Davidson.  Robert and
Margaret bad six children, John, Sam-
usl. Betty, Margaret, Wsther and Mary.
Samuel married Elizabeth Paxton, the
daughter of John Paxton and Mgrtha
Blair. _Elizabeth Paxton was a'lag
n great excellence of character an

Martha Blalr descended from Rev.

Houston disposed of her small prop-
erty and abput 1807, with her six sons
and three daughters, found a home
near Marysville, on the Tennessee
river, then the boundary between the
white and the red men. Names of her
children were as follows: Paxton, Rob-
ert, James, Samuel, Willlam, Isabella,
Mary and Eliza. The fifth son, Gen.
Bemuel Houston, wag born March 2,
1793, at the old home near Lexington,
Virgina.”
