LAFOLLETTE IS FOREMOST
Cummings Ambitious But Antleipatea 

Democratic Victory and Will 
Walt Until 1916.

Washington, May 10.— While It has 
been the unnalinous opinloiwof those 
who haee kept, close tab'on the line­
up of the senate, that (he Canadian 
reciprocity pact,would pubs that body 
situ (hat It would pans without amend­
ment and go to Taft Just aa he sent 
the trade agreement to the house, the 
causes that actuate the progressive 
republicans In their present attlflide 
Is but Just beginning to .dawn. There 
Is a presidential bee busting that la 
responsible for the now assuredly an­
ticipated denouement.

Senator Bailey Is known to be de­
sirous of seeing some very vital 
amendments attached to the recipro­
city bill but he la not in the last san­
guine of success. Senator Culberson 
b  believed to entertain strong views 
upon s tariff for revenue that be will 
make clear when the debate begins 
on either the reciprocity bill or the 
free Hat ideasute that will be passed 
by the house at the extraordinary ses­
sion, but he does not think live Cana 
dian trade agreement as now drafted 
will be altered In any material way. 
The same forces that will pass the 
bill will be strong enough to defeat 
any of the proffered amendments

It has become noised about' that 
both the big chiefs of the Jpsurgent 
forces, Cummins aL low a  and La Fol- 
Istta of Wisconsin, will vote tor the 
Taft reciprocity pact. They will vote 
for the measure regardless of wheth­
er the. long list of Cummin*’ amend­
ments are adopted or not. The Insur­
gents are going to state their desires, 
outline their program, deliver their 
"speeches and conduct as sharp a light 
as possible and then meekly submit 
to the Inevitable. When Penrose o f  
Pennsylvania came out tn a statement, 
after conferring with the president, 
that he had withdrawn all opposition 
to the reciprocity bill, the insurgents 
knew that their chief avenue or hope 
for obstructive tactics had been clos­
ed. ~

No Free List Bill.
It Is In the cards that the Insur­

gents will make no attempt to form 
an alliance with the democrats nor 
will they support the farmers’ free 
list bill which Is certain to puss the 
bouse within the next few days.
