| tention especially to the law against
 theft, robbery and burglary, ussault
to murder, swindling, perjury, viola
tions of the local option laws, the
Terrell election law and to the law
against bawdy houses, (Of these he
‘grated that it wayg understood that
there had been charges ¢gf violations
In references to nll of these offenges,
with the possible  exception of the
local option law and the ‘I'errell alec
tion law

The charge of the judge was an ex
haustive one in which he urged the
members of the jury to be diligent in
their deliberations, impartial in their
findings and altogether faithful to
the trust imposed in them by virture
of their position and the law provid
(ing therefor He also explained to
them in detail the duties involved
and pledged to them the cooperation
of the court In the exercize of
dutles,

In opening his charge Judge Martin
called attention to the importance of
the grand jury as a leval body and
ontlined the manner of their selection
and the work devolving upon its mem
bers in connection with thelr delibera.
tions He enjoined that degree of
secrecy provided In the oath adminis
tered and reminded them that no one
had a right to know the work trans
Aacted inkide the room He nlso call-
ed attention to the fact that no awme
("4 a rieht to gugee<t 1o them as to
!thelr duties, staing that it would be
an insult to the honor and Integrity
of the jury for any one to a'tempt
such an influence. He stated, how
ever, that there was nothing wrong
/in their attention being called to vio
!lations of the law In A general way,
| but other than that absolute secrecy
should obtain. In this connection the
| Judge called attention to the fact that
not even the state's attorneys were
supposed to be present following the
consideration of a case when th-»
jury began its deliherations as to
whether or not a bill should be re

turned on the evidence presented.

in dealing with other violations
‘ In this connection Judge Martin
[ reminded the jury that it was not
necessary for him to inform them of
the law with reference to such mat
ters, as the state’'s attorneys would
do that. He did instruct, however,
{thﬂf those cases for whith men are
in jail be gliven precedence over all
others, Iin justice to the men who
were deprived of their liberty, calling
attention to the fact that the county
jall was understood to be crowded
with parties charged with violations
of law. In this conneetion he also
suggested that following the consi.
eration of jail caseg that the cases
of those out on bond should next be
taken up and disposed of, after which
the jury could enter into a considera
tion of such other cases as might be
‘brought to their attention.

Continuing his  charge, Judge Martir
calNed attention to the Terrell election
which duty he sald was made Impera

Ye under the law. This law, he said,
efined a large number of crimes, the
most important of which was that of
giving or loaning money for the pay-
ment of a poll tax. This, he remind-
ded the jury, had beeh declared a vio-
lation of law by the supreme court,
and indictments should be returned in
all such cases reported wherein the
evidence was sufficient to convict
The object of this law, as explained,
was to provide a pure and unpur
chasable ballot in order that the volce
of the people might prevail in all elec.
tions held within the state.

Another matter to which the Judge
referred a8 being required in connec
tion with hig ctharge was that of giv
ing rebates to. shippers by the rail
roads. Judge Martin explained, In
this connection, that the law intends
that all men shall be treated alike
and he insisted therefore that indict
ments be returned if such violations
came to the knowledge of the jury.

The violation of the local option
law was also referred to and the jury
was charged that it was their special
duty to see that tfils law was enforced
and that violators be indicted there-
for.

The most extended feature of the

|
|

charge of the court was that dealing
with disorderly houses which violn
tion he said should be investigated
thoroughly in order that the ity
might be rid of this objectionable ele
ment. In this connection he called at
tention to the current opinion that
such houses were common In Wichita
Falls and urged that they be suppress
ed. Discussing the matter at some
length, the court further called atten
tion to the fact that the courts had
held that reservations  were illegnl,
that cities had no right to enter into
copartnership or compromise with the
social evil. He also charged the jury
that the law provideg that any per
son who owns, controls or leases
such a house, or who I8 agent for
such owner, I8 subject to a heavy fine
and jail penalty as well as the (p-
mates of such a place He chared
the jury that # was thelr duwy
use their best endeuvor to rid the
community of these hulho? of vice
and infamy, and suggeste@d that the
only way to do 0o was thgpugh the
enforgement of the law relating there
to.

After referring to the different vio
lations enumerated aboye, the cour
urged them to not regard that as all
their duty, hut to take cognizance of
any and all violatlons of whatever
character to which their attention was
called.

Some general ideas of the duties
of the jury in connection with their
deliberations was then given hy the
Judge, In connection with which he
sugkeested that they act mas rapiadIy s
conditons would admit, at all
systematizing their work with refer
ence to the consideration of cases. He
urged them to concentrate their efforts
on one cage until it had been disposcd
of and not scatter their work until it
became of a confusing nature He
also urged, in connection with the
consideratiom of returning a bill, th
they act on the supposition that |if
the evidence was sufficlent to con
vince them of a crune that such evi
dence was supposed to likewise Infin
ence a trial jury, and that a Lill should
be found. He suggested, however, in
this connextion that a man was pre
sumed-to be innocent untll the evi
dence was sufficiant to establish his
xullt, and that in all cases where suct;
a doubt existed no bill should be re
turned

{Judge Suggests That Cases of Men
In Jail Be Given Precedence
Over All Others.

In his charge to the newly empan-
eled grand jury this morning, District
| Judge P. A’ Martin called their at-
| tention especially to the law against
i theft, robbery and burglary, ussault
'to muprder, swindling, perjury, viola-
tions of the local option laws, the
Terrell election law and to the law
against bawdy houses. Of these he
stated that it wag understood that
there had been charges of violations
in references to ull of these offenses,
with the possible exception of the
local option law and the Terrell elec:
tion law

|  The charge of the judge was an ex
haustive one in which he urged the
members of the jury to be diligent In
their deliberations, impartial in their
findings and altogether faithful to
the trust imposed in them by virture
of their position and the law provid
iing therefor He also explained to
them In detail the duties involved
and pledged to them the co-operation
of the court In the exercise of these
dutles,

In opening his charge Judge Martin
called attention to the Importance of
the grand jury as a lecal body and
outlined the manner of their selection
and the work devolving upon its mem
bers in connection with their delibera-
tions He enjoined that degree of
secrecy provided In the oath adminis
tered and reminded them that no one
had a right to know the work trans

were deprived of their liberty, calling
attention to the fact that the county
Jall was understood to be crowded
with parties charged with violations
of law, In this connection he also
suggested that following the oconsi-
eratfon of jail caseg that. the cases
of those out on bond should next be
taken up and disposed of, after which
the jury could enter Into a considera:
.tion of such other cases as might be
brought to their attention.

Continuing his charge, Judge Martin
called attention to the Terrell élection
| which duty he said was made (mpera
tive under thé law. This law, he said,
ldefined a large number of crimes, the
most important of whiech was that of
giving or loaning money for the pay
ment of a poll tax. This, he remind-
ded the jury, had been declared a vio-
lation of law by the supreme ceurt,
and indictments should be returned in
all such cases reported wherein the
evidence was sufficient to econvict
The object of this law, as explained,
was to pravide a pure and unpur
chasable ballot in order that the volce
of the people might prevall in all elec-
tions“held within the state.

Another matter to which the Judge
referred as being required in connec.
tion with hig charge was that of giv:
ing rebates to shippers by the rail
roads. Judge Martin explained, In
this connection, that the law Intends
that all men shall be treated alike
and he Insisted therefore that Indict
ments be returned if such violations
came to the knowledge of the jury.

The violation of the local gption
law was also referred to and the jury
was charged that it was their special
duty to see that tfils law was enforced
and that violators be indicted there-
for.

The most extended feature of the

charge of the court was that dealing

with disorderly houses which viola
tion he sald should be investigated
thoroughly in order that the «¢lty

might be rid of this objectionable ele
ment. In this connection he calleq at-
tention to the current opinlon that
such houses were common In Wichitu
Falls and urged that they be suppress-
ed. Discussing the matter at some
length, the court further called atten-
tion to the fact that the courtsa had
held that reservations were illegnl,
that cities had no right to enter into
oopartnership or compromise with the
social evil.

Mark Twain’s Burlesque of Emér-
son, Longfellow and Holmes.

IT SHOCKED THE IMMORTALS.

W. D.'Howells’ Description of the Dis-
mal Effeot of the Humorist's At-
tempt to Make Game of the Dignified
Literary Trio at the Boston Dinners

In his memories of Mark Twala in
Harper's W, D, ‘Howells tells of the
dinner in Boston when Mark Twalp,
with fatal effect, made game of Emer-
“son, Longfellow and Holmes:

“He belleved he had been particu-
larly fortunate in his notion for the
speech of that evening, and heé had
worked it out In joyous self rellance.
It was the notion of three tramps,
three deadbeats, visiting a California
mining camp and tmposing themselves
upon  the. innocent miners as respec-
tively Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry
Wadsworth Longfellow and Ollver
Wendell Holmes. The humor of the
vonception must prosper or must fall
according to the mood of the hearer,
but Clemens felt sure of compelling
this to sympathy, and he looked for-
ward to an noparalleled trivmph.

“But there were two things that he
had pot taken ilnto account. One was
the species of religious veneration in

nearest them, They were men of ex-
traordinary diguity, of the thing call-
od presence for want of some clearer
word, so that no one could well ap-
proach them in a personally light or
trifiing spirit. I do not suppose that
anybody more truly valued them or

ens himself, but the intoxication of his
fancy carried binmy beyond the bounds

‘be other thing which he had not taken
into account—namely, the immense
hazard of working his fancy out be-
fore their faces and expecting them to
enter into the delight of it. If neither
Emerson nor Longfellow nor Holmes
had been there the scheme might pos:

doubtful.

“1 was the hapless president, fulfill-
ing the abborred function of calling
people to their feet and making them
speak. When I came to Clemens 1
Introduced him with the cordial ad-
wiration I had for him as one of my
greatest contribujors and dearest
friendls. Here, | sald, In sum, was a
tamorist who never left you hanging
your bead for having enjoyed his joke,
and then the amazing mistake, the be-
wildering blunder, the cruel catastro
phe was upon us. | belleve that after
the scope of the burléesque made itself
clear there was no one there, including
the burfesquer himself, ‘who was not
stnitten with a desolating dismay.
There fell a silence, weighing many
tons to the square inch, which deep-
ened from moment to moment and
was broken only by the hysterical and
blood curdling laughter of a single
guest, whose name shall not be band-
ed down to infamy. Nobody knew
whether to Jook at the speaker or
down at his plate. 1 chose my plate
as the least afMiction, and so I do not
know how Clemens looked. except
when 1 stole a glapce at him and saw
him standing solitary amid his ap-
palled and appalling listeners, with his
joke dead on his hands. From a first
glance at the great three whom his
jest had made its theme; | was aware
of Longfellow sitting upright and re-
garding the humorist with an air of
pensive puzzle, of Holmes busily writ-
ing ou his menu with a well feigned
effect of preocecupation, and of Emer-
son holding his elbows and listenjing
with a sort of Jovian oblivion of this
nether world in that lapse of memory
which saved him in those later years
from so much bother. Clemens must
bave dragged his joke to the climax
and left it. there, but T cannot say
this from any sense of the fact. Of
what happened afterward at the table
where the immense, the wheolly inno-
rent, the truly unimagined affront was
offered, 1 have no longer the least re-
membrance. [ mext remember being
in a room of the hotel where Clemens
was not to sleep. but to toss in despair
and Charles Dudley Watner's saying
in the gloom. ‘Well, Mark! You're 2
funny fellow.' It was a8 well as any-
thing he could have sald, but Clemens
seemed nnable to accept the tribute.

“l stayed the night with him, and
the npext morning after a haggard
breakfast we drove about, and he
made some purchases of hric.a-brac
for his house in Hartford, with a soul
as far away from bric-a-brac as ever
<the soul of man was. . He went bome
by an early train, and he lost no time
In writing back to the three divine
personalities which he had so Involun-
tarily seemed to flout. They all wrote
back to him, making It as_ light for
him as they conld. 1 bave heard that
Emerson was a good deal mystified
and in his sublime forgetfulness asked,
“Who was this gentlemman who appear-
ed to think he had offered hinmr some
sort of anvoyance? But I am not
sure that this is accurate. What 1
am sure of is that Longfellow a few
days after in my study stopped before
a phetograph of Clemens and said,
‘Ah, he s a wag! and nothing more.
Holmes told me, with deep emotion,
auch as a brother humorist might well
feel, that he had not lost an instant in
teplying to Clemens’ letter and assur
fng him that (bere had not been the
least offense and entreating him never
to think of the matter again. ‘He said
that he was a fool, but he was God's
fool' Holmes gquoted from the letter
with a_{ru sense of the pathos and
