lic Meeting® and autertainments had
long been felt. He said that the Pas-’
tors Assoclation had taken the mat-
ter up &nd had secured estimates op
the cost of a temporary structure, the
estimates ranging from $2500 to
$3000. Negotiations_with the owner of
tho lot at the corner of 8cott avenue
and Eighth street were in progress
with the promise that the lot counld be
secured for a period of three years,
if the association would bind itself
to pay the taxes on the lot for that
period. If this lot could not be secur-
ed, he sald, It was probable that the
lot at the corner of Tenth street and
Scott avenue could be secured on
advantageous terms,

Upon a motion of Mr. Kemp it was
declared the sense of the Chamber, o!

merce that the project was on»
worthy of support. -Upon another mo
tion J, B. Marlow and John Young
were appointed a committee to act
with a similar committee from the
Pastors Assoclation to solicit sub-
seriptions. Declaring that the meet-
Ing was a good place to start the sub-
scriptions, J. B. Marlow canvassed
those present and raised $950 within
a few minutes.
