On Friday night of last week the
postoffice safe at Jolly, Clay. county
was blown open and a small amount
of money secured and the Harrold rob-
bery is belleved to have been pulled
off by the same men. When they left
Harrold they were riding to the east-
ward, but it is believed that they turn-
ed from this course and went into Ok-
lahoma.

This is the first bank robbery in this
section in some time, although a Den-
ton county bank suffered in this man-
ner several weeks ago.

AS TO THE FREE PASS LAW.

Hereford, Tex., April Tth, 1910.
Editor Wichita Daily Times,
Wichita Falls, Texas.

Dear Sir:—My attention has been
called to an editorial in the Dally
Times of March 26th, attacking my po-
sition on the anti-pass law. | can not
claim the homnor of a personal ac-
quaintence with the editor, but from
my knowledge of editors in general, |
feel sure that you will accord me the
privilege of answering your criticisms
and give my answer the same pub-
licity through the columns of your
paper as was given your editorial.

You stated that | was ignopant as
to the anti-pass law, but you did not
state as to what part of it I was ig-
norant. That statement immediately
preceded the following sentence:
“The Times has no knowledge what-
evér that any newspaper man in the
state of Texas ever carried a free rail-
road pass, even before the antifree
pass law was enacted, and none of
the editors are now contending that
the law be amended 80 as to give them
this privilege, provided the rallroads
are willing to grant it.” My dear Mr.
Editor, | must certainly now charge
you with ignorance. How long have
you been in the newspaper business?
I charge it to be a fact, well known,
that prior to the enactment of the anti-
pass law that at all important con-
ventions, meetings, etc., you would
find editors there as thick as fiddlers,
and got there on passes over routes, a
portion of which were freguently over
lines of road which had never adver-
tised in the particular papers belong-
ing to the man who carried that pass.
Frequently such passes were given to
the editor and his better-half for inter-
state trips, summer outings, etc. Tut,
tut, Mr. Bditor, if you didn't know of
the other boys riding on free passes
over lines that they never did any ad-
vertising for before the anti-uass law
become effective, then they kept you
hoodwinked ;. you_ dida't get all that
was coming to you.

By reading all of your article one
will see that you approve of my posi-
tion on the anti-pass law. Here is
what you say: “As for the Times, it
wants no amendment made to the anti-
free pass law. It is satisfled to pay fits
car fare just like other people, and if
“every body is required by the law to
pay their transportation, it will not be
A great while until the railroads will
voluntarily reduce the cost of trans-
portation, and, in the event they will
not do this of their own voluntary act,

foremost, the return of the press of
Texas the right to contract that is
vouchsafed to them by both state and
federal conmstitutions?’

Broom corn and sorghum should not
be planted close togetber if planted
s0 they mature pollen at the same
time.  They are closely related botan-
ically and mix,

Although sorghum mxkes heavy
draughts upon the plant food of the
soil, it Is a splendid forage plant and
the syrup deserves more considera-
tion on our tables. J

Plans should be made to turn the
oat stubble as soon as the ecrop is
harvested and plant the land in sum-

valuable for this purpose.

Did you plant a seed plant from
which to selecta your seed ¢orn next
year? If you did not, do It now, It
is better to risk late planting than to
neglect this important matter.

Louisiana sugar cane thrives in most
sections of the humid and semi-humid
regions of the southwest, and should
command more attention. For home
use cane syrup is not to be compared
with sorghum. Try & this year,

Do not neglect to keep accurate
farm accounts. Look to the future
and correct the mistakes of the past.
Without a record of the seasons and
the cost of this year's crops, you can-
not improve your management next
year,

Cowpeas shouid not be planted
until the soll becomes warm and the
weather is favorable for rapid growth.
They require a warm soll and are re-
tarded by cool nights and damp, dis-

able days. You will not gain by
ting cowpeas early.

Cow beans stand earller planting

than cowpeas, and for this reason
they should be more extensively plant-
ed In the southwest. They may be
planted from April 1 to May 15, while
it is seldom advisable to plant cow-
peas in the altitude of North Texas
until May 15,

Practical feeders, as well as several
experiment stations, have shown that
rice hulls must be fed with great cau-
tion. In large quantities it has been
found that they are injurious to ani-
mals. Hulls contain silica, are sharp
and hard to digest and often irritate
the mucous membrane and intestines
of animals. It is “very Goubtful
whether or not it is ever advisable to
feed rice hulls. They can be used to
advantage as mulch for orchards and
the ashes make good fertilizer.

Early cultivation of corn will great-
ly accelerate growth. By stirring the
soil early alr and sunlight enter,
warm the soll, start the action of soll
bacteria in making plant food avail-
able and thereby hasten the develop-
ment and maturity of the plants,
Weeds are very easily destroyed whe
the soll is cultivated as they ge
nate, or soon after. Much moisture
will also be saved if a mulch Is made
early
