$25 bonus on Womack's truckload.

Loudder received a $50 Stetson 
hat as his bonus from Sunnyside 
Grain & Supply. 

The first marketable 	milo 
brought to Dimmitt Wheat Grow-
ers, Inc., came in Tuesday when 
Herman Rose weighed in a 14,-
840-pound truckload. Rose's mi-
lo came from a semi-irrigated plot 
on his farm four miles northeast 
of Dimmitt, and tested 53 pounds 
per bushel and 12.8 percent mois-
ture. 

General Manager Aaron Isaacs 
said Rose will receive 25 cents 
per hundred and a new Stetson 
as his first-load bonus.

Harris, who operates the Percy 
Merritt farm a mile east of Five 
Point, said his grain had been 
ripe two weeks ''but I couldn't 
get into the field because of the 
rain." His milo, cut from a 10-
acre block of Northrup King 310, 
tested 13.'77 percent in moisture on 
a 15,440-lb. truckload. Hart Grain 
Co. paid him a bonus of $2 per 
100 pounds on his first load. 

Leslie Loudder of Sunnyside 
was next in the parade of firsts 
when he brought the first truck-
load to Sunnyside Grain & Supply 
from his farm one-fourth mile 
north of the community. Mana-
ger John Moore reported that 
Loudder's first grain tested 57 
pounds per bushel and 13.1 per-
cent moisture content.

The Texas Water Development 
Board will be in Lubbock Friday 
to hear West Texans' views on 
the proposed "Texas Water Plan." 
and two Panhandle-Plains organ I-
zations this week urged Castro 
County to send a large delegation 
to the hearing. 

Both the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce and Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., have urged a large 
attendance from this county, 
where water provides the econ-
omy's lifeblood. 

The hearing will begin at 9:30 
a.m. in Lubbock Municipal Audi-
torium on the Texas Tech cam-
pus- 

Joe Pate, Jr., chairman of the 
Plains Cotton Growers water com-
mittee, said, "This will be the 
final opportunity for High Plains 
people to voice thieir opinions 
to the entire water board, and 
they shouldn't miss it." 

Pate, who will present the PCG 
testimony, expressed fear that 
the annual field day at the High 
Plains Experimental Foundation 
at Halfway Friday, plus other ag-
ricultural events in the area to-
day and tomorrow, would milt 
in a small attendance at the water 
hearing. 

"Those of us now in the short 
water areas already know what 
it means when a well drops to 
half a pipe or stops pumping al-
together." Pate said. "And vir-
tually all of the High Plains could 
be in a similar position in not too 
many years unless a way is found 
for us to share in some of the 
nation's surplus surface water." 

The Texas Water Plan, as now 
envisioned, would omit the Pan- 
handle-Plains area from 	ts 4ty  
proposal to redistribute state r-
face water. It would repo. 
take water from the sulphur _ '4 , 

er Basin in Northeast Texas 
through a 980-mile canal to South 
Texas. 

Pate said water from any out-
of-state source, according to ex-
perts, would be at least 25 or 30 
years in coming, and that West 
Texas' irrigated economy "will 
begin to go downhill long before 
that time." 

"Therefore, every possibility of 
bringing some of cur state's own 
surplus water to this area should 
be thoroughly explored," he said. 

"There are many people on the 
Plains with a vital stake in water 
who are not at all familiar with 
the current water plan,"'Pate add-
ed, 'tut these people should at 
least attend the hearing in sup-
port of those who have studied it 
and will present statements." 

He said the Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., "would like to see 
a complete engineering and econ-
omic study of all facets of the 
situation — including all areas in 
need of water and all possible 
water sources within the state —
before the final plan is adopted." 

He claimed no such study was 
made before the formulaion of 
th proposed Texas Water Plan. 

"In 15 years," Pate added, "the 
US will badly need the productive 
capacity of the Plains."

Dimmitt and Hart got their 
first suspected cases of encepha-
litis this week, and a third poss-
ible new case has been reported 
from neer Lazbuddie. 

'All three cases involve children 
This week's reports brought the 
total of suspected cases in the 
county to five. 

However, Dr. J. D. Blackburn. 
county health officer, said none of 
the cases has been confirmed as 
mosquito-borne encephalitis. He 
explained that it takes from 
three to six weeks to conduct the 
two required blood tests and get 
their results front the state lab-
oratory in Austin. 

Castro County's first two sus-
pected cases were reported last 
week. 

So far, Dr. Blackburn said, none 
of the suspected victims has been 
considered in mortal danger from 
the disease. although several have 
experienced two- to three-day cri-
sis in . the "borderline danger" 
area.

Truman Touchstone of Dimmitt 
established two "firsts" with a 
large tomato shipment Monday. 

Touchstone's tomatoes were the 
first shipped from Castro County 
this year, and they were the first 
in the county — and believed to 
be the first in Texas — to be 
picked by an automatic tomato 
harvester. 

The self-propelled harvester is 
new in operation in Touchstone's 
tomato fields five miles northwest 
of Dimmitt, and the harvest is 
ocpected to last two to three 
more weeks, depending on weath-
er, 

The huge harvester, a tomato 
processing plant on wheels, pulls 
the entire vine from the ground, 
shakes loose and separates the 
ripe tomatoes and sends them a-
long a conveyor system, where 15 
laborers on platforms sort them 
before they reach the delivery 
chute. 

The tomatoes are being raised 
under contract with 	Western 
Vegetable Corp., and are being 
shipped to the firm's La Junta, 
Colo., plant.

AA Bobcats, the season opener 
will be the first phase of 	a 
crash program to improve last 
year's 1-9 record and end a long. 
long drought. They'll have a ven-
geance motive Friday night, too 
— last year the District 1-AAA 
Mules handed them a 20-6 defeat. 

Coach Willie MeAlpin's Mules 
aren't expected to be any great 
shakes in their own conference 
this year — by enrollment stan-
dards, they're barely in AAA and 
have to take on much bigger 
herds. But they're still the same 
Mules that ran roughshod last 
season aver four AA teams. 

The two lines are almost even-
ly matched, with the Bobcats' 
purple wall averaging 175 to the 
Mulie line's 174. However, the 
Mules will field bigger backs, 
boasting a 170-pound average in 
the running department, compar-
ed with a 15514 average in the 
Bobcat backfield.

Right tackle — Larry Hobrat-
schk, big senior letterman who at 
205 joins Bruegel to form the 
heftiest guard-tackle combination 
in the district.

With no experience since 	his 
freshman year, the tall senior re-
ported in three weeks ago and has 
fought his way to a starting berth. 

If everything jells according to 
the coaches' prayers, the Bobcats 
could knock their opponents for 
a few surprise loops this seasn. 
The right, or "strong," side of 
their split-T line averages 197 
pounds per man, and there's plen-
ty of experience all along the for-
ward wall to give the backs more 
bargaining power. 

Coach Smith, in his second year 
here, hopes he's found the com-
bination of players that will make 
his split-T work for a winning sea-
son.

(H-TEXAS) 

No well-meaning person could 
fail to have been moved by the 
tragedy which took place several 
weeks ago in the capitol city of 
our state. People over the en-
tire nation were shocked and 
deeply saddened by the terrible 
misfortune in Austin, and many 
persons were spurred by the in-
cident to consideration cf ways 
to try to stay a repetition of the 
tragedy. 

I am concerned, however, that 

that we each have sought an an-
swer tc the problem of mounting 
violence. But, I submit that the 
long-run solution to the problem 
lies in increased assistance to and 
improved facilities for law en-
forcement officers; in objective, 
effective programs of research in-
to the nature of mental health; 
and of identification cf mental di- 
seases, especially 	criminally- 
oriented disorders and of possible 
treatments. 

I do not believe in legislation 
which would, in effect, punish 

those law-abiding members of our 
society who want to putelase, 
cwn and use guns fcr sport. Their 
actions are blameless. It is un-
fair and it is folly tc deny them 
their rights to purchase and use 
firearms. 

If we are to pass federal legis-
lation aimed at curtailing the dis-
tribution of firearms, I could sup-
port specific legislaticn aimed at 
keeping firearms frcm the pos-
session of felons and minors. 

I think this is as far as we can 
justifiably go in this direction at 

the federal level. I oppose all 
proposed legislation which would 
impede the sale and distribution 
cf firearms for sporting pur- 
pses. I believe the 	states are 
better judges cf their require-
ments than the federal gcvern-
menz. 

Americans have a constitutional 
guarantee which we must fully 
observe in considering tile legis-

September is better breakfast 
month. With school just starting 
why not be sure your children 
get an adequate breakfast? Sau-
sage is a good breakfast meat. 
Here are some tips about sausage 
selection. 

With more than 200 varieties 
of sausage cn the market. many 
homemakers pass up these delic-
ious meats because they don't 
know which ones to choose or how 
to serve them. But you can find 
help in making your choice right 
on the label of the sausage it-
self. 

And, your key to assuarnce that 
the label is accurate is the mark 
of 'federal inspection. It is put 
only on sausage that has pass-
ed the exacting tests of US De-
partment of Agriculture inspect-
ion designed especially for your 
protection. 

The average American home-
maker is familiar with only eight 
or ten varieties of sausage. Yet, 
Americans actually can enjoy 
more varieties of sausage than 
any other nationality, principally 
because we have inherited the 
tastiest recipes from each group 
of immigrants who settled here. 

Our mixed ancestry accounts 
for the often exotic names by 
which these meats are known. 
Even the common ones 	like 
frankfurter, bologna, gcteborg, 
and salami still carry the name 
of the city or region from which 
they originated. 

Fresh sausage and uncooked 
smoked sausage are the most per-
ishable cf all the sausage pro-
ducts. Fresh sausage is made of 
meat which has net been cured 
or smoked. It should be refrige-
rated and used within 2 to 4 days 
after purchase, or it may begin 
to turn rancid. 

Uncooked smoked sausage is 
made from either fresh or cured 
meat which has been smoked but 
not cooked. It can be stored un-
der refrigeration for up to one 
week before using. 

In considering various types of 
sausage, remember that the terms 
"cooked," "smoked," and "cur-
ed" are not synonymous — each 
is a different process designed 
for a specific purpose. 

Expert wurstmachers — sau-
sage makers — say fresh sausage 
should be seasoned delicately with 
a view toward enhancing the nat-
ural meat flavor. 

As with other types of sausage, 
the actual formulas for these two 
varieties vary among sausage 
makers each of whom attempts 
to produce the style preferred by 
his customers. Seasonings, fine-
ness of meat grind, blending of 
various meats, and the processing 
procedures all affect the flavors

The regular links are 
4 to 5 inches long, s inch in dia-
meter and come 16-18 per pound. 

USDA regulations require that 
fresh pork sausage produced un-
der federal inspection cannot con-
tain more than 3 percent added 
moisture (water) and 50 percent 
fat.

Throughout the nation, business-
men, trade associations and cham- 
bers of commerce, 	educators, 
churches, labor organizations and 
pi-ivate citizens are working in ac-
tive "Stay-in-School' campaigns. 

In this day of technology, it is 
startling to see the statistics: In 
October, 1965, more than 10 mill-
ion youths in the 16-to24 age 
bracket were out of school and 
in the labor force — and more 
than three million lacked high 
school diplomas. One estimate is 
that by 1975, there will be some 
32 million adults in the labor force 
WM) did not finish high school. 

Yet, in his lifetime, a high 
school graduate can expect to 
earn almost twice as much as the 
person who quit school before fin-
ishing the eighth grade. Grad-
uates earn almost 20 percent more 
than non-graduates with but one 
to three years of high school.

Dear Fellow Texan: 
We Americans are a mobile 

people, almost a nation on wheels. 
One of the problems we face in 
our nation today is in providing 
adequate highways while still pre-
serving the natural resources, the 
beauty, and the historic sites of 
our country. 

The Federal Highway Act was 
passed 10 years ago. Since that 
time there has been more than 
$27 billion of federal monies  

spent on the highway programs 
from the federal trust fund. 

In 1965, the nation's 100 million 
drivers traveled about two-thirds 
of their total mileage on the fed-
eral-aid highways. 

These figures show the magni-
tude of our federal highway pro-
gram. We have the best highway 
system in the world, one that 
touches the lives of every Amer-
ican and Texan. 

But as good as our highway sy-
stem is, there have been times 
when we have been careless about 

And with a nation that is rapid-
ly becoming more and more a 
nation of city dwellers, this has 
been true, particularly, in the 
cities. 

We do not want a world of cit-
ies where travel is excellent, but 
where there are no open spaces 
for people to enjoy them. 

This is why I have introduced 
an amendment to the Highway 
Act which would make it a' nation-
al policy to preserve public parks  

bill. 
This amendment would put a 

stop to the destruction of our pub-
lic parks and historic sites by 
highways running right through 
these parks and sites and des-
troying them when there are oth-
er lands and routes open for the 
highways to go through. 

No one can say just how  

speed, speed, speed. 
There are some outstanding 

cases, however, that do give you 
an idea of what we face. 

In 1958, an 1890 seawall in St. 
Augustine, Fla., was destroyed in 
order to build a four-lane high-
way. 

In New Orleans, a six-lane ex-
pressway — soaring 35 to 90 feet  

in the air — is being proposed 
along the Mississippi River, run- 
ning directly in front of the his-
toric Vieux Carre, the old French 
Quarter and destroying much of 
its beauty and historic charm. 

In San Antonio, an expressway 
is proposed that would cut through 
Brackenridge Park and the areas 
adjacent to it, the most beautiful 
municipal park in Texas. 

There has been widespread sup-
port in Texas and the nation for 
my amendment to halt such des- 

truction. The Dallas Morning 
News in an Editorial, for exam-
ple, called my amendment "meri-
torious" — of particular value to 
Texas "whose vast areas of un-
spoiled natural beauty are the 
envy of many Easterner . . 

The Washington Post just last 
week in the nation's capitol said 
in an editorial "We hope that the 
Seante will insist on writing its 
amendment (the Yarborough 
amendment) — into the finished 
bill — The country does need  

more expressways, but it must 
keep its parks, too. " 

The conference committee did 
write my preservation amend-
ment into the bill. I will continue 
my work to try to preserve the 
ancient landmarks and the natu-
ral beauty of this nation. We 
must have these super highways, 
called by some the new concrete 
jungles; but we must also reserve 
the treasures of our land at the 
same time.
