cause of the lack of a sufficient
water supply.

Inadequate water supply made |t
impossible for the city of Baird to |
even cooperate with the Texas Cen- |
tennial officials in their nultu\udt-'
beautification program. This -ame‘
handicap is felt by the home owners
in their efforts to make their homes |
and yards more attractive. Anything |
that would make Baird a less de-
sirable place to live is a draw back |
to the social and business conditions
of the.town.

“But it can be avoided, if the unen-
cumbered women of the nation re-
spond whole-heartedly to the call for
volunteers in the WAAC.

“Now that the bill taking the WA‘
AC into the Army and changing its
name to the Women's Army Corps

has become a law, effective Sept. 30
there is no limit on the number of |

[ women that can join. Every woman |

who does join, and takes over the
duties of a soldier, means just one
less father that will have to be draf
ted.

“Women who have no young chil-
dren of their own should be proud
to offer their services to their coun-
try in order that some father may
| remain with his family--and of course
the WAAC won't accept a woman if
she does have any children under 14
years old. |

Ing suggestions about storage of food
in the Servel Electrolux was refriger-
ator:

Don’t eut down circulation of air
by covering shelves with paper or
oil cloth. Remove bulky wrappings
all foods. Don't overcrowd
shelves. Don’t place food on top of
freezing unit. All liquids and moist
foods should be covered before they
are put in refrigerator.

Place milk and cream near chilling
unit on upper shelves. Keep butter
and cheese wrapped in waxes paper
or in a covered dish on top shelf
near chilliing unit..

Meat and poultry should be wiped
off and stored in the meat keeper
under the chilling unit, If there is
no special meat tray, wrap meat
lightly in waxed paper and place in
defrosting pan under freezing unit.
Cooked meat can be stored on any
ponvenient shelf a covered con-
tainer. Fish should be wrapped light-
ly and stored in freezing compart-
ment or evaporator,

Remove eggs from carton and store
in wire basket or open bowl. Don't
place near strongly scented foods.

Wash vegetables, shake off excess
water and store in deep storage tray
covered vegetable freshener.
Oranges, lemons, limes and grape-
fruit should be chilled just before
serving. Canteloupes and other tsrong
