Have you ever thought of your
farm in terms of some areas being
better adapted Tor certain uses?
Despite the seeming uniformity of
land in this area few farms are
uniform in soil, slope, and amount
of erosion present.

For convenience in classifying
different areas throughout the na-
tion the following classes of land
have been adopted:

Class I: Land suitable for culti-
vation on which no erosion is in
evidence and which requires no at-
tention to prevent wind or water
erosion,

This class of land is not recog-
nized in Castro county because of
danger of wind érosion.

Class II: Land suitable for culti-
vation, on which erosion has been
slight and a minimum of attention
is necessary to prevent water ero-
sion. Wind erosion must be control.
led by some means every spring.
A good vegetative cover is most ef-
ficient.

With few exceptions this includes
the deep smooth soils having little
slope. A notable exception to this

profusely when tested with aecid.
Class III: Land suitable for cul-
tivation but which needs special at-

e

Here also, it is usually runoff wat.
er from the Class II land above
that causes most of the damage in
large rains.

Class IV: Land suitable for cul-
tivation in limited areas with spec-
ial attention to prevent erosion.

This soil is medium depth or
shallow on the uplands and has a
gray, chalky appearance; or is thei
smooth bottom land in the draws. |
On the uplands it is better adapted |
to the production of feed crops and
especially the combine types that
‘leave a high stubble as protection
against wind erosion. The bottom
lands are sometimes suitable for
alfalfa.

Class V: Very little land of this
class has been found in this county.
It is the steeper lands in the bot-
toms of the draws and is suitable
cnly for pasture.

Class VI: Land not suitable for
cultivation but suitable for perma-
