CHRISTMAS M AILS—
— IN NOVEMBER

Instructions From The 
Postmaster General

The war has dislocated the Christ­
mas mailing season. This year No- 
vemb<*r is the time for mailing 
Christmas gifts and cards. Gifts 
should be marked “ do not open un­
til Christmas.”

Thert can be no assurance, in 
view of the unavoidable handicap 
o f war, that gifts and canls mailed 
in the week immediately preceding 
Christmas will be delivertKl on timt 
Such matter must not imepde the 
payment of war material and per­
sonnel and military mail.

The number of railway cars and 
lair planes ava(lab)e for handling 
Christmas mail is far below that o f 
former years. More thon 30 thous­
and postal employees have gone in­
to the armed forcca, and the pstal 
service isf orced to rely on inex­
perienced help. Therefore it will be 
impossible to transport and deliver 
in the last 3 weeks before Christ­
mas the tremendous quantities of 
mail that here-to-fore has l>oen 
move<l in that period.

The only way, therefore, in which 
deliveri*a of ( ’hristmas mail can be 
assureil of delivery in time is to 
mail all packugi's and cards, regaid- 
less o f the distance they are to go 
in NOVEMBER.

Lust year the department urge<l 
Uie people to do this. Bu in spie 
o f all warnings the bulk o f the»mail 
ing came after the middle of the 
month and the senders learned to 
their regret that their package's were 
not delivered until after Christmas.

REMEMBER— this year Cards and 
Packages MUST be Mailed in Novem­
ber.

He joined the Navy in 1941 and | 
the twenty-three months he has served ' 
nineteen of these have been aboard j 
a estroyer. He wears service ribbons 
for active service on various 8ector.^ | 
including four bronze stars indicating 
four major battles. He was also in 
ten minor battles which, while not 
so important as to rate major bat­
tle ercognition, from all accounts 
were not enough to be more than 
merely interesting. He has to his 
credit one Jap plane which he 
downetl from his ship with a ma­
chine gun. Some of the battles he j 
was in included Midway, Coral Sea i 
Guadalcanal and Kisku. His ship' 
doing mostly convoy duty was one | 
o f the destroyers accompaning Gen. 
Jimmie Doolittle’s carriers in their | 
bombing raid on Tokio. They helpc<l , 
take survivors o ff all four of the 
big carriers sunk in the Pacific, 
the Lexington, Yorktown, Wasp and 
Hornet.

three different times. The third time 
he was picked up he told them that 
he was going to quit the aviation 
branch o f he service and join the 
Navy because they had to spend so 
much time picking him up.

Dodging torpedoes, big shells,dive 
bombers and machine gun straffing 
for nineteen months is a pretty goo<l 
record for a boy “ not yet old enough 
to vote.

During his short visit to the states 
it was possible for John Willis to be 
with all his brothers and sisters once 
again, except one brother D. S. Jr., 
who is stationed at Ellington Field 
and wa.s unable to get leave to be 
at the reunion held at the home of 
his aunt Mrs. Annie Asburj'. Those 
attending the reunion were, Mr. and 
Mrs. Sill McGiC of Roscoe, Mr. and 
Mrs. J, r .  McGee of Odi'ssa, Mrs. O. 
B. Brown ami Ola Bess McGt‘e of 
F'ort Worth. O f the McGee family, 
two o f the boys, John Willis and D. 
S. are already in the service, J. C. 
is to enter this coming months and 
Mrs. O. B. Brown’s (Annie Catherine 
McGee) husband is serving with the 
Sea Bees somewhere in the Pacific 
area.
