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Elurope in Deadly Fear of 
Another Conflict

I f  yon had to find a name for thie pertirular era in 
world htotory you might very properly cell it the time of 
the b if war scere.

Criaia hea aucceeded rriaia in Europe. The aaaBaaination 
of Dolifuae. the murder o f Kme Aiexander. the acuttiine 
o f the Veraaillea treaty by Hitler, the lu lian  advance into 
Ethiopia— and all o f theae things have had people aitting 
up on the edge o f their aeata waiting for the ahoutmg to 
begin.

But ia worth noticing that the expected European war 
aomehow never iiuite manages to come off. A nervous and 
over-tense Europe comes up to each criaia. ahiven— and 
then continues to keep the peace, although in each case 
the incident was o f the kind that would have mobilised 
half the armies on the continent if it had taken place prior 
to 1914.

And the answer, it may be, ia that everybody is so 
mortally scared e f thia supposedly inevitable European
w ar that it won't take place after all.

• • •

There are two very good reasons for supposing that 
thia may be so. «

First o f all. there is the plain fact that nobody Pan a f­
ford a large scale war right now.

In 1914 things were different. Europe then had had a 
century o f unprecedented prosperity since its last general 
war. In all the great powers the profits o f that long proa- 
perity had been salted away. The World W ar lived on 
those etored-up profits as a hibeSBating bear lives on its 
fat.

Today all hands are broke— or. If not actually broke, 
at least rluae enough to it to ^eel the sherifTs breath on 
the back Af their necks. Six months of war on the scale o f 
the last one would proiiahly bankrupt every government in 
Europe; and every government ia fully aware o f the fact.

In addition. n<> European governing class cares to take 
a chance on the effect that a new war might have on its 
P ^ > p l« .
