Physician’s assistants
expanding health care

Soon, residents of Hart will be
able to obtain routine health care
and minor emergency medical ser-
vices without leaving town.

A clinic is scheduled to open
there Aug. 23 under the auspices of
the Castro County Community Cli-
nics system, which was set up
through the Castro County Hospital
District, but is now a separate enti-
ty. Cenci Hardee serves as the
administrator of the clinic system.

It is hoped that the system will
eventually set up three clinics in the
county, possibly including a mobile
clinic. Three physician’s assistants

are already working with the sys-
tem to provide additional health
care services for residents of the
county by helping to ease the case
load of local physicians.

The P.A.s are Liz Murphy, Kelly
Parrson and Laura Schmid.

The three also will staff the
clinic in Hart, providing a wide
range of services, including check-
ups, emergency care, early prenatal
caré, Pap tests and other tests, and
prescribing medications. However,
the Hart clinic will not be able to
offer X-rays for a while until an X-
ray machine can be purchased.

open in Hart Aug. 23.
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Those needing X-rays will be re-
ferred to Dr. Gary Hardee in Dim-
mitt or Plains Memorial Hospital or
elsewhere.

Any complications will be re-
ferred to Dr. Hardee or to the
patient’s physician of choice or to
specialists. Dr. Hardee and Dr. B.D.
Murphy of Dimmitt will initially be
the supervising physicians. The cli-
nic will have a direct phone line to
Dr. Hardee’s office, and a courier
service during the day will transfer
blood samples, etc., for lab work.

Commissioners okay study
on heating, cooling system

County Commissioners granted
approval Monday for Joe Gance of
Johnson Controls, Heating and
Cooling Repairs, to work up an
engineering study on the cour-
thouse’s heating and cooling sys-
tem, at no cost to the county.

Gance told commissioners there
would be no charge for the study,
and no costs would be incurred
until the county approved his com-
pany to perform needed repairs on
the system.

Gance first met with commis-
sioners in April, and after inspect-
ing the courthouse’s heating and
cooling system said it was still a
good system; however some repairs
and possible replacement of parts
may be necessary to get the system
working properly. His inspection in
April revealed only one thermostat
in the courthouse was working
properly.

On Monday, Gance told com-
missioners his company had
"flushed out the whole system with
nitrogen gas to try and get out as
much moisture as possible” and
after that several thermostats which
had been malfunctioning started
working again.

"The situation is looking better
than we had anticiapted," Gance
said. "Some of the thermostats
which we thought were bad are
coming around now, so they may
just need to be cleaned.

He said two four-inch valves
need attention and one of those will
probably have to be replaced.
Usually there is an isolation valve
which can be utilized to shut off
water so a specific valve can be
worked on, but there isn’t an isola-
tion valve on the return system.
Gance said if the valve was re-
moved, water would "drain down
and out." To avoid those problems
he said the whole system would
have be shut down and drained. But
that would leave the courthouse
without heat or air for a period of
time. He suggested waiting until
temperatures cool down before per-
forming the task.

After explaining the problems to
commissioners, Gance asked for
permission to do an engineering
study to "come up with a plan and
figure out whether or not we can do
the work."

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Rationing health care: Who Decides?

Critics are predicting that patient rationing will be
a fixture of the Clinton Administration’s long-awaited
health-care reforms. And it could get even worse.

Most economists agree that when a commodity
becomes scarce, some form of rationing is inevitable.
But when it comes to rationing health care, the crucial
question is: Who gets to decide? Will it be patients
rationing their own health care spending, or govern-
ment and insurance companies trying to contain costs?

For example, Uwe Reingardt, political economy
professor at Princeton University, testifying in Con-
gress in 1991 said: "Rationing by price and income is
fine for Gucci loafers. Do we wish to impose the
Gucci loafer ethic upon health care as well?"

Other critics contend that because health care
decisions may be life-or-death, those decisions should
be left up to the patient, not to third party payers or
managed care providers.

A recent report in fnvestor's Business Daily reveals
that third party rationing already is occurring in public
and private medicine. It cites a joint study, conducted
by researchers of the Rand Corporation and the
University of California at Los Angeles, and published
in the Journal of the American Medical Association,
which reviewed the impact of rationing on Medicare
hospital reimbursements. In 1983, Medicare began
reimbursing hospitals a flat amount per illness or
condition. If a hospital can treat patients for less, the
hospital pockets the difference. However, if a patient
costs more to treat, the hospital absorbs the difference.

The incentives of the new system, known as the
Prospective Payment System, or PPS, yielded predic-
table results. Average length of hospital stays dropped
by 24 %. More alarmingly, however, the Rand/UCLA
researchers found that under PPS elderly patients were
43 % more likely to be discharged in an "unstable”
condition. The researchers also found the risk of dying
was much higher for such patients. At 90 days after
discharge, the risk of death was 16 % for those
released in unstable condition, as compared to 10 %
for stable dischargees.

In the government’s Medicaid program for poor
Americans, payments to physicians for trcating pa-
tients hover around 50 % of costs. These low reim-
bursement rates have produced long waits at either

emergency rooms or at so-called Medicaid "mills"
because fewer and fewer physicians can afford to
accept Medicaid patients. To increase access to medi-
cal care and control costs, two-thirds of the states have
turned increasingly to "managed care” for their Medi-
caid populations. The Clinton plan is expected to rely
heavily on such arrangements.

However, according to the congressional auditing
agency, the General Accounting Office, "Medicaid
managed care plans have had mixed results in improv-
ing access to care, assuring the quality of services, and
saving money."

The GAO added that most studies have found that
"compared to non-Medicaid groups, Medicaid benefi-
ciaries fared much worse."

The Investor’s Business Daily report reveals that
health care rationing is happening in the private sector
as well.

Says one practicing physician, Dr. Jane Orient,
executive director of the Association of American
Physicians and Surgeons, "They reward you for
denying care and they punish you for providing care."

Meantime, private finanaciers of health care have
adopted so-called utilization review strategies to hold
down health care costs. These strategics range from
pre-admission and pre-procedure certification—where
physicians and hospitals must contact third-party
payers for approval before admitting someone to a
hospital or before performing an expensive operation
—to catastrophic case management by reviewers hired
by the insurance companies.

A San Antonio cardiologist, Dr. Brant Mittler, tells
of a patient with severe coronary disease needing a
bypass operation. The operating room schedule had an
opening two days after the patient’s admission. In the
interim, however, Mittler got a call from a radiologist
hired by the patient’s insurance company to review the
case. To save hospital-room expenses, the radiologist
suggested that the patient be sent to a hotel until the
morning of the surgery.

"I asked him if he would do that to his own father,"
Dr. Mittler said, "and he replied ‘of course not, but my
father doesn’t have this insurance policy.”"

Such managed care experiences have raised doubts
among many critics. Merrill Matthews, health policy
director of the National Center for Policy Analysis,
likens the reported Clinton plan to the military where

Pub. L 103-50 which will allow
Agricultural Stabilization and Con-
servation Service (ASCS) to accept
1993 applications for disaster bene-
fits for all 1993 crops which were
prevented from being planted or
which failed because of disasters
which occur before Aug. 1.

Producers who could not plant
crops or have failed acreages must
file a disaster application by Mon-
day.

This applies only if there is a
complete loss of the crop on the
farm. If any of the crop is growing,
the disaster claim cannot be com-
pleted until after harvest.

These applications will be fund-
ed with remaining funds from
Phase I, II and III disaster program
sign-ups.

+

The Castro County ASC Com-
mitteec will review and approve
requests for cost-sharing on eligible
conservation practices during their
regular scheduled meeting Wednes-
day.

Practices which may be cost-
shared are reorganizing irrigation
systems; constructing sod water-
ways; constructing terrace systemis;
installing livestock pipelines and
livestock water storage facilities.

Applications must be received by
Friday to be considered during this
approval period.

Technical determinations which
are needed to determine eligibility
may not be completed if a producer
waits until the last minute to apply.

This will be the last approval
period for Fiscal Year 1993.

In a major development, Conser-
vation Reserve Program (CRP),
Acreage Conservation Reserve
(ACR) and Conservation Use (CU)
acres must be maintained through-
out the calendar year.

If weeds become a problem, it is
the producer’s responsibility to
shred, plow or do what is necessary
to control the weeds.

If a field check is made by
county or state ASCS personnel, no
warning letter will be sent to give
the producer a time limit to clean
up the weed problem. The acreage
will be considered out of com-
pliance due to failure to maintain
the cover properly and this will cost
the producer money.

Each producer is able to deter-
mine if weed control measures are
necessary on their own land.

Producers are urged to take care
of their acreages as needed to
protect any eamned payments due on
their farms.

Before a producer can hay or
graze his Acreage Conservation
Reserve (ACR) or Conserving Use
for Pay (ACR or CU for Pay)
acreages (set-aside) he must sign up
with the ASCS office. The produ-
cer also must file an acreage report
on the acres to be hayed or grazed.

EPA cancels
registration for
cotton pesticide

The Environmental Protection
Agency has accepted requests from
EIf Atochem North America of
Philadelphia and Voluntary Pur-
chasing Groups Inc. of Bonham to
voluntarily cancel their registra-
tions for pesticide products contain-
ing arsenic acid used as a cotton
desiccant.

The Texas Dept. of Agriculture
is the state’s lead agency for pesti-
cide regulation, working with EPA.
TDA registers all pesticides used in
Texas and re-evaluates registrations
as new data becomes available.

EPA granted the request of EIf
Atochem and VPG to distribute and
sell their existing stocks of arsenic
acid for use on cotten until Oct. 31.
Retailers and distributors also may
sell and distribute the product until
then.

After Oct. 31, sale and distribu-
tion will be prohibited unless being
sold or distributed as part of the
registrants’ buy-back program for
purposes of disposal or relabeling.
Growers will be permitted to use
existing stocks until Dec. 31.

Comments sought on support
prices for wool and mohair

The US Dept. of Agriculture’s (USDA) Commodity
Credit Corporation (CCC) has called for public com-
ment on how it should calculate the support price for
wool on unshorn lambs and the level of support for

mobhair for the 1993 marketing year.

The National Wool Act of 1954, as amended,
provides that support price for pulled wool (wool
removed from the pelt of a slaughtered sheep) be set at
a level relative to the support price for shorn wool that
will maintain pulled wool marketing practices. This
provision was implemented in the past through pay-
ments based on the weight of live, unshorn lambs.

The law also provides that the mohair price supports
be set at a level to maintain about the same percentage
of parity as for shom wool and that the support price

be set not more than 15%
comparable percentage of parity for shom wool.

The shorn wool support price is based on a formula
prescribed in the law. Based on the current reported

parity index, the 1993 shorn wool support price will be

would prefer seeing a doctor in-
stead of a P.A. will be referred to
the physician of their choice.

The clinic will operate like a
regular doctor’s office, with ap-
pointments required.

"This is not being offered just to
Hispanics or the indigent," said
Parrson. He added that anyone
needing routine medical care can
take advantage of the Castro Coun-
ty Clinic services. Fees are charged
on the same scale as Hardee’s
office. The clinic system will ac-
cept Medicare and Medicaid pa-
tents.

. "The key is if people will use the
clinic, it will stay open. As long as
it can just break even, it will stay
open,” Parrson said. "But if the
community doesn’t support it, there
will be no reason to keep it open.”

Schmid and Parrson have been
working with Dr. Hardee.

"We're like Dr. Hardee’s right
arm,"” Pamrson said. "We can do
whatever he gives us permission to
do, and he acts as the supervising
physician. We are mid-level practi-
tioners."

There is a "nice little niche (in
health care) for P.A.s," according to
Schmid. "There are eight job open-
ings for every graduating P.A."

Schmid received her bachelor’s
degree in biology from Moorehead
State University in Minnesota, and
Parrson received his from Kansas
Wesleyan University in Salina,
Kan.

They both completed the P.A.
program through Wichita State
University, obtaining a bachelor’s
in health sciences. The program is
the equivalent of the University of
Kansas Medical School condensed
into a two-year program, Parrson
said. Classroom studies were held
eight hours a day for five days a
week for 12 months. Then they
served eight rotations averaging six
weeks each in various areas of
medical practice.

vascular work and Schmid in or-
thopedic surgery. Both also had to
take a rotation at a VA hospital.
Schmid took hers in internal medi-
cine, and Parrson’s was in surgery.
Both also had diabetic rotations
with a Dr. Guthrie, the leading
diabetes specialist in the nation.

The two plan to take the exams
for national certification in Octo-
ber, probably in Wichita, Kan.

The two said they came to Dim-
mitt because they like living in a
small town and feel that the clinic
system offers a promising situation
here.

there," Johnson said. "If things
don’t turn around and shoot us in
the foot during the last half of the
season, we have an opportunity to
make a real good cotton crop."

Extension Entomologist Jim Le-
ser, pointing to the mixed bag of
crop situations which now exist,
says producers aren’t out of the
woods as far as insects are con-
cerned.

Leser adds that producers who
have good cotton stands need to be
monitoring their fields closely from
now through September as the
fields remain attractive to a variety
of pests, including aphids and boll-
WOITS.

Leser cautions producers con-
sidering control applications at this
time to remember to take into ac-
count potential side effects of the
treatment on cotton aphid popula-
tions. For more information about
treatment options producers can
consult with local extension ento-
mologists to determine the best
treatment strategy.

Leser adds that he now considers
the cotton aphid the dominant fac-
tor influencing pest management
schemes in the southern High
Plains.

Boll weevil populations in other
areas of Texas that so far have
defied producer efforts are a big
concern according to Roger Hal-
denby, coordinator of the highly
successful PCG High Plains Boll
Weevil Diapause Control Program.

High weevil numbers have al-
ready prompted some producers in
Central Texas to make eight or
more control applications in an
effort to gain the upper hand. For
cotton producers on the High Plains
the PCG patrolled buffer zone on
the area’s eastern edge continues to
spare them from this scenario.

Pesticide containers
will be collected Aug. 2

Farmers, ranchers, commercial
and non-commercial pesticide users
on the South Plains will have a
solution Aug. 2, to their quandary
of how to dispose of unusable and
unwanted agricultural pesticide
containers, and do so safely, legally
and without penalty.

Aug. 2 is the date of Castro
County Empty Pesticide container
Collection Program, explained Cas-
tro county Extension Agent J.D.
Ragland. The collection is being
conducted by the Texas Water
Commission, the Texas Department
of Agriculture and the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.

The collection site will be at
Ollie Liner Center in Plainview.
Chemicals will be accepted from 8
a.m. until 2 p.m.

Containers must be rinsed three
times or cleaned with a high pres-
sure rinse, and they should be
punctured or crushed. If you do not
clean your pesticide containers
properly, they will not be accepted.

Any size plastic or metal pesti-
cide container will be acceptable,
but paint, household or glass con-
tainers will not.

"The goal of this program,” Ra-
gland said, "is to help private pro-
ducers remove containers that they
can’'t use and which could pose a
threat to the environment. All pri-
vate, commercial and non-commer-
cial applicators in these counties
should take advantage of this op-
portunity to dispose of these un-
wanted containers at absolutely no
expense."

According to Dick Easly, direc-
tor of the Empty Pesticide Contain-
er Collection Program, new laws
and regulations sharply limit the
options many producers have for
disposing of unwanted pesticide
containers. He said, "These collec-
tion days provide an opportunity
for producers to catch up with these
new requirements, plus, get accur-
ate information and advice on how
to dispose of containers in the
future."

Other collections are being held
in the near future at the following
counties and times: July 26, Lame-
sa, Farmers Co-op Association;
July 27, Seagraves, Five Point Gin;
July 28, Brownfield, Terry County
Co-op Gin; July 29, Ambherst,
Crossroads Gin; and July 30, Idal-
ou, Idalou Co-op Gin.
