ACP Helps
In Conservation

Conservation work costs money.
That’s why we have an ACP, Jim
Elder, Chairman, agricuturial Sa-
bilization and Conservation Castro
County Committee, said today. He
pointed out that being convinced
about the benefits of conservation
is not enough, and expressed the
belief that some farmers still may
not understand that they can ob-
tain program help in getting the
needed conservation job done on
their farms.

“Just drive around the country,”
the Chairman declared, “and you
can easily spot the farms where
conservation farming being prac-
ticed. In most cases, you would
also find that the Agricultural Con-
servaton Program is cooperating
with the farmer in carrying out
the conservation practice on the
land.”

For farmers who may not fully
understand just how ACP works,
Mr. Elder explained that the pro-
gram’s purpose is to encourage the
establishment of 'soil, water, wood-
land, and wildlife conservation pra-
tices needed in the public interest.
The program, therefore, has an in-
centive type of approach to the
problem—it ‘‘shares the cost’” of
sound conservation  measures
which the farmer would not carry
out without such assistance, Funds
for this purpose are authorized by
Congress in recognition of the fact
that the Nation’s natural resources
are vital not only to the farmers
and ranchers wh -operate the land
but also to the health and well-be-
ing of each citizen, both now and
in the future.

ACP practices to promote con-
servation measures are selected to
meet local as well as national con-
ditions. Each county has a list of
the practices, specifications, and
cost-share rates approved for lo-
cal farmers participating in the
program.

In brief, the farmer obtains ACP
cooperation by filing a request with
the ASC County Committee for
ACP cost-sharing before carrying
out the practice. He receives a
definite notice from the committee
of the extent to which his request
has been approved After comple-~

Several thousands of Texans are
proof that stroke victims need not
lead lives of permanent invali-
dism. Even after suffering severe
‘“‘cerebral vascular accidents,” they
have been totally or partially re-
habilitated and have returned to
their jobs or other worthwhile vo-
cations.

There was a time—not long ago
in terms of years—when they would
have la'n helpless and dependent
until death released them from
their torment.

The key to this dramatic advance
is in starting rehabilitation early,
as sooon as the patient is able to
communicate, and methodically con
tinuing a prescribed series of ex-
ercises, The exercises are usually
directed by a physio-therapist who
works under the supervision of the
patient’s physician.

Today, more and more progres-
sive hospitals, nursing and conval-
escent homes no longer consider
themselves custodians of stroke
victim, institutions of education,
and training for the patient and
1is family. As sooon as the immed-
iate task of saving the patient’s life
has been accomplished, the reha-
bilitation process begins.

First the patient is helped to over
come his anxiety about his condi-
tion. Often this can be done by us-
ing as examples other patients who
have made recoveries or noticeable
progress.

The patient is then motivated to
lead as close to a normal life as
possible. His accomplish ments.
are noted and complimented. A sy-
stem of communications is arrang-
ed for the patient whose speech is
impaired or who cannot speak at

A series of simple exercises con-
sisting of massage, movement of
he limbs, hands, feet and head

are begun under the direction of
the attending phyician.

As soon as the patient is able to
move his limbs, the exercises are
increased. He is encouraged to do
the exercises without assistance,
and to add other as is prescribed
by his doctor.

He is encouraged to assist in
feeding and bathing himself—first
with assistance and then on his
own. Finally, he is encouraged to
sit, stand, and eventually to walk.
He is taught to open doors and dial
phones. The patient is now on his
way toward rehabilitation.

Past practices have been to give
this sort of patient care in hospital,
and many patients are still hospi-
talized. But the trend is shifting to-
ward home care, since the plan of
rehabilitation can be carried out
Jjust as beneficially—perhaps more
so—amidst familiar surroundings.

chase order for a conservation ser-
vice or material, usually covers
about half the cost of the approv-
ed practice.

Under the cash plan, the far-|§
mer pays the total cost of estab- (B
lishing the approved practice, and
he is later reimbursed for the Go-
vernment’s share of the cost. Un-
der the purchase order plan, the
Government’s cost-share is advan-
ced to the vendor who supplies the
farmer (1) a conservation mater-
ial—such as seed, trees, fertili-
zer, lime, or tile; or (2) a ser-
vice—such as earth moving, tree
planting, or tile laying. The ven-
dor who furnishes the material or
service bills the Government and
receives payment for the Govern-
ment’s share of the cost. The |k

servation is increasing steadily, ac-
cording to reports of accomplish-
ment under the 1962 Agricultural
Conservation Program, CharleyE.
Hill, Secretary, Agricultural Stabiza
tion and Conservation County Com-
mittee, said today.

ACP conservation measures were
applied last year on more than 113,
000 farms within authorized and
organized watershes throughout
the Nation. The total farmer and
rancher investment in these soil,
water, woodland, and wildlife prac-
tices in such watershed conserva-
tion during 1962 amounted to about
$40 million, half of which was cov-
ered by ACP cost-shares.

In 467 small watersheds authoriz-
ed under Public Law 566, which
have been approved for the instal-
lation of major works of impro-
vement such as dams and rese-
land-treatment protective measures
were carried out on more than 34,
500 farms—representing ACP cost-
sharing of $6.3 million. Other re-
ported small watersheds, primarily
those receiving planning services
under Public Law 566, included a-
bout 30,000 more farms which re-
ceived ACP cost-sharing of almost
$6 million. Authorized flood preven-
tion watersheds accounted for most
of the remainder.

With the public’s increasing a-
wareness of the importance of wa-
tershed protection has come a re-
cognition that proper land treat-
ment on individual farms and ran-
ches is the key to the success of
any watershed program, Secretary
Hill declared.

Structures to store water or pre-
vent flooding are only partly ef-
fective unless basic conservation
practices are applied to the farm
and ranch lands above them. And
every farmer who manages his
land wisely through the application
of needed conservation measures is
contributing toward watershed con-
servation work. The ACP stimulat-
es and makes possible greater a-
mounts of planned conservation
work.

While farmers reap the immedi-
ate benefit from improved land
management, the Secretary explain-
ed, a watershed protection program
really benefits everyone in the com-
munity and Nation. Dirct results
of upstream watershed protection
are reduced siltation of lakes,
streams, and reservoirs; better and
cleaner water; and fewer damag-
ing floods. But indirect results in-

reviewed by the U. S. Department
of Agriculture in response to ques-
tions that have arisen since the re-
ferendum of May 21.

Price support will be available
to producers who plant within the
acreage allotments which have
been established for the 1964 wheat
crop. Allotments were announced
in April. The national average sup-
port price will be 50 percent of
parity. (The present parity price
is $2.51 per bushel.) There will be
no marketing quota penalties for
planting in excess of acreage allot-
ments. However, the statute pro-
vides that producers who overplant
their allotments will receive ‘‘his-
tory”” credit only in the amount of
their allotments.

Farmers who have Conservation
Reserve contracts agreed to plant
within their farm acreage allotment
and this means that the 1964 Con-
servation Reserve payment for the
farm is dependent on compliance
with the wheat acreage allotment.

Wheat that was grown in excess
of marketing quotas in the past will
be subject to the original penalty
provisions until July 1, 1964. After
that date, stored excess wheat may
be released without penalty. The
amount of such wheat in storage on
farms and in warehouses is estimat-
ed at 45 million bushels. This could
be increased from the 1963 crop,
which is subject to marketing quo-
tas, and excess wheat from this
crop may be stored by the produc-
er to avoid payment of the penalty.
On the other hand, underplanting
or underproduction of 1963-crop
wheat could result in the early re-
lease of excess wheat that had been
stored from previous crops to avoid
payment of penalty. &

clude such equally important bene-
fits as the economic stability and
prosperity of both farm and ur-
ban industry, which are necessary
for basic rural areas development.

Some ACP practices which help
protect watersheds, for which far-
mers may obtain cost-sharing as-
sistance, include grass cover, ter-
racing, sod waterways, farm ponds,
and contouring.

Conservation work stimulated by
other ASCS program—for example,
the conversion of feed grain and
wheat land to conserving uses—also
benefits water shed conservation

programs.

Water Needs For
Cotton Explained

by Charles Hottel

Rate of water used by the cot-
ton plant will vary throughout the
growing season. Adequate
moisture is required to germinate
the seed. From the time the seed
sprouts, and for the first few
weeks of emergence, the rate
of watr used by the plant is low.
The loss of soil moisture by eva-
poration during this period may
exceed the amount of water tran-
spired by the plant.

The first fruiting forms appear
about 4 weeks after emergence.
In an additional 3 to 3% weeks,
these forms will produce blooms.
During this period, the rate of
water use increases steadily, but
probably will not exceed .1 inch
per day. As the first blooms ap-
pear, there is a sharp increase in
the rate of soil moisture use. The
cotton plant reaches its peak wa-
ter use rate during the early
period. The rate of water used by
the plant during this critical per-
iod of development may range
from .25 to .4 inches of water per
day depending on weather condi-
tions. The rate begins to decline
when most of the bolls are fully
developed. This decrease contin-
ues until plant growth has ceased.

The cotton plant obtains water
contact with available soil mois-
ture. For normal plant growth
and development, most of the
plant roots must be in. contact
with a readily available supply of
soil moisture at times. Move-
ment of soil moisture after the
free water has drained away is
slow. Because of this slow rate
of movement, plant rcots must
grow to the moist soil. Plant roots
will not grow into a dry soil.

After the cotton seed germinates
the root system develops rapidly.
The first to form is tlhe tap root,
with a rfew lateral branches. The
early roasting system penetrate
only a small percentage of soil
and if the soil moisture is deplet-
ed from around the l.mited root
system, plant growta is retarded.

As the plant grows, the lateral
roots spread out through a large
part of the soil. When mature,
the roots normally will be fairly
well distributed through the soil.
In deep soils, cotton roots may
penetrate 5 to 6 feet.

(The Newsletter this week is a
transcription of a radio interview
by Senator Yarborough, Texas
with Senator Frank Church Idaho.)

SENATOR YARBOROUGH: Frank
are economies of the Common Mar-
ket countries in Europe and the
economy of Japan growing, grow-
ing as fast as ours in the Unit-
ed States?

SENATOR CHURCH: Actually,
Ralph, its’s growing faster and has
been for some years. In Japan we

have the fastest growing econo- |

my in the world today. I was in
Japan just this last fall, and it was
booming as never before. The
same thing is true in Western Eu-
rope. any of these countries have
achieved a level of prosperity that
excels anything that they have
ever known before, and they are
fully capable of maintaining their
own armed forces without further
American subsidy. And yet, last
year we gave to these countries
some $400 million worth of mlitary
assistance.

Cotton Thirstiest
While Fruiting

: Cotton’s need for moisture is dur-
ing greatest the square, bloom, and
young boll states, says Wayne
Keese Extension agricultural engi-
neer with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

The rate of water use by cotton
Plants varies through the grow-
ing season and intelligent irrigation
is based on the periods of greatest
need, says the engineer, The plants
use very little water for the first
bginning with the appearance of
the first square the rate of water
use increases steadly. When the
first blooms appear, the water re-
quirement again increases rapidly
and the maximum rate of water
use occurs at the peak bloom
stage which is usually three to and
one-half months after planting,
says Keese.

Shedding of fruit by cotton has
been found to be associated with
low soil moisture during the early
bloom and fruiting stage and there-
fore an adequate supply is needed
for high yields, Keese explains. Ex-
cessively high moisture levels
also be should be avoided especially
after the first bolls appear, This
moisture can cause late vegetative
growth which probably will not in-
crease lint yields and can be un-
dersirable if machine picking is
planned.

Keese warns not to wait until all
the available moisture has been us-
ed before irrigating the crop. Nor-
mally, irrigation should be started

when 50 to 60 per cent of the a-
vailable moisture in the root zone
is depleted. He recommends regu-
lar examinations of the soil in the
Tooot zone to determine the amount
of soil moisture remaining. A soil
auger or a sharpshooter can be used
to obtain the soil sample and the
rooting depth of the crop can also
be checked as the season progress-
es.

Don‘t overlook the importance of
soil fertility in successful cotton ir-
rigation as optimum yields are pro-
duced when soil fertility and soil
moisture are balanced, says Keese.
See your local county agricultural
agent for more information on cot-
ton irrigation and while there get
a copy of b-896, ‘“Texas Guide for
Growing Irrigated Cotton.””

es can be spotted too; just look
for the dark houses. It's a known
fact, light is one of the best de-
terrents to crime, yet most home-
owners go out for an evening and
Jeave their homes completely dark.
Or, they’ll go off for a weekend
or vacation and leave the same
light burning day and night. No
light at all, or the same light burn-
ing continuously is good giveaway
“no one is home.”

A simple, but effective means of
having light in your home every

evening, is by connecting an auto-
matic timing device to one or two
Jamps. Such a timer will turn a
lamp “‘on” early in the evening,
then turn it “off”’ several hours
Jater, With lights turning on and
off during the evening hours it'll
give the appearance someone is
home and may avert a possible
burglary attempt!

W. W. Jones went on to say,
homes and apartments account for
more than four of every ten bur-
glaries. By observing a few ‘simple
precautionary steps, you can re-
duce the possibility of a burglar
selecting your dwelling as his tar-
get next time you're away : s
1. Connect a lamp to an automatic
timer to turn lights in the home
on and off each evening.

2. Close and lock all doors, includ-
ing porch, basement and garage.
Use pin-tumbler cylinder locks on
outside entrances and safety lat-
ches on the windows.

3. Be sure all screens are fasten-
ed from the inside.

4. Never leave valuables lying a-
round; keep them in a safety de-
posit box.

And if you're leaving for a week-
end or longer, W. W. Jones also
suggests:

5. Notify your police department
when you'll be leaving and how long
you expect to be away.

6. Cancel all deliveries, such as
the milk, laundry, cleaning, ete.
Also, be sure to discontinue thg
newspaper or arrange to have it
sent to your vacation address.

7. Have a neighbor, or your post-
office hold all mail until you re-
turn.

8. Arrange with a friend to mow
the lawn and sweep your sidewalk
once a week. Also ask him if h_e’ll
pick up any circulars or handbills
that may be left on your porch.
9. Leave your shades and blinds
as you normallly do; closed blinds
keep the sun out, but also make
an effective screen for the bur-
glar.

10. Never advertise your departure
with an item in the local paper.
Give the story about your vaca-
tion to the newspapers after you've
returned.

There is no such thing as a ‘‘bur-
glar proof’’ home, said W. W. Jones
But, he went on to say, there are
stops that everyone can takg t keep
the burglar’s activity to a minimum
By following the suggestions listed
ahove, yow'll be helping to protect
your home whenever you're away.

“All of the farm income gains
and reduced costs to government
accomplished during 1961 and 1962
could be lost if the Congress ac-
cepts the proposals. of state and na-
tional Farm Bureau leadership to
repeal the feed grain program re-
cently passed. The effort to do this
is cleverly hidden in the small
print of other legislation, which
Farm Bureau is supporting as a
substitute for the certificate wheat
plan defeated in referendu.

“Besides seriously crippling chan-
ces for desperately needed cotton
legislation by contributing to the
defeat of the wheat program, the
Texas Farm Bureau joins its na-
tional leadership in opposing all
proposed cotton legislation except
that part of one bill that reduces
price supports and increases acre-
age. It turns its back on the Cool-
ey Bill presently being backed by
all segments of the cotton industry,
and which is considered the legis-
lation upon which there is sufficient
grower and processor agreement
that it might pass the Congress.

“Farmers Union has testified in
behalf of both the Cooley Bill in
the House of Representatives and
the Talmadge Bill in the Senate.
These bills will remove the inequity
in price that has prevented domes-
tic mills from competing effective-
ly with foreign cotton, allowing
more cotton to be consumd domes-
tically. This will in turn enable us
to maintain the present acreage,
and keep the price supports at cur-
rent levels. The Farm Bureau pro-
posals will reduce grower income,
move cotton from the traditional
growing areas, and eventually re-
sult in a reduction of acres in these
areas. 3

(3) Fwer flies are lost during per-
iods when unfavorable weather
does not permit serial release and
flies may have to be held for sev-
eral days.

(4) Also during cold weather, it is
possible to hold the flies until they
are ready to mate, while otherwise
many probably would not survive
that long in nature.

Eradication officials are so pleas-
ed with the results of fly-feeding
tests they are exploring means to
completely merchanize the Opera-
tion. They feel the initial expense
could be paid off within, a few
months through savings in man-
hours and reduced loss of sterile
flies.

The Wright Slant
On Washington

THERE WILL be no new De-
partment of Urban Affairs, as sug-
gested by President Kennedy. . .
nor any other new cabinet level de-
partment in the foreseeable future.
.if House action last week is a
reliable criterion.

The Reorganization Act, up for
extension, was amended to provide
that the machinery of this law can-
not be used to create any new Exe-
cutive Department. This is the Me-
chanism whereby the President can
reorganize or rearrange functions
of the various Federal agencies by
submitting to Congress reorganiza-
tion plans which automatically fake
effect unless the Legislative Branch
assumes the initiative by passing
a reslution of disapproval within 60
days.

It has been under this provision
that most of the Hoover Commis-
sion recommendations have been-
implemented, and everyone seems
to agree that savings have been
affected and efficiency promoted in
yeneral. But the House {feit that
this means should not be used to
create a new department. If any-
thing of that type is to happen it
will have to come through Congress
in the regular way. . , and last

SUPREME COURTT HOLDS FIRM

State Supreme Court overruled At-
torney General Carr’s motion for
a rehearing of the case, Govern-
ment Services Insurance Underwri-
ters et al versus 53 District Judge
Herman Jones.

It stood firm on its earlier rul-
ing that legislative continuances
are constituttional.

Texas’ 20-year-old legislative con-
tinuance law provides automatic
postpenement of court hearings and
trials for parties represented by
legislator-lawyers when the Legis-
lature is in session.

Carr has been backing Judge
Jones’ contention that the law is
unconstitutional.

ATTORNEY GENERAL RULING—

Attorney general has ruled that
a recently-passed bill by Rep. For-
rest Harding of San Angelo gave
the State Highway Commission au-
thority to alter maximum speed
limits. Commission could set them
as high as 70 miles per hour.
Also it could set minimum speed
limits on controlled access high-
ways, whether within or without a
city’s limits, regardless of any
speeed limit set by city ordinance.
ESCHEAT PROCESS SLOW— It
took the 1961 Legislature two spe-
cial sessions to pass escheat-report-
ing laws to insure the state’ right
to dormant peronal property and
bank accounts, unclaimed for more
than seven years by owners whose
whereabouts are unknown.

To date more than §1,600,000 has
been collected by the state.

Most came from the “bank es-
cheat” law, which became effective
on May 3, 1962. Law requires banks,
savings and loan associations and
credit unions to publicize dormant
accounts is an attempt to uncover
lost owners. Unclaimed deposits
then are turned over to the state.
So far, this has totaled $1,340,493.
15. A provision in the law allows a
person claimiing interest in escheat
edness to recover his money. This
has caused $1,686.68 to be refunded.
Originally, utility companies,
county treasurers, insurance firms,
court officers and others affected
by the first escheat-reporting law
reported more than $3,300,000 worth
of unclaimed holdings.

the nation upon the altar of their
own passions and prejudices. any
President, when sworn to uphold
and preserve the nation’s laws, fa-
ces a dreadful and even agonizing
choice when confronted with a si-
tuation of this type. No President
has ever really wanted to use force

vet about half our Prosidents have
had to do so.

GEORGE Washington on two oc-
casions had to use Federal troops
to put down organized civil diso-
bedience, He dispatched 15,000 arm-
ed troops into Pennsylvania to sti-
fle the ‘“‘Whisky Rebellion” when
spirit-makers revolted against pay-
ing a Federal tax. Again, he sent
Federal forces into Massachusetts
where a rag-tag ‘“army” of 2,000
farmers and war veterans were try-
ing to close the courts until relief
measures could be voted for Revol-
utionary War veterans.

Andrew Jackson in 1832 put 35,
000 troops on the alert when South
Carolina proclaimed a doctrine of
“nullification”” attempting to set
aside Federal law. In 1875, Presi-
dent Grant sent forces into Louis-
iana where democrats had unlaw-
fully seized power in the State Leg-
islature, physically deposing a Re-
publican Speaker of the House.

Hayes sent Federal troops agains
railroad strikers in five States, and
Grover Cleveland iollowed this ex-
ample in 1884 during the infamous
Pullman strike in Chicago. Wilson
did the same when a steel strike
in Gary, Indiana, erupted in vio-
lence.

MOST of us remember the cry
that went up across the Jand when
Herbert Hoover called out the army
to burn shacks and tents and dis-
pell with tear-gas, bayonets and
nightsticks the desperate and hun-
gry World War IT “bonus march”
veterans who had encamped along
Anacostia Flats South of the Capi-
tol in Washington. The troops were
commanded by a General named
Douglas McArthur and a Major na-
ned Dwight D. Eisenhower.

These are bitter pages Irom our
history. None of us recalls any of
them with any pride. When law and
order break down, democracy suf-
fers and its enemies are comfort-
ed. In a nation which guarantees
every citizen the rights of due pro-
cess, there is no excuse for vio-
lence. Those who perpetrate it mis-
understand the nature of freedom
which also implies a willing ac-
ceptance of the law even when we
don't like it, and a desire to pro-
tect the rights of others, even when
we disagree with them.

THE Russians have succeeded in
sending a space probe to the moon,
but they have not been able to build
tractors their farmers can depend
on. While they have assembled a
100-megaton bomb, they haven’'t
manufactured reliable dental drills
to fix people’s teeth.

They have put two manned space
ships into almost identical orbits
