County Hospital
History Discussed

(Editor’s Note: The News thanks
Mrs. Sandy Parsons, historian of
Plains Memorial Auxiliary for the
following facts about the history
of county. hospital.

In the spring of 1933, Dr. Mayes
Miller established the first hospital
in Castro County. It was privately-
owned and consisted of ten beds
located on the second floor of the
old Bank building.

A short time later, Dr. R. E.
Cogswell became an associate, and
in 1945 he purchased Dr. Millers
interest in the hospital.

On May 8, 1945 a meeting was
held in the office of T. E. Harrison
for the purpose of organizing and
electing a directory for the estab-
lishment of a Cooperative Hospital
in Dimmitt. The officers were W.
R. Simon, president; E. L. Car-
penter, vice-president; T. E. Har-
rison, secretary and treasurer; Sam
Hunter, B. M. Nelson, Walter Hod-
ges, O. D. Dinwiddie, T. F. Bice
and Ed Drerup, directors.

Plains Memorial Hospital, Inc.
was the name proposed by B.M.
Nelson. This name was adopted.
Swain Burkett was employed as
attorney. Opening day for Plains
Memorial Hospital, Inc. was De-
cember 10, 1945. The hospital was
located on the second floor of the
old Bank building. Dr. R. E. Cogs-
well was employed as Chief Physi-
cian.

On March 28, 1953, a bond elec-
tion was held and passed enabling
the purchase by Castro County of
the land, buildings and equipment
from the Co-Operative Plains Me-
morial Hospital. On July 1,
1953, the hospital was established
as a County hospital. The first
board of Directors for the Castro
County Hospital consisted of N. F.
Cleavinger, Bob McLean, Carl
Kemp, Sr., Andrew Acker, Gaines
Neill, Owens Cox and Percy Hart.

Lots 1 thru 16 in block 2 of the
Winona addition were purchased for
the location of the hospital. Bar-

East wing of the new hospital
containg the private and semi-pri-
vate rooms for the medical-surgi-
cal patients.

There are six semi-private rooms
and eleven private rooms. The
semi-private rooms are equipped
with electric hi-low beds, piped-in
oxygen, suction and intercom fto
nurses station. Private rooms are
furnished with all electric beds,
piped oxygen, suction and an in-
tercom station. Four of the pri-
vate rooms have complete private
bath units. Two of these rooms
may be used for isolation.

All patient rooms contains a
centron unit which features an
examining light, reading light, night
light, intercom, oxygen, suction,
telephone outlet, nurses’ call-and
indirect light.

Roomg are equipped with com-
fortable chairs which can be ad-
justed to patient’s or visitors
needs. Other room furnishing in-
clude bedside table and over-bed
table which has mirror for patient
use. Built in cabinets furnish plen-
ty of space for patient’s personal
possessions.

In the semi-private rooms a
large matching draw-drape divid-
es the room allowing privacy for
each occupant. Rooms on the
medical-surgical floor are number
ed 101-129. Rooms on the obste-
trics ward are numbered 200-212.

WHEREAS, the City Commission
of the City of Dimmitt, Texas,
deems the passage, promulgation
and enforcement of the provisions
hereinafter stated necessary for
the protection and promotion of
public health, safety and general
welfare of the community;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR-
DAINED by the City Commission
of the City of Dimmitt, Texas:
SECTION I: Section I, Ordinance
No. 138, is hereby amended by de-
leting said section in its entirety
and substituting in lieu thereof the
following :

SECTION I. FIRE LIMITS: The
Fire Limits shall be divided into
four (4) classes, Class I, Class IT,
Class III, and Class IV. The follow-
ing shall be and are hereby de-
clared to be the Fire Limits of
the City of Dimmitt:

Class I: Beginning at the intersec-
tion of North Broadway and An-
drews Street; thence West 1%
blocks; thence south through the
North-South alleys to the center of

Class II: Beginning at the inter-
section of South Broadway and Stin-
son Street; thence west to the North
South alley in block 113; thence
south through the North-South al-
ley to the center of block 114;

Extensions to or
remodeling to change the type of
construction of existing buildings
shall not be considered as repairs.

SECTION II: Any section or pro-
vision of Ordinance 138 or any
other ordinance or parts of ordi-
nances in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed and superceded by
this ordinance.

What Should Be Done
About Cuba?

Fidel Castro has stated that
Cuba will shoot down any more U-2
planes flying over Cuba, and Rus-
sia has backed him up. The U.S.
has been continuing the U-2 flights
over Cuba to make sure that the
Russians have removed all their
missles from Cuba.

Although the Russians have re-
moved their nuclear ballistic mis-
sles from Cuba, they have left be-
hind smaller ground-to-air missles
that are capable of shooting down
a U-2. These missles are still in
the control of the Russians, but the
Russians are leaving Cuba and
handing them over to Castro.

This new element in the Cuban
situation again brings up the ques-
tion of what to do about Cuba.
The policy of the present admini-
stration is to isolate Cuba economi-
cally, but this has not been com-
pletely effective, as several West-
ern powers, such as Britain, trade
with Cuba. The late President Ken-
nedy stated also that Russia was
not to bring missles into Cuba,
and set up a blockade around Cuba
until the Russians agreed to re-
move them. The Administration is
also trying to limit the power of
Castro by strengthening the econo-
mies of other Latin American
countries through such agencies as
the Alliance for Progress.

One attempt has been made by
Cuban refugees to invade the is-
land, but the well-known Bay of
Pigs fiasco failed. Politicians are
now divided on the question of
whether to aid the Cuban exiles
in invading Cuba, or to discourage
them. Presently, the Republicans
have formed a council encouraging
the Cuban exiles to organize and
defeat Castro’s regime by invading
Cuba from a base in Latin Ameri-
ca.

If the warm spring weather has
drawn you out to work in the yard,
incited you to start a fertilizing

project, or inspired you to plant a
garden, and you haven’t had a

tetanus immunication you are, in
fact, giving tetanus an open invita-
tion.

Tetanus, alias lockjaw, is no
respector of persons. A long-time
gardening enthusiast learned that
lesson the hard way. Her flower
beds were the prettiest for miles
around.

For years she fed her camelias,
pruned her roses and weeded the
beds just so. Last year the gar-
den were the prettiest ever. She
spread barnyard manure, as well
as commercial fertilizer, over the
yard. She didn’t spare the water,
and lovingly cared for the plants
herseli.

To protect her hands and mani-
cured nails she wore work gloves,
and when mosquitos were about
she used insect repellent. But she
didn't protect herself against the
dread-invader-tetanus.

This year when gardening time
came. . .when tiny sprigs of green
began to pop up out of the earth
and buds began to appear on the
bushes, she wasn’t there to tend
her plants. You see, she died of
tentanus.

Tetanus is a killer. Even when
treatment is started almost im-
mediately, about one-third of the
victims die anyway.

Fortunately, there is an effective
and safe immunization procedure
against this disease. But an initial
series of tetanus innoculations
won't help if given after an in-
jury. A booster will do, if you've
had initial protection. Otherwise,
only a horse serum, which is ha-
zardous itself, must be used.

Spores of the bacteria which
cause tetanus are almost every-
where. They are found in soil,
street dust and animal droppings,

particularly in manured soil. A
scratch, cut or open sore may al-
low some of the unseen spores to
enter the body.

Once inside the body these tough
spores turn into a form of tetanus
germs that may secrete a power-
ful toxin - or poison. One-fourth tea-
sponful of this toxin is enough to
kill 100,000 people. In humans, the
toxin causes muscle spasm, con-
vulsions and, frequently death. The
label ‘Lockjaw’’ refers to a spasm
of the jaw mucle which clamps
the jaw shut.

Unless you have had a basic
tetanus immunization in the armed
services or from your family doe-
tor, you must do so before injury
to be protected.

WASHINGTON VISITORS

Miss Martha Diane Toles, a hap-
py young lady from Happy, Texas,
was in Washington this week to be
honored as the Texas winner in
the annual Betty Crocker Search
for the ‘‘American Homemaker of
Tomorrow.” With 50 other girls
(the winners from the 49 other
States and the Distriet of Colum-
bia), Miss Toles was feted at a
reception in the Senate Office Build-
ing where I was privileged to visit
with her and her charming faculty
advisor, Mrs. Karlen Moore, a tea-
cher at Happy High School.

I told Martha Diane that the hon-
or she’d received ( accompanied
by a $1,500 scholarship from Gen-
eral Mills) should permit her to
be graduated from Happy High
School without further study, class
attendance, or examinations. But
she told me that she’d have to
study all the harder to keep up
with her classmates after having
taken time to go on the Home-
maker of Tomorrow tour to Wil-
liamsburg, Washington, and New
York City. The objective of the
Betty Crocker Search is fto assist
schools in their important work of
inspiring in our young people a
deeper awareness and understand-
ing of the American home ‘in our
society and economy and to in-
crease the prestige and acceptance
of homemaking as a career, Mar-
tha Diane Toles is a grand repre-
sentative of these high ideals and
I greatly enjoyed visiting with her.
Records are being set in Wash-
ington this spring for the number
of tourists and visitors. This is a
lovely time of year here; the aza-
leas and dogwood are in bloom,
the grass is green from prolonged
Aprnil rains, and shirtsleeve whea-
ther has arrived.  School groups
from as far away as California
have come by bus to see the Cap-
ital's attractions. Cars parked a-
round the Capitol display license
plates from virtually every State.
Two weeks ago, I attempted to ob-

tain a hotel reservation for an
Amarillo couple who wanted to
stay one more day than they'd
planned, but every hotel in down-
town Washington was filled to cap-
acity and all had lists of persons
hoping for cancelled reservations.

I believe there are two special
reasons for the unusual number of
visitors to the Capital this spring.
One is that many Americans want
to take the opportunity to pay their
personal respects to the late Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy at his grave
in Arlington National Cemetery. An
almost constant procession of Am-
ericans files past the grave each
day, and I know that for many
visitors to Washington this call to
Arlington takes priority over any
other plans, The other reason, I
think, for the large throngs is that
the New York World’s Fair has
opened and Washington is included
in the itineraries of many fair-
bound visitors.

President Kennedy’s grave is a
solid bank of flowers by the end
of each day a Last Sunday, as the
line of respectiul visitors lengthen-
ed so that the last persons in line
would not pass the grave for an
hour, a bus arrived containing
school children from a town in
Pennsylvania. Stepping off the
bus, the children as a group pre-
sented to the soldiers of the honor
guard a wreath to be placed on
the grave. The children were blind.

Here on Capitol Hill, past visitor
records are surpassed each week.
On April 2, men were posted at
each door of the United States
Capitol building to determine the
exact number of visitors. On that
one day, 30,851 persons came to
the Capitol, including 7,700 visitors
in 124 groups who were given half-
hour tours of this most fascinating
national edifice. Capitol Hill’s at-
tractions include, in addition to the
Capitol itself, the House and Se-
nate office buildings (and every
visitor is always welcome in the
office of his Congressman and
Senators), the Supreme Court, and
the Library of Congress.

Large crowds and heavy traffic
are inconveniences in Washington,
but they won’t spoil the pleasure
of a visit here. The problem of
great potential danger to residents
and visifors alike is the high crime
rate in Washington. Young hood-
lums, some of them roving in
gangs, present a serious menace

after dark in many sections of the
city. Because of the danger of arm-
ed robbery, many taxicab drivers
refuse to work at night. Washing-
ton city streets should be avoided
after darkness falls.

AQUA AMMONIA

Aqua ammonia as a nitrogen
fertilizer is receiving increasing at-
tention in the area. Most of the
interest occurs in the sandy, lighter
textured soil area in Hale, Lamb
southern parts of Castro and Par-
mer counties. A small amount of
interest has been shown in the
area of heavier textured soils in
Hale, Castro and Deaf Smith Coun-
ty.

Aqua ammonia is not new. The
main reason very little has been
used is that it costs more than
anhydrous ammonia and it takes
longer to apply aqua than it does
anhydrous.

Agua ammonia is ammonia dis-
solved in water. It usually con-
tains at least 20 percent nitrogen

If the chisel
mark can be properly covered,
there will be no loss of ammonia.
If soil is too wet to close a chisel
mark, compaction by tractors may
cause more harm than the good
you will get from either anhydrous
or aqua. Even our most sandy
soils .that are being farmed have
enough clay in them to hold the
heaviest rates of ammonia normal-
ly used. The main advantage of
aqua is its use on soil with very
heavy stalk residue, however, there
would be few situations where the
higher cost of aqua could be justi-
fied over the use of anhydrous

ammonia as a nitrogen source.

The wheat program signup at
Castro ASCS county office will ex-
tend through May 15.
GROWERS MAY DIVERT ‘ADDI-
TIONAL’ ACRES UNDER WHEAT
PROGRAM

Growers may divert additional
acres under the 1964 voluntary
wheat program and thereby qualify
for a larger diversion payment, ac-
cording to Charley E. Hill, Office
Manager, Agricultural Stablization
and Conservation County Commit-
tee. The minimum diversion pro-
vision of the 1964 program is to
set aside in conserving use 11.11
percent of the farm’s wheat allot~
ment.
The 1964 wheat allotments and
farm normal yields are those is-
sued prior to the marketing quota

referendum held in May of last
year.

If a grower wishes to divert more
than the minimum acreage, the
Office Manager explained, he will
in most cases be able to earn
additional diversion payments by
reducing plantings for harvest as
much as 20 percent below the
farm allotment. On farms where
20 percent of the wheat allotment
is less than 15 acres, the total
diversion may be 15 acres—includ-
ing the minimum diversion.

The diversion payment will be
20 percent of the county loan rate
per bushel and it will be made on
the normal yield of the diverted
acreage.

Hill reminded growers that they
will qualify for the diversion pay-
ment by diverting as many acres
as they sign up for and meeting
other provisions of the program.
A grower who met the program’s
minimum provisions but who fail-
ed to keep his agreement, for

extra diversion would lose all di-

version payments. However, he still
would be eligible for marketing
certificates and price support loans
or purchase of his wheat crop.

A grower wishing to take part
in the 1964 wheat program may
voluntarily sign up before the May
15 deadline, and then participate
by (1) staying within his 1964 acre-
age allotment, (2) devoting the di-
verted acres to a conserving use,
(3) maintaining the farm’s nor-
mal acreage in conserving use, (4)
staying within the allotment for
any other allotment crop on the
farm, and (5) staying within the
wheat allotment on any other farm
in which he has an interest in the
wheat.

Provision is made in the pro-
gram for planting diverted acreage
to “substitute’” crops, in which case
the diversion payment otherwise
available is reduced.

1964 WHEAT LOANS, CERTIFI-
CATES EXPLAINED
Wheat growers who take part in

the voluntary 1964 wheat program

by meeting at least minimum di-
version and other program provi-
sions will be eligible for marketing
certificates, Charley E. Hill, Office
Manager, Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation County Commit-
tee, said today. Also, he said that
growers will be eligible for wheat
price support loans and purchases
if the farm’s wheat acreage is not
in excess of the farm allotment.

The loans will be based on a
county average of $1.27 per bushel
and they will be available for a
participating grower’s entire
wheat production.

The domestic certificates—repre-
senting the producer’s share of the
wheat allocated for U. S. food—
will have a value of 70 cents per
bushel; they will cover 45 percent
of the normal wheat production of
the farm allotment. The export
certificates will be valued at 25
cents per bushel, representing
wheat for export, and these, also,
will cover up to 45 percent of the

farm allotments normal production.

GAL 2—WHEAT PROGRAM

In no case, however, will the
certificates cover more than the
normal production of the acreage
determined for the farm. In case
of underplanting or extra diver-
sion, certificates will first cover
the ‘‘domestic” portion and then
the remaining ‘‘export’” portion.

Hill points out that the wheat
program’s diversion payment avail-
able on acreage shifted into a con-
serving use, will depend on a grow-
er’s diverting as many acres as he
specifies when he signs up to
participate. The diversion payment
per acre will be based on 20 per-
cent of the county’s wheat loan
rate on the farm’s normal yield.

The grower would be eligible for
the marketing certificates even if
he did not divert all the acreage
he agreed to, provided he met the
program’s minimum acreage diver-
sion and other provisions.

The Office Manager suggests that
any questions about the 1964 vol-

ASCS MANAGER SAYS

1964 Wheat Program Offers Diversion Payment

The diversion payment growers
may earn under the 1964 voluntary
wheat program will be based on
a percentage of the county loan
rate, $1.27, Charley E. Hill, Office
Manager, Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation County Commit-
tee, explained today. The national
average for wheat loans is $1.30
per bushel.

The diversion payment per acre
for a farm will be 20 per cent of
the county loan rate per bushel,
multiplied by the normal yield per
acre of wheat for the farm. This
time the number of diverted acres
will give the total diversion pay-
ment for a farm.

A grower will qualify for the

diversion payment if he diverts to
conservation uses as many acres
as he indicates in the intention-to-
participate form at the time he
signs up and if he carries out other
program provisions. The minimum
diversion is 11.11 percent of the
farm wheat allotment; provision
is also made for additional diver-
sion. If the grower fails to divert
all the acreage he signs up for,
he loses the diversion payment.

However, he still may receive
credit for marketing -certificates
provided he meets minimum di-
version and other provisions of the
wheat program. .

The minimum participation in-
cludes staying within the farm’s

1964 wheat allotment, devoting to
conserving use an acreage equal
to at least 11.11 percent of this
farm allotment in addition to main-
taining the normal acreage in
conserving use; staying within the
allotment for any other allotment
crop on the farm; and staying with-
in the wheat allotment on any
other farm in which the producer
has an interest in the wheat.
Hill pointed out that part or all
of the acreage diverted from wheat
under the 1964 program may be
planted to crops approved as ‘‘sub-
stitute crops’’ for conservation use.
In this case, the diversion payment
on the acreage used for the sub-
stitute will be a percentage of the

Notes Given On
Establishment Of
Producing Pasture

Pasture grasses are rapidly be-
coming of major importance in
both the High Plains and Rolling
Plains.

Midland Bermuda grass,
has proven its adaptibility over the
past few years, along with Indian-
grass and Switchgrass, which have
long ago proven their adaptability,
are the principal grasses being
established.

High-producing pastures do not
“just happen.” They are planned
and managed for. There are no
‘“‘short-cuts’’ in establishing high-
producing pastures. There are
some ten “musts” to consider in
establishing high-yielding, improv-
ed pastures:

1. Soil must be highly productive.
A shallow, eroded soil can store
only limited moisture and fertility.
If the soil produces low yields
from cultivated crops, it likewise
may be expected to produce re-

which

2. Must select adapted species of
grasses. There are many grasses
adapted to the Texas Panhandle,
However, many of these do not
respond favorably to fertilization
and or irrigation. .

3. Must have proper seeded. Many
failures to get grass established
can be traced to improper seedbed
preparation. If the seedbed is con-
sidered adequate for the planting
of grain sorghum, then it is ade-
quate for grass planting.

4. Must have good planting mat-
erial. High-quality seeds may cost
more in the beginning, but in the
long run, they have proven less
expensive. There is little loss in
livability of Bermuda grass sprigs
when they are planted immediately
after digging. If the sprigs are to
be transported any distance, dam-
pen and cover and get them in
the ground as soon as possible.
5. Material must be planted at the
proper time. Failures to obtain
stands after July 1 are quite com-
mon  since the grass has insuffi-
cient time to establish an adequate
root system and, in many instan-
ces, winter-kills.

6. Must control weeds. Any plant
that competes with improved pas-
ture grass is a weed. Effective
methods of control may be herbi-
cidal sprays, cultivation, or even
controlled grazing, depending upon
the species of weed competition.
7. Must fertilize properly, Vigorous
growing grasses such as Midland
Bermuda grass, Switchgrass, and
Indiangrass repond to fertilizers
in many way. The water require-
ment per ton of forage produced
will be reduced about one-third on
well-fertilized pastures as com-
pared to non-fertilized. The tonnage
will be much higher and the feed
value will be almost doubled.

8. Must allow plants to establish
efore grazing. Since grass plants
receive approximately 95 percent
of the elements for growth taken
from the air through the leaves
and the elements are transported
to the roots as ‘‘stored food,” it
is all important that the grass be
allowed to keep its leaves until
established in order to carry on the
manufacturing process.

9. Must follow a timely and proper
irrigation plan that will provide
about one-third inch of water each
day.

10. Must properly use the grass
after it is established. Research
and experience have shown that
Midland Bermuda grass should be
grazed no closer than five inches,
and tall grasses such as Indian-
grass and Switchgrass no closer
than 12 inches during the growing
season, Since over 80 percent of
the total feed value of a grass
is above the proper-use height, one
only risks the disappointment in
reduced yield if it is not properly

The
deadline for signing up—the first
step in qualifying as program par-
ticipant—is May 15.

1964 VOLUNTARY WHEAT PRO-
GRAM (QUESTIONS AND
ANSWERS(

Q. Will there be a wheat program
for the 1964 crop?

A. Yes. Congress recently passed
legislation authorizing a wheat pro-
gram for the 1964 and 1965 crop
years.

Q. I raise wheat on my farm. Must
I take part in this program?
A. No. The new program is com-
pletely voluntary. No producer is
required to take part.

Q. Who is eligible to take part in
the 1964 program?

A. The program is open to every
wheat grower, regardless of the
number of acres he produces, if
he has a 1964 wheat allotment.
This allotment is the acreage you're
eligible to harvest this year if you
decide to take part in the pro-
gram. You don’t need to make any
further acreage cuts unless you
want to.

Q. I've mislaid my allotment notice.
How can I find out what my al-
lotment is?

A, Call or visit your ASCS county
office—they’ll be happy to provide

the information you need.

Q. How do I take part in the pro-
gram?

A. You will need to file an applica-
tion at your county ASCS office
not later than May 15. Since the
program is voluntary, you won’t
be automatically enrolled. Signing
an application is the first step to
participate.

Q. What do I gain by signing up
in the wheat program this year.
A. By signing up by May 15 and
by meeting other program require-
ments, you become eligible for:
(1) A price support loan or pur-
chase, at $1.30 nation average, on
all wheat you produce on an eligi-
ble farm. In Castro County the loan
rate will be $1.27 a bushel.

(2) You'll receive credit for ‘“do-
mestic” certificates valued at 70
cents a bushel for 45 percent of
your allotment’s normal production,
and “‘export’’ certificates valued at
25 cents a bushel for an additional
45 percent of normal production
in no case, may the certificates
exceed the normal production of
the acres planted for harvest. The
certificates will be based on your
normal wheat production.

(3) Diversion payments for having
set aside in conserving use an
acreage not less than 11.11 per-
cent of your allotment. At the same
time, the 1964 allotment of which

you were previously notified may
be fully planted. The diversion pay-
ment will be based on 20 percent
of your county price support loan
rate times yuvar normal yield. You
can also set aside in conserving
use an additional 20 percent of
your allotment, or up to a total of
15 acres if this is larger; but this
additional diversion will need to be
accompanied by a corresponding
reduction from the allotment in ac-
tual wheat acres planted for har-
vest.
Q. I have planted within my farm
wheat acreage allotment for 1964.
Do I have to do anything further
to be eligible for price support on
the wheat I produce?
A. No. If price support is all you
are interested in for 1964, you have
met the necessary requirement by
planting within your farm wheat
acreage allotment.
Q. Suppose I sign up in the pro-
gram, I'll be eligible for price sup-
port, marketing certificates, and a
diversion payment. But what may
I do with the wheat I produce?
A. You have several choices:
(1) You can put it under price sup-
port:
(2) You can market it; or
(3) You can store it on your farm
and feed it to your livestock., in
other words, it's your wheat, and
whichever choice you make, you
will still receive your certificates
and diversion payment as long as
you've met other program provi-
sions.
Q. What happens if I sign up in
the program and then have a crop
failure, or part of my crop is de-
stroyed?
A. If you plant wheat for harvest
and have a complete failure, you
will still be eligible for certificates
based on the acres planted and
normal yield for your farm. If you
harvest only part of a crop, you
will still be eligible for certificates
based on acres planted and normal
yield, and the portion of the crop
harvested would be eligible
for price support loan.
Q. Where can I get more detailed
information on the 1964 voluntary
wheat program?
A, For more information on the
wheat program and how it affects
your farm, call or visit your ASCS
county office. Better do it soon—
final signup date is May 15.

him what the domestic allotment
is for his particular farm.

Generally, the domestic allotment
is 67 percent of the farm’s 1964
“‘effective’” allotment (the regular
allotment after any release or re-
apportionment). If the acreage
planted to cotton on the farm in
1962 or 1963 was less than the
1964 effective allotment, the farm’s
domestic allotment will be 67 per-
cent of the higher acreage for 1962
or 1963, but not less than 15 acres.
For small farms, the domestic al-
lotment will be the smaller of (a)
the 1964 effective farm allotment
or (b) 15 acres.

Many cotton growers thus will be
able to earn the extra price sup-
port payment without reducing
their acreage below the regular cot-
ton allotment. The office manager
reminded growers that the price
support payment for keeping cotton
acreage within the farm’s domestic
allotment is intended to com-
pensate farmers for reducing pro-
duction. The acreage thus taken

grains planted on the farm may
not exceed the feed grain base if
the farm'’s effective allotment is
more than 15 acres.

The extra payment will amount
to 3.5 cents per pound on the nor-
mal yield per acre established for
the farm. (The normal yield and
the payment rate per acre are also
on the notice sent to cotton far-
mers.) The total price support pay-
ment for a domestic allotment farm

would be the acreage determined
for the farm multiplied by the
farm. payment rate per acre, and
it will be paid in-kind after per-
formance is checked. The Govern-
ment will help in marketing the
payment-in-kind certificates. The
domestic allotment grower will also
be eligible for the regular price
support loan on his cotton crop, at
the basic level of 30 cent per
pound, Middling 1-inch, at aver-
age location.

Other “‘Allotment” choices under

the 1964 upland cotton program
are (1) keeping within the farm’s
regular effective allotment, and (2)
growing a small export acreage
in addition to the effective allot-
ment not to exceed 5 per cent of
such allotment. Price support will
be available to growers choosing
one of these two options through
loans at the basic 30-cent level on
the production from the allotment
acres only. No extra payment
would be available to these grow-
ers.
