More D’Annunzios

Every eountiy nnd e\ery Hire needa a man like Ga­
briele d'Annunzto aa a reU'nae from the humdrum and the 
proaaic. the routine and the inevitatple dull monotony of 
everyday living D'Annunzio was the flaah of lightninx 
acrtiaa the heavena aiid the apray of .uilt water daahing on 
the rocka. To Italy he waa romantic and adventure, love 
and poetry and drama.

D'.Annunzio published hia first book of poems when he 
waa 16. He knew French. Krgliah and German and his 
Greek and Latin were the envy of literary friends. Elected 
to the Chamber of Deputies, he resigned in disgust because
there were “ too many words without action.”

• • •

Hia love affairs, particular hia famous rymanre with 
Kleanora Duse were the vicarious joy of every honest 
Italian. D’Annunzio lived like a feudal lord in his Vnia 
Vittanale. over the poor of which was engraved "Per Non 
Domire” — "It it impoaaihle to sleep henv" He wrote vast­
ly— playa. nuvela. poetrv. He wa.s a daring. dA«hing squad­
ron leader in the World War luid the national hero of 
Flume after the war. He originated the Black Jihirta. gave 
Muaaolini the title of “ II Duce." suggested many of the 
principles of F'ascism.

He was created a prince and honored countless times 
by hu nation. He was dominating, hold and jealous of his 
freedom from day-by-day ties. His life hiimed along a 
rushing stream according to his own definition. “ Vivere
Aredendo” — “ lively Ardently.”

• • •

Death was the most prosaic thing that ever happened 
to d'Annunzio He courted glorious deaths, often talked ot 
taking his own life in spectacular fashion as old age came 
upon him But he waited for death to amvtvr and died in 
flannel pajamas while dressing for aimer. That was an 
unkind fate whirh must have known no one wnuld accu*^ 
the Italian hero of being iinimagin.cti\e because of it. For 
everything d'Annunrio did wai- vital in its own way. vital 
to Italy or vital to d'.Annunzio Hu- was a flight from real­
ity that the -irdinary man never achieves, but never tires 
of dreaming of Every age ne-ds him.
