prepared in advance of serving," ,  
state* Dr. Geo. W. Cox, state 
hsallh sfficer.

"Prrvrntisn e f food poisoning 
requiro* clean food bandied aa 
Httla aa poaetbl* and consumsd 
while it is fresh. Foods prepami 
hours before serving, and allow­
ed to ataud at warm temperatures 
beciun* giMsi culture media for 
hactrria. ('ookad products of a 
perishable nature are readily sub­
ject to decomposition, and must 
be kept well refrigerated.

"Most food poisoning is caused 
by infection by cortain type* of 
bacteria which grow rapidly uadrr 
favorabla conditions, such aa high 
temperstur* and high humidity. 

Tbo iufoction may come from dir­
ty hamia, utonssU, fUas, raiioats, 
contaminated water, infected 
food materials and In some casoa 
ia certain types of bacteria, 
which are rapidly spread and not 
necessarily associated with filthy 
coiwNtiona.

"I'icnic food is imrtlcularly sus­
ceptible to transmitting food poi­
soning to the member* of the pic­
nic party. Be sura you have sound.

freOi foods, clean, free from stag­
nant oj ara. slime, etc. Require 
all who prv|iar* food for use to 
wash their hands thoroughly be­
fore handtiiig it. Avoid cxceeiiive 
hand contacts with thr food. See 
that clean containers are used and 
that special cars is exercised in 
wrapping fbods and in protecting 
them from contamination.

" I f  food must be prepared 
murh in advance of use, cook It 
thoroughly, keep it refrigerated 
and otherwise protacted at a tem­
perature of under 60 degre*-* un­
til you are ready te use it. Avoid 
serving f*M>d* that are readily in- 
fecteil, such as certain salads and 
cream-filled pastries. Any foods 
that ars not to be served immedi­
ately should be kept on ire. Milk, 
kc cream and dairy product* in 
general should be from approved 
sources-

"Digestive upsets cannot always 
ba blamed ou the food served or 
oaten at an outing. Sometimes *x- 
ceselv* heat and humidity com­
bined with over-exertion and over­
heating, aa well as over-eating, 
help to bring them about. Kemvm 
her this, and don’t indulge in loo 
strenuous exercise when the days 
are het and muggy. DonX over­
indulge. either, in unwias combi- 
nattone of foods”  ;
