The rela-
tives have never in years past
leaned toward sensationalism,
and Mrs. Acker apparently
felt that her family was not
now telling how bad the
situation really was.

The nine-story condomin-
ium where Mrs. Cascillo lives
still stands, but she said that
the clinic where she works as
a nurse collapsed during 'lhe
earthquake. An emergency
clinic was set up, she added,
and now there is much
disease among survivors.

The
auxiliary's projects this year
are to refurbish the hospital
rooms with new paint,
curtains, etc., and to buy a
medication cart and a new
coffee machine.

Since 1969, the Plains
Memorial Hospital Auxiliary
has provided 842,900 to
upgrade the equipment and

atmosphere -of the local
hospital.
Hospital Auxiliary funds

have purchased an ERG
machine, rockers, furniture, a
Phontel unit, nursery shades,
X-ray tables, Isolette infant
incubator, orthopedic equip-
ment, an X-ray machine, a

Last year the auxiliary
donated $10,000 to pay part of
the cost of updating the
Intensive Care Unit. The
hospital district is to provide
the balance of funds for this
project, but an auxiliary
spokeswoman said the
hospital has not been able to
allocate its share because of
the costs of defending itself in
lawsuits. This 810,000 is still
being held in reserve, the
spokeswoman said.
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Lonny Rhynes says he plans
no major changes in the
Castro County Sheriff's Office
when he officially becomes
the new sheriff next Thurs-
day.

After the death of sheriff-
elect Joe Ben Mitchell, the
naming of a successor fell to
the county commissioners.
Rhynes, a former deputy who
ran second to Mitchell in the
Democratic primary, was
named as the appointee. He
is to be sworn into office next
Thursday morning as the first
official act of the new
commissioners’ court.

Rhynes said the Sheriff's
Office staff ‘‘is pretty well
going to stay the same."

The present staff includes
Deputies W. J. Crews, Ray
Aleman and Ronnie Ballew.
Jerry Jansa serves as a
deputy and dispatcher. The
other dispatchers are Earlene
West, Art Kasher and Coy
Dunn.

Rhynes will continue living
in Hart, where he owns his
home, and he will name a
chief deputy for the city of
Dimmitt. He said he will
discuss the appointment with
hi$ deputies before a chief
deputy is selected.

Although the state does not
require that deputies take law
enforcement courses throught
enforcement courses through
the Panhandle Regional
Planning Commission,
Rhynes said that attendance
will be necessary for his
deputies.

“They want to,”" Rhynes
said of the present deputies’
plans to take the PRPC
courses in specialized"areas,
adding, ''It doesn’t hurt to
have a refresher course:’’

Rhynes mentioned that he
may attend the Dept. of
Public Safety Academy’s
special course for sheriffs
when it is again offered.

The appointee said that his

feelings about suddenly
becoming the new sheriff in
January are ‘‘hard to

desbribe'’ and that he wished
the circumstances had been
different.

“I'm looking forward to
working with the commision-
ers’ court, with the citizens
and to any help they can
give,”" Rhynes said, adding
that he also looks forward to
working with other law
enforcement officials in our
county and in the surrounding
counties.

Military spokesmen reiter-
ated the Air Force's prefer-
ence for site location in
Nevada and Utah in their
unveiling of the third Draft
Environmental Impact State-
ment in Albuquerque.

They added, however, that
deployment of the 200
missiles in Eastern New
Mexico-West Texas remains a
"‘viable alternative.’’

The MX Proposal calls for
200 missiles which will be
shuffled between 4,600
shelters to keep their location
a secret.

Air Force representatives,
as well as representatives of
HDR Sciences of Santa
Barbara, Calif.,, the private
firm contracted to prepare the
Environmental Impact State-
ment (EIS), addressed the
problem of creating a boom-
bust economy.

Mention the arts, and most
people think of painting,
sculpture, perhaps music and
the theater. Violin-making is
not among the first which
come to mind.

But the making of a musical
instrument like a violin com-
bines the skills of a sculptor
and a musician, and takes the
steady hand and patience of a
master craftsman.

Lamesa's Vernon Flenniken
is carving a name for himself
in the world of violin making.

Central Care Systems
buys South Hills Manor

South Hills Manor has been
purchased by Central Care
Systems, Inc., (CCS), a
company based in Richard-
son.

The change of ownership
became effective Dec. 1.

Steve Woolstenhulme, CCS
president, commended the
previous owner, Virgil
Justice, on the upkeep of the
home.

“We feel that the Justices
have done a very good job,"”
he said.

Woolstenhulme said the

Manor currently has a
superior rating, and that
probably only 2% of the

nursing homes in the state
have achieved that status.

Woolstenhulme said CCS
owns nursing homes in Okla-
homa and the Panhandle of
Texas.

He said CCS's first priority
with South Hills Manor would
be to get more patients. The
Manor is licensed to have 118
beds, but at present has only
65 patients.

CCS reportedly won’t try to
cut the staff, to redecorate, or
make major changes in the
operation of the home. They

are '‘very pleased’’ with the
present management and
staff, Woolstenhulme said.

Woolstenhulme expected
the transition to be so smooth
that the patients wouldn't
even notice.

Dr. Don York of Canyon
supervises CCS Homes in the
Panhandle-Plains area. He
analyzes the situations in the
CCS homes, noting the needs
of each and reporting them to
CCS.

Dr. York started with CCS
Dec. 1, but he has been a
licensed administrator of
nursing homes for 19 years.
For 18 years, he owned a
nursing home in Canyon.

Woolstenhulme said the
new owners' major concern is
proper maintenance.

Woolstenhulme stressed
that CCS was not an outside
corporation coming in to take
frunds from the community.
He said CCS's purpose was
“‘not to take from the
community, but rather, to add
to the community.”" Dr. York
added, ‘“We want to,join the
community. "’

Eoolstenhulme said all
funds of the Manor will

Finally, the best
development, in non-fiction
was the Rockford College
Institute, a conservative
think-tank which monthly puts
out well documented and well
written essays on how
American liberalism is chang-
ing us.
