Workshop For CAP Directors

Frank Latimer, executive direct-
or of the Castro County Office of
Economic Opportunity, returned
Yome this week after attending a
state workshop for CAP executive
directors at Austin. Latimer stat-
ed that:

“Only fifty-fie Community Act-
ion Programs cover eighty-eight
counties, but seventy-seven per-
cent of the population are organ-
ized in Texas, and it is doubtful
if many more will meet the re-
quirements of The Office of Eco-
nomic Opportunity and be funded.

“As with all government pro-
grams, if a county fails to avail
itself of Federal, State and any
public monies, others will qualify

and spend the money for you, but
in their own counties. However,
there never will be enough mon-
ey, so we are fortunate that our
programs have been approved,
and we are in excellent positions
as further grants are submitted
for consideration."

Congressional Comm. To Consider
"Truth In Packaging” Proposal .

Congressman Walter Rogers
sa'd Saturday the House Commit-
tee on Interstate and Foreign
Commerce, of which he is rank-
ing majority member, will begin
hearings Tuesday on so-called
“truth in packaging legislation.

Congressman Rogers said the
proposal is one that '‘must be
weighed very carefully because
its provisions could constitute an
absolute encroachment into the
free enterprise system — and
could measurable jeopardize man-
ufacturing progress and opportun-
ities for young people and small
businessmen."’

Congressman Rogers said the
bill to be considered would dele-
gate decision making powers al-
fecting one-fourth of all consumer
goods expenditures to officials in
Federal regulatory agencies.

“The Committee will have 10
decide, during its careful review
of this matter, whether legis-
lation posed in the name of con-
sumer protection is in reality a
further effort by federal regula-
tcrs to expand their power 1o
regulate this country’s cconom:ic
life and future,” Congressman
Rogers said.

As initial witnesses, Secretary
of Commerce John T. Connor and
officials of the Federal Trade
Commission and Food and Drug
Administration will appear before
the Commerce Committee.

In Monday's session of the Com-
mittee, Congressman Rogers said,
a final decision is expected to be
made on provisions to be included

in auto’ safety legislation to be,

recommended to the House. Con-

gressman Rogers said the cmtm-l
versial, highly-publicized issue cof
auto safety had been handled by
the Committee “in an extmmclyl
responsible manner’’ and that the
bill to be reported will be ‘“‘more
practical and workable than sim-
flar legislation passed recently by
the Senate.

In the Interior and Insular Al-
fairs Committee, on which Con-
gressman Rogers serves as sec-
ond ranking majority member, de-
liberations will continue on the
Lower Colorado River Basin Pro-
jects Act, legislaton which was
forwarded to the full Committee
by the Rogers Subcommittee on
Irrigation and Reclamation. As a
result of efforts led by Congress-
man Rogers, the Texas Panhandle
and High Plains area is inciuded
in the bills provisions for planning
the future use of Western and
Southwestern water resources.

The full House of Representa-
tives will spend the week delibera-
ting the Civil Rights Act of 1966,
which Congressman Rogers term-
ed “a highly controversial mea-
sure certain to touch off a bitter
fight on the floor, because the
bill's housing provisions, contain-
ed in Title IV, are looked upon
by some as a flagrant violation
of the Constitutional right of ori-
vate ownership of property.”

YOUR OLD SHOES TELL VOL-
UMES ABOUT YOU

Your shoes should be built for
walking, and your old shoes are
your best guides to what you
need in a new pair. So, if you
made mistakes in selecting your
last pair of shoes, both your
shoes and you have suffered. The
way the old shoes look now may
show you what those mistakes
were,

Here are some of the common
signs you may find on your old
shoes that indicate some ‘‘buy-
manship”’ mistakes. If the shoe
is worn unevenly, with most of

the signs of wear in the front, the |

shoe is too short for you. Soles
should wear through first at the
center. If the upper portions of
the shoe bulge over the shoe line,
the shoe is too narrow. Shoes
that are worn completely out of

shape shcw that size shoe is all
wreng for you. In that case,
you'd better have your shoe sales-
man make a special check of the
exact size you need.

When the shoe heel pushes un-
der or new lifts are needed often,
the shoe is too short. Wear at
the tce tip also means that the
shoe is too short.

Heels that wear on the inside
indicate that your arch is weak.
Slight wearing at the back or
cutside line is normal. When
‘“pockets’’ for the toes wear in-
side the scle, the shoe is too tight.

Farm Safety Week in Texas and
the nation focuses attention on
all farm hazards and places spe-
cial emphasis on the prevention
of highway accidents involving
slow-moving farm vehicles. The

campaign is sponsored jointly by
the National Safety Council, the
U. S. Department of Agriculture
and the Texas Farm and Ranch
Safety Council.

“Today's increas:ng demand for
farm products places world-wide
attention and importance on Ame-
rica's farm population,” said How-
ard Pyle, president of the Nation-
al Safety Council. “Farm fami-
lies and rural leaders must make
a joint effort to eradicate hazards
that could cause death, unneces-
sary suffering, and loss of time
and money."

Farm Safety Week comes at a
time of the year when farm people
are actively involved in all phases
of farm work. It is an important
and ideal t:me to check the safe-
ty of farm equipment and environ-
ment.

Farmers who sometimes drive
slow-mcving vehicles on the high-
ways should know about and use
the Slow-Moving Vehicle (SMV)
emblem. City and urban dwellers
who travel the rural roads should
kncw ard recognize the SMV em-
blem. It could prevent your be-
ing involved in a rear end colli-
sicn with slow moving equipment.

The emblem is a flourescent
vellow - orange colored triangle
with a dark red reflective border.
It is placed on the rear of slow-
moving vehicles so it can be seen
easily by other drivers, day or
night, from a distance of 500 feet
or more., It was designed by Ohio
State University researchers and
first introduced two years ago as
a safety device, Since then its
use has been made mandatory by
law in Ohio and will be required
in Nebraska next year. Other
states are considering similar leg-
islation.

Black Plastic Ups |
Cantaloupe Yields

Drive by Roland Dreahn's farm
on U. S, highway 290 near Hemp-
stead and you'll see two strips of
shiny, black plastic along the
ground. Cantaloupes are growing
up through the plastic.

will tell you that so far this year
he's harvested 1,490 pounds of
cantaloupes from those two rows.
Two identical rows — except for
the plastic — have yielded a mea-
sly 60 pounds to date.

In this light, it doesn't look =o
odd, it seems almcst fantastic
instead.

Dreahn is using the plastic in
a demonstration for the Waller
County Agricultural Agent, Burl
Richardson. Richardson is out to
show the truck garden farmers in
Waller County the benefits of us-
ing the black plastic mulch.
Dreahn's demonstration is a good
talking point.

Leooks kind of cdd at first. If|
you stop and talk to Dreahn, he|

““Actually,”” says County Agent
Richardson, ‘‘the rows without

the plastic will yield more than
60 pounds. But it will come later 'i
— and the early-seascn price is
nearly always better."”” He figures
the rows without plastic may yield
500 pounds at {he most. All the
rcws are 410 feet long.

Richardscn says berefits of the|
plastic are getting early yield|
(and the higher price) and a
higher yield. Reason for the high-
er, carly yield is the plastic con-|
serves mcisture and absorbs sun- |
light — allowing earlier planting
and faster germination.

Also, there is less cultivation
laor since webeds wo't gorw up
thrcugh the glastic. Nutgrass is
the exception. Don’t use plastic
on ground where there s nutgrass,
says Richardson, unless the soil
is sterilized first.

The plastic ccmes in rclls 3 1o
4 feet wide. t is rolled down the
row before planting, and each|
edge covered slightly with dirt to|
hold it down. Then, holes are
punched and the seeds planted.

Dreahn c=ays the plastic keeps
his cantaloupes from rotting since
they rest on the plastic instead
of the ground. The plastic can
also be used on watermelons, to-
