Including Suburbs 

According to ‘census figures 
released by District Supervisor 
Unger, Plainview has a popula-
tion of 8,834, on April 1, 1930. 

The increase since 1920, when 
government's figures showed 3,-
939, was 121 per cent on the city 
of Plainview proper. 

According to the Herald at 
Plainview, including the suburbs 
which, are not in the corporate 
limits, that city's population will 
easily exceed 10,000, which is 
the figure accepted by the Board 
of City Development there, the 
leading civic organization.
