Write-ins rumored,
but most deny move

Five people were rumored
to be write-in candidates in
the Dimmitt and Nazareth
elections, but most of them
have denied the rumors.

E. M. Jones of Dimmitt did
say that he had been ap-
proached by friends to run for
alderman, and that he agreed
to do so.

“Some people just wanted
another choice,"’ Jones said,
“‘and I felt that I could do a
good job of serving."

Larry Gonzales of Dimmitt
said that he is not running a
write-in campaign for alder-
man.

“I'm out of local politics for
this year, because of the
many other projects I'm work-
ing on at the state level,”
Gonzales said.

Former Dimmitt city man-
ager Garnett Holland also
denied any knowledge of a
write-in campaign on his be-
half for the office of mayor.

In Nazareth, Ethel Sch-
mucker and J. C. Pohlmeier
both said ‘‘I am not running,”’
when asked about rumors
concerning their candidacy for
the Nazareth school board.

Fleming all are running for
reelection. No one else filed.

In the Dimmitt school board
election, Deanne Clark,
Stanley Nelson and Fred
Bruegel, Jr. all are running
for reelection. Richard Hunt-
er also is running for one of
the board positions in Dim-
mitt,

Three men are seeking re-
election to the Hospital Ad-
ministration Board of Plains
Memorial Hospital.

On the Hart school board,
three positions are open.

Kids, Inc., begins
$6,000 fund drive

Will there be a junior base-
ball program for Dimmitt's
youngsters this summer?

That depends on whether
Dimmitt Kids, Inc., can raise
enough money to run the
program.  Officials of the
organization figure that
$6,000 will be needed, and
are launching a campaign this
week to try to raise that
amount,

Kids, Inc., is the financial
arm for all junior sports pro-
grams that are not school-
affiliated. = These programs
include Babe Ruth Baseball,
Pony Baseball, and Kids,
Inc., Basketball (formerly
Little Dribblers).

It's the baseball programs
that cost the most, according
to Kids, Inc., President John
Brooks. In the basketball
program, players’ and spon-
sors' fees generally cover the
cost of equipment, T-shirts
and insurance, while the
schools provide the faciltiies.

In the baseball programs,
Brooks explained, ‘‘Equip-
ment is so expensive that the
player fees won't start to
cover the cost.”” The $6,000
fund drive goal, he said, ‘'is
really what we need to run
our program, over and above

player fees, sponsor fees and
concession income.’’

Inflation, Brooks said, ‘‘has
really hit us hard on sports
equipment. Baseballs alone
run $144 per week during the
season — and that's if the
parks are dry.”" Also, he
said, Kids, Inc., pays the
maintenance costs on the
baseball parks.

This is the first year for
Kids, Inc., to conduct its own
fund drive, following the
collapse last year of the Dim-
mitt United Way. Kids, Inc.,
was the biggest single money
recipient in the United Way,
but had the smallest per-child
cost in operating its program
(about $23 per child per year).

Brooks said 260 youngsters
are expected to sign up for
Babe Ruth and Pony baseball
this summer, and that the
basketball program is now
getting underway with 60
more youngsters than it had
last year.

““We're looking at two
eventualities,”’ Brooks said as
the fund drive started this
week. ‘“We can either raise
the money needed and pro-
vide a good program for the
kids, or we can say, ‘Sorry,

kids, no more programs.” We
don’t want to get halfway into
the season and run out of
money."’

Serving with Brooks on the
Kids, Inc., board of directors
are Larry Gonzales, vice-
president; David Schaeffer,
secretary-treasurer; Jerry
Stump, Pat Barrios, Jim
Killingsworth, Mickey
Bishop, Richard Bennett,
Jerry Heller, Kay Wardlaw,
Cheryle Pybus, Henry Ra-
maekers, Joe Josselet.

Bob Murdock, Ralph Lambright and Loranell Hamilton were
announced as the winners of the year's top civic awards at the
1983 Dimmitt Chamber of Commerce Banquet Monday night.

Murdock was named the Citizen of the Year, Lambright
received the Citizen Through the Years plaque, and Mrs.
Hamilton was named the Teacher of the Year.

Murdock, who at first was speechless after accepting the
Citizen of the Year award from Gerald Hanners, headed for his
chair and then — at the urging of friends — doubled back to
the podium and exclaimed, ‘‘Anything I've done for any of you,
I've done it because I love you."

‘‘This is the nicest thing I could have received since this is
my last year of teaching,’’ Mrs. Hamilton told the banquet
audience of 351 after accepting the Teacher of the Year award.
““Thank you very much.”” Her award was presented by Avis
Smith, last year's winner.

Lambright, who was cited by Rev. Ed Freeman for the
voluntary services he provides both at the community and
person-to-person levels, commented, ‘I enjoy doing what I do.
I like to help people.”

Also recognized at the banquet were members and coaches
of the Dimmitt Bobcats basketball team.

And Chamber President Jim Killingsworth, master of
ceremonies, paid tribute to many who ‘‘have helped make the
life and conditions here better’” — especially local farmers who
helped clear the streets during the winter’'s record snowfalls,
and merchants who have helped local residents cope with the
hard winter and recession while supporting the programs that
benefit the community.

“It's the efforts of such people on behalf of others that give
small-town life a unique quality,’’ Killingsworth commented.

Lambright, 70, is a retired farmer and a member of the Lee
Street Baptist Church, the Odd Fellows Lodge, the Castro
County Senior Citizens, Veterans of Foreign Wars and
American Legion. He and his wife, Velma, live at 605 W.
Grant St.

The Teacher of the Year for 1983 is qualified to teach a wide
variety of subjects, Mrs. Smith noted.

Mrs. Hamilton, a native of Oklahoma, ‘‘taught in Oklahoma,
Kansas and New Mexico before moving to Dimmitt in 1957,"
Mrs. Smith explained. ‘‘She has now taught in Dimmitt 26
years and during this time she went back to school to earn a
master's degree from Eastern New Mexico with a major in
math, because Dimmitt needed a math teacher. She went back
to school later to study science because Dimmitt needed a
science teacher. Occasionally Dimmitt has needed another
history teacher, and she has been called upon to take a class or
two of history (which was her major for her bachelor’'s degree).

‘‘She has always been willing to fill whatever position was
needed and to do an outstanding job of it,”" Mrs. Smith said.

Mrs. Hamilton also has taught adult night classes several
years through the GED Program, and many of her adult
students have gone on to college or specialty schools.

On the job training

program is explained

Part of the Comprehensive
Employment and Training
Act, (CETA), deals with the
On-The-Job-Training (OJT),
Program. This program is
designed to place unemployed
persons in training positions
with the goal of permanent
employment.

These training periods
range from four weeks to
three and one-half months
depending on the skill level
desired.

Qualified applicants will be
provided to an employer for
an interview for an open
position. The employer is not
required to hire anyone in the
program.

When an applicant is
selected to fill the position, he
or she is placed on the
employers payroll. The parti-
cipant will be treated as any
other employee.

The employer will be reim-
bursed for 50% of the partici-
pant's wages, not to include
fringe benefits, for the train-
ing period. This reimburse-
ment will be paid at the end
of each month requiring only
a short reimbursement form.

The participant may be
terminated by the employer at
anytime during the training
period. The position may
then be refilled by another
participant or left unfilled for
the duration of the training
period.
