by bacteria which live on the 
roots of legume plants. Legume 
seeds should be inoculated to in-
sure the presence of these bac-
teria in the soil. 

The reason -why this subject is 
being brought up now is because 
right now is the season of the 
year to plant one of these legume 
crops, namely Hubam Clover. Hu-
ban Clover is an annual white 
blossom si,veetclover that fits well 
in a crop rotation for our wheat-
growing country. It may be 
planted in late February, March, 
or early April and may be drilled 
in your present wheat crop or in 
grain sorghum stubble. For best 
results, it should be fertilized 
with superphosphate. After the 
wheat has been harvested this 
summer, the Hubam Clover may 
be grazed and then turned under 
as a green manure crop when the 
first blooms appear, or it may be 
left for seed harvest. Seed may be 
harvested in plenty of time to get 
a wheat crop in the same fall. 

Last year V. E. Bearden ob-
tained 3800 pounds of cleaned 
seed from around 8% acres, or an 
average of 447 pounds per acre. 
Noble Howard reported approxi-
mately the same yield from his 
Hubam Clover last year. Earl 
Backus, Willis Hawkins, and L. L. 
Arnold also harvested Hubam 
Clover seed last year. All of these 
farmers will probably have seed 
for sale, or it may be obtained 
from our local seed store in Dim-
mitt. 

You, Mr. Farmer, are losing 
money every year that you do not 
have a soil-improving crop in 
your rotation. The cost of putting 
in a soil-improving crop is very 
small as compared to the returns 
which will be yours. 

In addition to the benefits of 
adding nitrogen and organic mat-
ter, the Hubam Clover has roots 
which will do a much better job 
of opening up your soil than deep 
chiseling will do, and the job will 
last longer. 

Plant Hubam Clover now. Seve-
ral farmers in this district have 
the same problem as Leo Ehly 
who farms one mile north of Naz- 
areth. In 1949, Leo harvested 50 
bushels of grain sorghum per acre 
and in 1950 he harvested only 20 
bushels. Other farmers have re-
ported similiar drops in yields, 
though, usually over a longer 
period of time. One of. the causes 
of this lowering of production, 
and perhaps the greatest cause, is 
the depletion of the organic mat-
ter in the soil. Organic matter, is 
that part of the soil which has 
been derived from decayed plants 
or animal matter. Some soil 
scientists and crop specialists 
have said that organic matter is 
the very life of the soil. Without 
it, a particular soil is unable to 
absorb as much water, or hold as 
much water, and it cannot sup-
port the soil micro-organisms 
which decompose organic matter 
making plant nutrients available 
to plants. Without organic mat-
ter the particles of soil "run to-
gether" or seal over when rain 
falls or when irrigation water is 
applied, so that water runs off in-
stead of soaking into the ground 
for plant use. Organic matter 
tends to loosen up tight soils and 
performs the funstiorr of a bind-
ing material for sandy soil.s All 
soils which have been cultivated 
for a number of years with most 
of the crop production being re-
moved from the land lose a large 
part of the organic matter, and 
consequently, yields may be ex-
pected to decrease materially. 

So. there's our problem and the 
solution of the problem is within 
the reach of every farmer. The 
organic matter of the soil may be 
increased in a natural way by 
plowing under of green crops, es-
pecially legumes. Not only do le-
gumes increase the actual organic 
content of the soil, but they also 
increase the nitrogen content 
through the formation of nodules

DO YOU KNOW that if you 
loan a man your car to go a short 
distance for a few minutes, and 
instead he goes to California, or 
some other long distance, that he 
may not be guilty of theft? 

Theft is the unlawful taking of 
the property of another, and as-
serting ownership over it. If you 
allow a man to use your car?. he 
has not taken it unlawfully. He 
may have violated your confi-
dence in him by exceeding the 
limits of the authority you gave 
him, but his taking was not thus 
unlawful. Then, if the person who 
borrowed your car, always de-
clared the same to be a borrowed 
car, and he in no way asserted a 
claim to the car, he would not be 
guilty of theft. Of course, if the 
car was taken without your 
knowledge or consent, another 
sitation entirely exists, or if the 
person exceeding the authority 
given him, asserts that he is the 
owner of the car, or attempts to 
sell the car or mortgage, or ex-
creise other acts of alleged own-
ership over the car, then he may 
be punished for theft.

A Sweater

9  Laundering a sweater is an art 
that any girl can acquire, says 
Dorothy Dixon, Sherman county 
Home Demonstration Agent. 

She recommends collecting all 
the material needed to wash a 
sweater before starting the job. 
This includes a dish pan, mild 
soap flakes, a towel, a large piece 
of paper, a pencil, and lukewarm 
water. 

Miss Dixon advises using the 
following procedure: 

Place all necessary material 
Within easy reach. Draw art out-
line of the sweater on the piece 
of paper before wetting it. This 
will save considerable time in 
shaping the garment after it has 
been laundered. 

Use both hands in the washing 
process. Cup the hands and 
squeeze the suds through the gar-
ment. Mild soap and lukewarm 
water are the best agents for 
cleaning a sweater. 

Rinse the sweater in water 
that is the same temperature as 
used for washing. After the 
sweater is rinsed, remove the ex-
cess water by gently squeezing—
rather than by wringing. 

Spread the sweater on the pap-
er and shape it on the outline. 
Spread. a towel on the sweater, 
and turn the whole works—towel, 
sweater, and paper—over. The 
sweater will be left on the towel 
in perfect shape. 

Leave the sweater on the towel 
while it dries. Allow it to dry in 
a moderate temperature. Do not 
dry it in hot air or before an 
open fire. An electric fan may be 
used for drying if one is avail-
able. 

Press the sweater lightly after 
it dries to give it a new look. 
Miss Dixon cautions . that the 
usual sliding motion for pressing 
will stretch the knitted material. 
To prevent this, pick the iron up 
and set it down gently to press 
the sweater.
