have made new all-time records in
food production for the mation,
but more and more of them have
done a better job of producing
food for their families. Last year
almost 90 per cent of all farms
had gardens. This year we want to
beat that mark.

For many years the Extension
Service has had this goal: “A gar-
den on every farm, and every farm
garden a good one.” To meet this
specification a garden should pro-
vide fresh vegetables throughout
the growing season, with a sur-
plus for canning, freezing, and
drying for the winter”.

Continuing, Mr. Jones said “Did
you ever stop to think how many
ways a home garden can help a

cash

fresh vegetables that you need for
good nutrition in your family, and
that's of first importance, but
more than that, it will relieve the
burden on wartime transportation,
cspecially when combined with a
sound plan for home food preser-
vation. It} will help relieve the pro-
blem of labor for canning plants.
When farm families take care of
their own needs for vegetables,
they also help the rest of the peo-
ple by leaving commercial suppli-
es for those who can’t grow their
own. We are asking every family
who has suitable space to grow a
garden this year, and preserve for
home use as much food as possi-
ble.

“Again we are asking for all out
production,” said Judge Jones.

«n tolls in blue ration points,
many Texas homemakers are ex-
pected to can pineapple at home
| this year.

Sugar Loaf and Smooth Cayen-
ne, v-arieties imported into Texas
from Mexico, seem to be the best
for canning, in the opinion of Mrs.
Winifred J. Leverenz, food preser-
vation specialist for the A. and M.
Extension Service. She suggests
selecting ripe fruit, since if pine-
apple is sun ripened it has more
flavor and contains more fruit sug-
ar. Ripe pineapple can be distin-
guished since it is orange colored,
and the spines can readily be pull-
ed out.

Unripe fruit not only is lack-
ing flavor, but it sometimes is ir-
ritating to the lining of the stom-
ach, the specialist explains. She
suggests that if fruit has been
gathered before it is ripe, it should
be wrapped in thick paper and kept
for g few days, preferably at a
temperature between 65 and 76
degrees F. Soft,
should be avoided, since it results
in waste, and the cost of canning
it is higher.

Pineapple canned in plain tin
cans has a better flavor and color
than when canned in enameled
cans or glass jars. Recipes for can-
ning pineapple or pineapple juice
are available from county home
demonstration agents. They also
can supply directions for candied
pineapple to be used in fruit cake.
Mrs. Leverenz cautions that indi-
viduals should stay within the five
pounds of sugar alloted for mak-
ing jellies, jams, and preserves, so
canning or freezing pineapple
seems preferable.

Pineapple to be frozen is pre-
pared as for canning and packed
into air-tight moisture proof con-
tainers. It should be covered with
syrup made by dissolving one-half
to three-fourths of a cup of sugar
to one cup of hot water. The syrup
should be added when it has cool-
ed, then the container should be
sealed and quick frozen as quickly
as possible, Experience of users
of the local freezer locker has
proved that pineapple is quite sat-
isfactory if put in the containers
“dry”, that is, sprinkling the slic-
ed cubed, or crushed pineapple
with sugar instead of making a
syrup, and then following the same
procedure as in the other method.
