written about Castro County.

Khayyam's fatalistic black-is-
black, white-is-white philosophy
seems to end at the title so far
as the book is concerned, since the
pioneers who play the [feature
roles in “The Moving Finger" ap-
parently would not care to wash
away*very mamy words of their
history.

Mrs. Hunter turned out an ex-
cellent publication for her initial
effort in the book-writing field
Each paragraph is written with
vivid feeling far her characters
and their participation in the his-
tory of Castro County which ex-
ploded in a few relatively short
years from a sea of unmdulating
grass to an agrieultural empire,

Mrs. Hunter herself saw many
of the rudimentary fragments of
Castro County history fall into
place. She and her parents, Mr.
and Mrs., E. M. Allen, her two
sisters and twin brothers moved
from Wellimgton to Castro County
in 1921—a time when this county
was a youngster, just awakening
to its coming agricultural age.
More than a few pertinent events
in this area have transpired since
that time.

She taught school in Dimmitt
after completimg her studies at
West Texas State Teachers Col-
lege, as it was then called. She
taught here before and after her
marirage to Sam Hunter.

The most memorable event
of my teaching career was piloting
the class of 1947 through four
years of (Dimmitt) high school,”
she said

“I worked on the book for some-
thing over two years,” Mrs. Hun-
ter added, “gathering material and
trving to persuade myself that
I should undertake the task, as
well as actual writing, though, of
course, only imtermittenfly.”
