Paper displaces a million bal-
es a year while orlon takes care 
of 62,000 bales eacla year," he 
stated. The reason, Sears exclaim-
ed, is due to the fact that these 
products have a tremendous ad-
vertising campaign behind them 
and are man-made.

Thornton says crop rotation is 
one of the best ways to fertil-
ize. A planned rotation program 
conserves nitrogen, potash and 
other nutrients that ordinarily 
would be lost by erosion or leach-
ing during the non-crop season.

In a bulletin recently publish-
ed, Thornton outlines the most 
effective methods of applying fer-
tilizers to more than 30 of the 
state's field and horticultural 
crops. 

Cotton fertilizers, says the bul- 
letin, should be applied 	upon 
planting in a band two to three 
inches to- one side and two to 
three inches below seed level. If 
side placement equipmnt is un-
available, the next best practice 
it says is to apply fertilizer in 
the row middles, then bed and 
plant upon it. Broadcast applica-
tions fertilize the weeds as well 
as crops, it points out. 

On pastures, fertilizer should 
be incorporated into the soil with 
either a grain drill or broadcast 
and plowed into the soil. This 
is particularly important with 
phosphate and potash supple-
ments. Nitrogen may be supplied 
as needed as top dressing. Fer-
tilizers can be applied in either 
the fall or spring. Pastures for 
winter grazing should be treat-
ed in late summer or early fall. 

Two or three years elapse be-
fore Pecan trees gain full benefit 
from minral fertilizers, Thornton 
says. They should be worked well 
into the soil annually over an 
area slightly larger than the limb 
span of the tree. 

It's often impractical to plow 
and work fertilizer beneath home 
trees and shrubs. In such cases, 
the chemist says, punch holes a-
round the plants at approximately 
the end of the branch span and 
fill with fertilizer. These holes 
should be three-quarters of an 
inch in diameter, eight inches 
deep and spaced three to four 
feet apart. 

The bulletin, C-347, Methods of 
Applying Fertilizer For Efficient 
Use, contains fertilizing methods 
for peach, plum, apple and pear 
trees, strawberries, grapes, onions, 
irish potatoes, rice, small grains, 
peanuts and many others. It's 
available from county agricultur-
al agent's offices or from 4gri-
cultural Information Office, Col-
lege Station, Texas.

Legume Planting 
Greatly Improves 
Soil's Condition

Soil Scientist--SCS 

A physical condition of the soil 
which greatly influences plant 
growth is depth, and refers to the 
number of inches from the surface 
downward to bedrock dr to' un-
productive parent material. 

A deep soil allows greater stor 
age of water and plant nutrients 
and more water and plant nu-
trients means greater total plant 
production or yields. It means that 
moisture can lie stored in deeper 
layers in the soil and the more 
deeply water is stored the less 
there is lost by evaporation and 
the more there is available for 
plant growth. 

We have a temporary condition 
—often called hard pan, clay pan 
or plow pan, occurring on much 
of the land in Castro county. It is 
a compacted, dense, hard, heavy 
layer on our soil which inhabits 
the force movement of air and 
water. A few times our soils act 
as a shallow because roots of 
plants go to this layer and are 
unable to penetrate, thereby tak-
ing moisture and fertility from 
the top six or eight inches of the 
soil profile. 

We are not able to obtain the 
proper storage of water from 
rainfall or irrigation due to this 
impermeable layer and our plants 
cannot stand long periods of 
growth due to lack of moisture. 

This layer is caused by plowing 
at a consistent depth year after 
year and the depletion of organic 
matter. 

As our soils are capable of 
storing two to three inches per 
foot of depth, we should correct 
this situation. to uitlize the full 24 
to 40 inches profile and not irri-
gate so often or have crops suf-
fering from lack of moisture. 
Chiseling and deep plowing are 

only temporary measures and de-
teriorate our structure further. 

Correct this by planting deep 
rooted crops as alfalfa, madrid 
and hubam clover, etc. They send 
roots through this layer and also 
give a deep distribution of organic 
matter. When these roots die and 
decompose, they leave opening In 
the soil for air and water.

National recognition will be 
accorded Dr. Harold W. Bischoff, 
Dimmitt physician, in a forthcom-
ing publication of one of the 
nation's leading medical journals 
for a new nose drop he has 
formulated. 

A visitor from the Wyeth Lab-
oratories, Inc., Philadelphia, Pa., 
Mrs. A. Buckley, was at the Cas-
tro County Hospital last week to 
abstract information relative to 
the use of the new preparation 
from the case records of Dr. 
Bischoff. The new nose drop prep-
aration has been used only in 
two areas of the United States, 
those being Dimmitt and Lamesa, 
Texas. 

The information which has 
been obtained from Dr. Bischoff's 
records will be assembled into a 
scientific publication and will be 
printed in one of the U. S. med-
ical journals. This paper will be 
the first and only publication in 
the literature using this type of 
nasal preparation. 

Castro county farmers are in-
terested in putting all water that 
falls into full use. Several things 
may be done to enable the farm-
er to derive maximum benefit 
from rain, sleet, hail or snow. 
Some of these are brought out in 
the ensuing information. 

As rain falls on land some of 
it enters the soil through holes 
or cracks and openings between 
the soil particles. These openings 
are usually filled with air and if 
it rains hard enough the water 
pushes the air out of the soil and 
plants stop growing until some of 
the water drains away and air 
re-enters the soil. If the air is 
kept out of the soil too long, the 
plants suffocate and die needing 
water, air and plant food for su-
stenance. 
Excess water can get away from 

the surface of the soil by running 
off and by percolating into the 
ground. If rain falls slowly very 
little will run off, and if it falls 
rapidly and hard, most of it will 
run off, because it will not have 
time to enter the soil. Also very 
little water will move into the soil, 
because the beating raindrops on 
bare soil makes muddy water and 
muddy water seals the natural 
openings in the soil. If too much 
of the water runs off, there may 
not be enouglj entering the soil 
to grow good crops. 

There will be more run-off from 
bare ground than from soil cov-
ered with straw, grass, leaves or 
luxuriantly growing plants. Like-
wise there will be more run-off 
from sloping land than from level 
land.

Most. of, the talk is being done 
by those who take the position 
tint there will be no depression. 
In fact, it is a one-sided debate. 
I know of no one around Wash-
-*Von who is advocating a de-
pression, or even prophesying one, 
-with the exception of some of the 
'economists who have been follow-
ing the same line for a long 
member of years. These econ-
omists do not disturb me, and 
1 don't think that they should be 
causing great concern to 	the 
speechmakers. Most of these or-
ators are proclaiming from house- 

tops that there are certain peo-
ple trying to talk the United Sta- 
tes into a depression. 	I don't 
know whether people can talk a 
country into a depression or not, 
but I certainly do know that 
speechmaking and oratory won't 
talk you out of one if you ever 
get into it. 	The cold truth of 
the matter is simply this. Un-
employment has been on the in-
crease, the farm prices have been 
steadily declining, and there are 
several other items that could 
be listed as indicating that cer-
tain segments of our economy are 
not doing as well as they would 
like. This is not surprising, be-
cause it is an economic fact of  

life that when the circulation of 
the medium of exchange is chok-
ed down, someone is going to suf-
fer. The cancellation of a number 
of defense contracts, readjust-
ments in other government ac-
tivities, and a general slowdown 
by many private businesses to 
take a look at the future, caused 
a general slowdown in the circu-
lation of the medium of exchange, 
to-wit, money. Whether you call 
this period a readjustment per-
iod, a recession, or a depression, 
makes little difference. Words can 
not control the situation. In our 
complex economy there is no 
doubt but that a depression can 
be made by man. By the same 
token, a depression can be pre-
vented by man. A man who is out 
of a job, with no means of live-
lihood and a family to feed and 
clothe, is certainly in a depress-
ion. The problem is to prevent 
the situation from spreading to 
where it could become a national 
disaster. Name calling and speech-
making will not solve the problem. 
What is needed is action and not 
oratory. 

The Campaign Against The

The very cunning and tricky, 
but vicious, campaign, seemingly 
designed to set the city dwellers 
against the American farmer is 
increasing in temo and fury. Its 
effectiveness is most apparent 
from the general conversations in 
the city.

The United States copywright 
aws give to authors, composers 

and artists the exclusive right to 
heir works for a period of 

twenty-eight years. During that 
ime otherS are prohibited from 
opying or reprinting such works 

without Permission of the copy-
wright owner. Copywrights are 
renewable once for a second per-
iod of twenty-eight years. 

Works that may be protected 
under our copywright law4 include 
books (not only bound volumes, 
but also pamphlets, leaflets and 
even single sheets); periodicals 
(newspapers, magazines, reviews, 
bulletins, proceedings of societies, 
serial publications, etc., which ap-
pear at regular intervals of less 
than a year); contributions to 
periodicals; lectures, sermons or 
addresses prepared for oral de-
livery; musical compositions and 
dramatic or dramatic-musical 
compositions. 

Also maps; works of art; mod-
els or designs for works of art; 
published three dimensional works 
of art; reproductions of works 
of art; drawings or plastic works 
of scientific or technical charac-
thr; prints and pictorial illustra-
tions including prints (advertis-
ments) or labels used for articles 
of merchandise; motion picture 
photoplays; and motion pictures 
other than photo-plays. 

Lawyers say the principal steps 
to be taken in securing a copy-
right include (1) properly mark-
ing the work with a notice of 
copywright, (2) publishing the 
work, and then (3) filing with 
the Register of Copyrights in 
Washington an application for 
registration of the copyright. A 
relatively small fee and a speci-
fied number of copies of the work 
must accompany the application. 

It should be noted that the 
marking must precede publica-
tion, and that both of these steps 
must precede the filing of the ap-
plication.

Why Do Farmers 
In This District 
Deep Break Land? 

by OLIN MITCHELL 
Soil Conservationists--SCS 

Why do .farmers in this district 
deep break their land? The main 
reason is to increase production. 
Reasons for this increased pro-
duction are: (1) due to many 
years of crops taken from the 
land the topsoil is in poor physi-
cal and low in organic matter. By 
deep breaking, the plow turns up 
organic matter; * which becomes 
available for plant use. This or-
ganic matter will probably be 
used up in a year or so, however,

Many Texas soils are deficient 
in vital plant nutrients and, ac-
cordingly, forage plants produced 
upon such soils contain inadequate 
levels of essential minerals need-
ed by livestock. On the other 
hand, doubled forage yields from 
pastures and meadows are not 
uncommon under proper fertiliz-
ation and management. 

E. M. Trew, extension pasture 
specialist, says cattle that must 
depend upon deficient pastures 
can neither maintain the right 
body weight nor make profitable 
gains for the producer, and may 
have calving and breeding trou-
bles. 

Proper fertilization not only 
aids in eliminating these non-
profitable conditions, but it helps 
regUlate plant mixture within the 
pastures, thus promoting balanc-
ed grazing. In a grass-legume 
pasture low in nitrogen but high 
in minerals, for example, legumes 
tend to dominate. Conversely, le-
gumes die out if phosphate, lime 
or potash is absent from the soil. 

Nitrogen fertilizers stimulate 
the growth of grasses in legume-
grass combinations. Also, a well 
fertilized growing turf helps keep 
out weeds and other low fertility 
plants. 

Trew says water and plant 
nutrients are closely associated. 
In nitrogen, phosphate or other 
mineral deficient soils, growing 
plants cannot make the best use 
of available water. Moreover, he 
says, forage of higher quality is 
produced on less water with an 
ample nutrient supply.

Small grain pastures being used 
for grazing can be given a new 
lease on life with an application 
of nitrogen fertilizer. The fertil-
izer is especially needed if the 
plants are yellow to a light green

4-H members, their leaders, ex-
tension agents and friends pause 
to take a look at the past year's 
work but mainly to make plans 
for bigger and better things in 
the future. 

fertilization, phosphate and po-
tash fertilizers should be worked 
into the soil either ahead of plant-
ing in the case of temporary pas-
tures or upon renovation or cul-
tivation of permanent type pas-
tures. This is particularly :true on 
the Blacklands or on other heavy 
clay soils in lime, he says. 

Nitrogen fertilizers may be ap-
plied directly to the soil and 
should be added only if adequate 
moisture is available. Dry nitro-
gen fertilizer, continues Trew, 
should not be applied when plants 
are wet. 

Warm season permanent pas-
tures such as Dallis or Bermu-
da grass may be fertilized in the 
fall or winter upon renovation or 
cultivation. They may also be 
treated in the early spring before 
summer plants commence growth. 

The pasture specialist says ad-
ditional treatments of nitrogen in 
the spring and summer will pay 
off by stimulating growth and 
increasing the protein content of 
forage plants. He recommends an 
application of 30 pounds of actual 
nitrogen each time the pasture is 
grazed down. That is, he says, 
if soil moisture is adequate. 

Temporary pastures containing 
grasses like sudan are best treat-
ed with mixed fertilizers before 
or at planting. Again, additional 
nitrogen stimulates growth and 
boosts protein levels if sufficient 
moisture is present. 

Cool season temporary pastures 
as oats and vetch, should be fer-
tilized before or upon planting 
and more nitrogen may be added 
as growth commences. 

Many small grains used for 
grazing need top-dressing about 
this time. Trew says, especially if 
the plants are yellow to light 
green in color. 

A dollar for fertilizer is a hard 
investment to turn down, Trew 
concludes. Depending upon the 
crop, water and management, ev-
ery dollar put into fertilizer gen-
erally returns $2 to $10 in in-
creased production. 

It doesn't cost to plant only 
the best seed available; it pays 
Certified planting seed are cheap-
est in the long-run.

COST OF LIVING: Do price 
supports for farm products add 
substantially to the coat of living, 
as some people have been saying? 

Farm value of the cotton white 
shirt is less than nine per cent 
of what you pay for, the shirt. 
A one-pound loaf of bread sells 
for nearly six times what the 
farmer gets for the wheat in the 
bread. Even for so simple an item 
as corn meal, the farmer sells 
the corn for less than one-third 
the retail cost of the meal. 

Cotton, wheat and corn are all 
under the farm price support pro-
gram. If the price paid the farm-
er were cut in half, the retail 
cost of these products would be 
affected very slightly. But the 
farmer would be ruined. 

Farm Income 
Anybody familiar with the sit-

uation knows that farmers are 
not profiteering. That' is true 
in Texas. It is true in the Nation. 

In 1947, American farmers re-
alized gross income of $34,002,-
000,000. Their total net income in 
that year was $11,600,000,000. 

In 1953, gross income from ag- 

riculture was $35,1000,000,00. But 
the farmer's NET income had 
dropped to $7,400,000,000. 

Net income is what counts. 
With the total net income over 
four billion dollars less in 1953 
than in 1947, certainly neither the 
farmers nor the price support pro-
gram can be blamed for the high 
cost to consumers of farm pro-
ducts. 

Texas Projects 
Included in the President's bud-

get message was a request for the 
following appropriations for flood 
control projects in Texas: Belton 
Reservoir, $1,850,000; Dallas 
Floodway, $1,300,000; Fort Worth 
Floodway, $240,000; Texearkana 
Reservoir, $4,000,000. Also re-
quested was an appropriation of 
$500,000 for Port Aransas-Corpus 
Christi Waterway Project.

Texas building and loan assoc-
iation managers are protesting a 
proposal that the Federal Home 
Loan Bank System be put under 
the charge of the Housing and 
Home Finance Administrator. 

They, , say such move—which 
would require congressional ac-
tion—would jeopardize the effi-
cient management of the Federal 
Home Loan Bank System under 
the direction of the board. They 
make the further point that own-
ership of the Federal Home Loan 
Banks by some 6,000 associations 
throughout the United States is 
in line with the American system 
of private enterprise.

TEXAS JUDGESHIPS: In the 
1953 session, I introduced a bill 
creating a badly needed additional 
Federal judgeship for the Eastern 
District of Texas and making per-
manent the temporary additional 
judgeship in the Southern Dis-
trict. 

The provisions of my bill were 
included in an omnibus bill, on 
which a House-Senate conference 
committee has reached agreement. 
Th measure is expected to be-
corn law in the near future.
