The Texas Highway Patrol inves-
tigated three accidents on rural 
highways in Castro County dur-
ing the month of June, according 
to Sergeant W. E. Wells, Highway 
Patrol Supervisor of this area. 

These crashes resulted in one 
death, and an estimated property 
damage of $7,075.00. 

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for this county during the 
first six months of 1966 shows a 
total of 49 accidents resulting in 
five persons killed, 32 persons in-
jured, and an estimated property 
damag of $46,210.00. 

The number of traffic deaths 
in Texas continues to rise. For 
the first six months of 1966 there 
have been 1470 traffic deaths com-
pared to 1325 traffic deaths for 
the first months of 1965. This 
eleven percent increase is very 
alarming, and chances are it will 
become very critical because of 
vacation months and holiday per-
iods still ahead to intensify the 
magnitude of the accident picture. 

The Sergeant stated, "It is esti-
mated that at the end of 1966 traf-
fic deaths in Texas will increase 
about 10 percent over 1965 which 
means approximately 3300 persons 
will be killed in traffic acci-
dents." The Sergeant added one 
other comment, To control acci-
dents, we must learn to control 
ourselves."

There could be a new look a-
round many Texas county com-
missioners courts under a reap-
porticnmcnt cpinion laid down 
by the Texas Supreme 'Court in thb 
case brought by Mayor Hank Av-
ery ef Midland. 

Avery maintained that it isn't 
constitutional for one Midland 
County Commissioner to represent 
95 per cent of the county's popu-
lation - the City of Midland -
while the other three commission-
ers represented only 5 per cent 

I of the people. 
Supreme Cnort agreed, 8-1, but 

with reservations. It held that the 
ratio was not fair representation, 
but that the re-division of county 
precincts, which it told 	Dist. 
Judge Joe B. Dibrell of Cole-
man to order, could consider fac-
tors ether than population. 

Declining to extend the popula, 
tion-only rule which the U. S. Su-
preme Court has applied to state 
legislatures, Supreme Court held 
that a commissioners court is not 

a legislative body. Court's ma-
jority wrote that the road, bridge 
and tax activities of the commis-
sioners courts have more concern 
to rural residents than to city 
dwellers. In recent years, such 
courts have concerned themselves 
mainly with non-urban areas, 
leaving city matters to the city 
governments. 
Supreme Court concluded that not 
just population, but also factors 
such as miles of county road, tax-
able values and geography, plus 
the "convenience of the people" 
set out in the Texas Constitution, 
can be taken into account by a 
commissioners court in dividing 
the county into four 	precincts. 
High court agreed with Judge 
Dibrell that the present Midland 
County situation obviously is arbi-
trary and should be declared in-
valid. 

Case either will go back to 
Judge Dibrell for final decision or 
will be appealed to the U. S. Su-
preme Court by either Mayor Av-
ery or Midland County - since 
neither won a clear-cut victory.

The electrical system 	should 
have a sufficient number of out-
lets. The outlets must he seviced 
with the proper number and size 
of circuits. The circuits must be 
properly protected according to 
wire size. The system must be 
properly grounded. 

A circuit should never be over-
loaded. This may overload the 
wiring system and cause a fire. 
Electric cords should never be 
placed where they can be walked 
on, crushed by furniture or regu-
larly) bent back and forth They 
should never be strung over nails 
cr tied back with wire. This can 
cause wear on the insulation or 
breaking of wires inside the cord, 
which may eventually cause a 
short circuit and a fire. Never 
run extension cords under rugs or 
doors or through walls. Always 
remember that one gallon of gaso-
line, when mixed with air in the 
proper proportion, has the des-
tructive power cf 83 lbs. of dyna-
mite. Never use gasoline or any 
other flammable liquids for dry 
cleaning. 

Containers and regulating equip-
ment for liquified petroleum gas 
should always be situated outside 
of buildings and should always be 
stamped showing conformity tc 
the specifications for LP gas set 
by the American society of Mech-
anical Engineers, or the Inter-
state Ccrnmercc Commission. LP 
gas should be stored at least 5 
feet from any wirdcws, doers, or 
other cpznirgs. The storage ccn-
tair.ers must be placed cn a firm 
fcuncla hen. Gas ccr.suming appli-
ances should never be installed 
unless their correctness cf de-
sign, construction and perform-
ance have been certified by an 
approved testing agency The 
apprcval seal cf the America Gas 
As.scciaticn cr the (UL) label of 
UL indicates an approved ap-
pliance. 

Sper.tanecus ignition is "The 
fire that starts itself" About 2C,-
000 barn fires are caused each 
year this way. 	The 	fire 
caused by carbon in material 
fcrm combining with cxygen in 
the air. This chemical action pro-
duces heat. Spontaneous ccmbus-
ticn may take place so fast as 
tc char and then ruddenly burst 
into flame. Again it may some-
times take weeks for the chemi-
cal action to reach the point of 
combustion cr flame. Paint rigs, 
oily cloths, and mops are the us-
nal causes of spontaneous combus-
tion. 

Many barn fires result from 
reeentanecus ignition of green im-
properly cured cr wet hay. With 
hay, there is always a risk of 
spontaneous ignition. Hay should 
be inspected regularly for odors,

ticn caused by the pocket. 	A 
lighted match should never be us-
ed as a search light. Use a flash-
light. 

Every building on a farm should 
have properly installed and main-
tained lighting systems There 
must be an adequate electrical 
conductor frcm the tip cf the reds 
to the ground. Lightning arrest-
ers are valuable aids in prevent-
ing lightning damage to clectric3l 
cquipmcni. 	All metal 	fences 
should be grounded about every 
15C feet, along the fence line. The 
pest cr pipe should be driven into 
the grcund at least 	three 	fet. 
Much livestock has teen killed be-
cause cf lightning striking the 
fence and the charge flowing a-
lcng the wire until it finds a path 
to the ground. Many times cattle 
have been standing close tc 
fence when this happened, and 
they go electrocuted. 

Electricity can be useful cr des-
ructive, safe or dangerous. In 
spite of the fact that electricity 
can be used safely, it has led the 
list cf fire causes in dollar loss, 
ar.d has placed second as to the 
rumb2r cf fire causes. 

An electrical wiring 	system 
zhculd cunply with the provis-
ions cf the National Electrical 
Cede and state cr 1oc31 require-
ments. It should be approved by 
a qualified and competent 	in- 
spector cr electrician who is fi- 
nancially responsible for 	work. 
All material and equipment used 
should carry the apprcval of the 
Underwriter's laboratory, Inc. Ad-
ditional cr charged wiring should 
meet the same standards of in-
stallation, rpproval, and materials 
as a complete system It is bet-
ter to be safe than sorry.

National Farm Safety Week 

starts July 24th. Every year a 
farm should be inspeced for fire 
hazards, missuse of machinery 
and other unsafe factors. Fires 
have caused many cleat' 	cn 
farms throughout the United 
States in past years. 

To begin with everyone must un-
derstand what makes a fire. A 
fire requires three things, heat, 
air and fuel. If you take away 
any of these there will be no fire. 
We are interested in preventing 
the fire. 

Smoking is the nation's number 
one cause of fire. There is only 
one safe rule to follow with smok-
ing and matches, ALWAYS BE 
CAREFUL. Discarded cigars, cig-
arettes, pipe ashes and matches 
must always be extinguished be- 
fore throwing away. Store mat-
ches in a metal container out of 
the reach of children, and away 
from flammables. Matches car-
ried loose in your pocket may

I, Sharon Hochstein, want to in-
form all the citizens of the county, 
especially the farm families, that 
the week of July 24-30 is National 
Farm Safety Week. Many fires 
occur on the farm, making the 
fire problem one on which to con-
centrate the family's efforts. 

Carelessness is the greatest sin-
gle cause of fires on the farm and 
in the home. Family members 
should know how to handle gas-
oline and other flammable mate-
rials thatmy need to be used. 
Many farm families do not store 
gasoline and other flammables 
properly Are you one of them? 

Leaving matches in places 
where children can get hold of 
one is also an act of carelessness. 
Maches should be kept in inac-
cessible places where children 
can not reach them and also stor-
ed in metal containers. 

Spontaneous ignition is a cause 
of many fires in the home. These 
fires are caused by a build-up of 
heat within piles of newspapers, 
oily rags and mops in the home. 
and hay in the barn. Burn all 
old newspapers or magazines; do 
not pile them into a closet. Store 
oily rags and mops in covered 
metal containers. Hay should be 
cured properly and checked regu-
laryly for hot spots which may 
lead to serious trouble. 

With these pointers in mind, I 
hope and wish the farmers and 
city dwellers can look forward to 
a happy, week of July 4-30 "na-
tional Farm Safety Week" 
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cause of the high temp of the 
lamp, a heat resistant porcelain 
receptacle of the switchless type 
should be used. A non-removable 
guard, with a reflector type top, 
should be used to protect the heat 
lamp. 

Evesy faro should have fire 
fighting equipment Water is al-
most always seeded. A water 
pump is sometimes useful for 
pressure. Enough hose should be 
handy to reach any place where 
the water might be needed. 

Many small fires may be ex- 
tinguished by smothering. 	It is 
well to have a supply of sand 
and buckets close at hand in case 
is is needed. 

Ladders should be kep around. 
At least one should be long en-
ough to reach the highest point of 
any building cn the farm. 

Fire extinguishers are often 
useful. They should be used ac-
cording to the type and size of 
the fire. Keep extinguishers in-
spected and illed at all times. 
Keep them checked at least once 
a year. 

When you discover a fire, im-
mediately notify the fire depart-
ment of other available help. If

heat, vapor, damp spots, and 
"flues in the hay The highest 
safe limit for the temperature of 
hay is 185 degrees. If the temp. 
reaches 200 degrees, 	measures 
must be taken to either lower the 
temp. of the hay or to remove the 
hay. 

Infrared heat lamps are being 
used more every year for poultry 
and livestock brooders. To begin 
with, you must have an ample 
supply of power. The wire should 
not be smaller than No 12 AWG 
and protected by fuses or circuit 
breakers rated at 20 amperes. 
Seven 250 watt lamps are the 
max. No. for such a circuit. An 
appliance cord that has protect-
ion on against moisture and heat. 
To prevent deterioration and the 
development of fire or shock ha-
zards, a special rubber jacketed, 
asbestos insulating cord should be 
used. 

Never hang a heat lamp from 
the cord. The lamp should be sus-
pended securely from chain, wire, 
cr bracket, and should be high 
enough that poultry or livestock 
cannot contact if. It should nev-
er be closer than 18 in to litter 
or any combutible material Be-

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MATURITY DATE NEARS FOR 
1965 COTTON LOANS 

Farmers have until the close of 
business on August 1 to redeem 
their 1965-crop cotton which is un-
der Commodity Credit Corporation 
loans, Charley E Hill, Office 
Manager, Agricultural Stabiliza- 
tion and Conservation 	County 
Committee, said today. 

Mr Hill explains that growers 
who have 1965-crop upland and 
extra long staple cotton under 
loan may redeem their crop at 
any time through August 1 by 
paying off the loan plus charges 
and interest. Any of the cotton 
on which loans have not been re-
paid by that time will be acquired 
by CCC, but this does not include 
cotton on which CCC may call 
loans on an earlier date or cotton 
on which there is a basis for a 
claim against the producer. 

As provided in the loan agree-
ments, CCC will not pay for 
any market value which the cot-
ton may have in excess of the 
amount of the loan plus charges 
and interest. 

Advance notice is given that the 
19-crop cotton will be acquired 
by CCC after August 1 so that 
borrowers may have sufficient 
time to redeem their cotton and 
mills and merchants will be able 
to obtain additional cotton they 
may need from the loan before 
that date. 

The August 1 deadline applies 
to all 1965-crop cotton under loan, 
including cotton represented by 
warehouse receipts sent to a lo-
cal bank at the request of the pro-
ducer on a purchaser of the equi-
ty. This cotton may be redeemed 
by paying the bank not later than 
the close cf business on August 1. 

Through July 1, a total of 6,965,-
234 bales of 1965-crop cotton were 
reported pledged fcr loans. As of 
the same date. 1,528,992 bales had 
been redeemed, leaving loans out-
standing on 5,352,298 
COTTON ACREAGE REPORT-
ED 

The acreage of cotton planted 
this year is down to 10,567,000 ac-
res, the smallest in nearly 100 
years, the U S Department of 
Agriculture has reported. The es-
timated acreage is 25 percent less 
than the 14,153,000 acres planted 
last year and about one-third less 
than the 1960-64 average of 15,-
728,000 acres. This sharp decline 
results from heavy grower parti-
cipaticn in the 35-percent diver-
sion option of the 1966 upland cot-
ton program. 

Charley E. Hill COM. Agricul-
tural Sfabilization and Ccnserva-
tion County Committee, explains 
that growers on the larger farms 
had the choice' of participating in 
the pr 	ogi ams by underplanting 
their cotton allotment by 12.5, 25 
cr 35 percent, putting the divert-
ed acres into an approved con-
serving use, and meeting ether 
benefits include diversion 	and 
price-support payments and eligi- 
bility for price-support 	cotton 
loans 

Growers cn small farms (with 
allotments not over 10 acres or 
with a projected production of 
3.600 pounds or less) could re-
ceive payment without having to 
reduce plantings provided they 
signed a program application. • If 
the operator chose to reduce the 
acreage on such a farm, an addi-
tional diversion payment was a-
vailable on the acres actually di-
verted at the level signed up. 

The Department of Agriculture 
reported that growers in the east- 
ern and central cotton States ex- 
cept Missouri generally were able 
to plant their intended acreage. 
However, continued, cold, wet 
weather delayed planting, limit-
ed germination and growth result-
ing in the need for replanting in 
many areas. Replanting to soy-
bears was exceptionally heavy 
in the Carolinas and Missouri, 
moderate in Georgia, North Ala-
bama, and Northeast Arkansas, 
and generally light in other areas.

mated that total Public Law 566 

expenditures will be in the neigh-
borhood of $1,600,000. The entire 
project is being carried out under 
the authority of the Watershed 
Protection and Flood Prevention 
Act (Public Law 566, 83rd Con- 
gress as Amended. The primary 
purpose cf the project is flood pre- 
vention. Major floods on this 
draw cause severe damages to 
crcps, fences, farm improvements 
county and state roads and brid-
ges, and low water crossings in 
the agricultural area of the water-
shed. Severe damage is also 
done to industrial, commercial, 
and public properties in the City 
of Plainview. It is estimated that 
more than cne million dollars 
in non-agricultural damage would 
occur in the Civ of Plainview if 
a flood such as that of 1941 were 
to occur. The 1941 flood was one 
that is expected only once in ev-
ery 38 years. 

The entire project consists of 
8 floodwater retarding structures 
and 5.3 miles of channel improve-
ment. All channel improvement 
will be done in and adjacent to 
the City of Plainview. The flood-
water structures will be located 
on private lands at intervals a-
long the draw. 

In addition to reducing damages 
to agricultural and non-agricultu-
ral areas, there will be secondary 
benefits of ground water recharge 
at an estimated rate of 6,000 acre 
feet per year. The dollar value 
placed on an acre feet cf water 
is $16.00 per acre foot. The ratio 
cf average annual project hene-
fits to the average annual pro-
ject cost is above two to cne(2:1)
