The average yield,
he said, has been 125 bushels, the
equivalent of a 7,000-pound grain
sorghum crop.

While grain sorghum is selling
fcr $1.60 to $1.70 per hundred-
weight, Love said, corn is bring-
ing $2.

AND A beautiful bale it was —
soft, white cotton that's expected
to measure 1 to 1 1-32 inch in
fiber length.

“It's the best first bale I've ever
ginned,"” said Tom Davis, own-
er of Easter Community Gin. Da-
vis processed the first bale last
year, also.

The bale weighed 535 pounds,
and was ginned from 2,065 pounds
of seed cotton which Martin had
hand picked from a six-acre block
Saturday.

THE COTTON was ginned Mon-
day morning, and Martin and Da-

vis delivered the first bale at
noon Monday to its traditional

place of honor — the corner of
Broadway and Bedford, in front
of the ASCS office.

Martin's first-bale cotton was
Paymaster 202 variety which he
planted April 23 after two pre-
waterings. The crop was watered
twice during the growing season,
cvery other row, and survived a
small hailstorm in May,

Easter Community Gin process-
ed the first bale free and paid 50
cents a pound for the lint and a
rate of 5100 a ton for the seed.

After delivering the first bale,
Davis pointed up a problem that’s
plaguing cotton growers through-
out the Plains area this year:

“We've got a lot of cotton
ready, but nobody can find any
hands. Labor is a real tough
problem this year."

Realtors Clash With Sadler
Over Veterans Land Policies

By the Texas Press Service
A new Texas land war is rag-
ing.

Land developers and Texas
Land Commissioner Jerry Sadler
are in disagreement over the re-
cently revived $400 million state
Veterans Land Program.

MINDFUL of the VLP scandals
of the mid ‘50’s, Sadler is adopt-
ing cautious, conservative policies
to guide future state policies. The
program permits qualified vete-
rans to buy land on the low in-
terest, long-term-pay plan.

Developers claim Sadler is tight
fisted and is jeopardizing the pro-
gram by low-ceiling land value
appraisals and limiting sales to
10 percent of large sub divisions.

Under Sadler's limits, develop-
ers with tracts of 1,000 acres can
sell only 100 acres through the
state bond-financed program. Sad-
ler argues that the state should
not spend all its constitutionally
authorized bond funds in a few
areas.:_

UNIVERSITY OF THE NORTH

Staff of the higher-education Co-
ordinating Board has recommend-
ed “a multi-campus urban univer-
sity’” for the Dallas-Fort Worth-
Denton area to include — at first
— North Texas State University,
Texas Woman's University and
the University of Texas at Arling-
ton.

These schools would be put un-
der a new board of regents for
the area and would be joined in
a system later by other state-sup-
ported colleges and schools to
form a university system design-
ed specifically for the area.

The board itself will hokd a
hearing on the proposal Oct. 11,
along with UT's own plan for
uniting some of its institutions in
the area.

HOMESTEAD CHANGE URGED

The Constitutional Revision
Commission has suggested tighten-
ing the homestead debt exempt-
ions following a member's charge
that the present basis in state law
provides a “haven for swindlers."”

In its semi-final meeting, the
panel agreed to a ceiling on a
hcmestead exemption from fore-
closure for debt should be limited
to $25,000. The present constitu-
tion provides exemption for rural
homesteads of up to 200 acres and
urban homesteads (of any value)
on lots of up to $5,000 maximum
valuation. |

JUNIOR COLLEGE PLANS

Texas' 40 public junior colleges
have been given a new and ex-
panded role in the state's educa-
tional processes, and now they're
going back to the state for help
in paying for it.

Long-range master plan of the
Coordinating Board, Texas Coll-
ege and University System, says
junior colleges should concentrate
on (1) preparing some students
for transfer to senior colleges and
universities for their last two
years, (2) setting up badly need-
ed techmical and vocational pro-
grams and (3) continuing educa-
tion and cultural and public-service
programs.

Now, junior colleges get state
aid in two forms — a line-item
appropriation for each school for
direct academic instructional
costs ($26,530,325 this year) plus
another $6,476,000 distributed by
the Texas Education Agency for
technical-vocational programs.

For the two-year neriod begin-
ing Sept. 1, 1969, the junior coll-
eges are asking a strong increase
in the first figure — $35,490,803 in
1970 and $37,577,190 for 1971 —and
a change, along with an increase,
in the second.

They want their vocational-tech-
nical money allocated via a line
item — the same as the academ-
ic figure is computed — and in-
creased to $15,025,375 for fiscal 19-
70 and $18,292,142 for 1971.

Morcover, and
perhaps mcre impertant, it is uni-
versally recegnized that it is pre
cisely the violent erimes about
which the peop’e are most con
cernel When onme talks of esca-
lating crime rates it should be
berne in mind that it is princi-
pa'ly the escalation of violent
crimes that is truly a cause for
ccneern,

THE F.B.I. Crime Index figures
for 1967 and the preliminary re-
port for the first six months of
1968 (released Scpt. 20) contain
some startling revelations con-
cerning  the incidence of violent
crime in Amcrica. Riots and ci-
vil disorders have no relation to
the evaluation of these crimes,
arnd some interestig comparisons
can be made with earlier years.

Any person
who plans to cast a vote for
George Wallace as merely a pro-
test to the status quo, should con-
sider the possibility of the House
of Representatives having to se-
lect preident with, if not the
same, simillar circumstances
arising that have accompanied
the attempted ratification of the
appointment of a Chief Justice of
the Supreme Court by the US.
Senate. It is the prople's business
to elect their president, and the
only sure way for that to happen
is for one of the candidates of the
two major parties to get a major-
ity of the electoral college votes.
Otherwise it will be up to the House
of Representatives to elect a pres-
ident, and this is a happenstance

that no sane person would wani

to be responsible for. There is
not a shred of evidence that the
former governor of Alabama has
the disposition, character, capac-
ity training fto assume the awe-
some responsibilities of the pres-
idency. On the other hand there
are many reasons fto believe he
is totally incapable and incom-
petent to be intrusted with the
vast powers invested in the na
tion's highest office.

A common reason given for the
apparent considerable following
that Wallace has attracted is that
he tells people what they want
to hear. If this is a fact, it is
comparable to a quack doctor
te'ling a person who is desperate-
ly ill to go on home, eat, drink
and be merry, there is nothing
wreng with you. That's what the
patient wants to hear. Simple
answers to involved questions
shouldn’t fool a thoughtful voter.
Domestic problems are many and
confusing fo say the least. The
world we live in presents many
complex problems and there are

few, il any, simple solutions. The
presklent of the United Stales
should be a man who has been
close to and involved in the prob-
lems of the national government
It is not an office that should be
intrusted to a novice

For Public Deer, Quail Hunts

Anyone wishing to participate
in deer and quail hunts on a wild-
life management area operated
by the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department should submit their
requests for applications, acconrd-
ing to Robert G. Mauermann, de-
puty director.

HUNTERS may participate in
both the quail and deer drawings,
but are urged to submit only one
application for each, since dupli-
cates will be eliminated by com-
puter.

The department will issue 3,560
hunting permits for deer on eight
management areas slate-
wide, and 880 quail hunting per-
mits on two wildlife management
areas in the Panhandle

Since the number of applicants
always exceeds the number of
those

by public drawing to be held in
Austin Oct. 31. To be eligible for
the drawing, applications must be
received in the Austin office on
or before 5 p.m. Oct. 25. App'i-
cations received later than the
deadline will not be considered.

MAUERMANN stressc'] that
these hunts are conducted primar-
ily as a part of the department’s
wildlife research programs and
not to provide public hunting. He
also said that these hunts are not
indicative of high game population,
and that the department could
cancel the hunts at any time the
rccommended quotas are met, to
prevent the vreduction of game
kelecw desired levels.

State Water Board to Request
50 Percent Increase in Funds

By the Texas Press Service

Texas” monumental water pro-
gram — 1o move surplus waler
from the Mississippi River and

Northeast Texas 1o the drier ar-
cas of South and West Texas —
not o be released until late
Oclober or carly November.

BUT THE Texas Water Develop-
ment Board, which working
up the plan, let some details slip
cut when it approved its budget
request to be submitted to the
Legislature for the two-year per-
iod beginning Sept. 1, 1969.

The board's budget requests a
more than 50 percent increase in
appropriations for the agency so
it can get the plan into operation
bhefore Texas faces economic dis-
aster from a lack of water.

A time schedule for the project
— estimated to cost around $10
hillion — will be presented to the
Legislature, outlining what needs
{o be done in the next six years.

FIRST STEI' is gathering the
curplus Northwest Texas water
for the Trans-Texas Canal, which
will move water west to supply
Dallas-Fort Worth, then on through
the concrefe-line canal to the
South Plains and other areas ol
West Texas and the Trans-Pecos,
all the way to El Paso
