cially.

HE STARTED carryving mail
acrcss the open prairie here half
a century ago, first with a two-
wheel, horse - drawn cart and
later with a motocycle. He en-
joyed chasing coyotes across the
prairie with his motorcycle, and
often carried one of his children
atop the mail sack.

Mr. Tate farmed and ranched
in the county for more than 40
vears. He had made his home in
tFe Gelden Spread Nursing Home
here since 1966, the year his wife,
Isora, died.

—That hunters were illegally
shooting hen pheasants ‘‘just for
the fun of it” and leaing them
dead in the field,

—That there were too many
peop'e in many hunting parties
and that they “‘killed off every
cock pheasant on the place."
—That fhunters were shooting
indiseriminately around livestock.
(“I saw one bunch of hunters tak-
ing a bird dog into a field with
cattle in it,"” said one Dimmitt
man, ‘I asked them if they

n't think they would bugger the
cattle, shcoting around them, One
of them tcld me, ‘I don't give
a damn if we do bugger them.’"’)

HUNTERS reportedly were res-
ponsible for breaking a calf's leg
in western Castro County.

The four game wardens who pa-
trolled the county Saturday issued
three citations.

VYeterans' burial
benefits outlined

Up to $250 for the burial ex-
penses of an eligible deceased
veteran will be paid by the Vete-
rans Administration without re-
gard to whether the burial is in a
national cemetery or a private bur-
ial place, according to Mrs. Mary
Flynt, county veterans' service
officer.

MRS. FLYNT said that fne al-
lowance is payable in the case of
wartime veterans, including those
who have served after Aug. 4, 1964,
but she added that peacetime as
well as wartime veterans are eli-
gible for burial in any national
cemetery that has available space.

National cemeteries open in
Texas are Fort Bliss National
Cemetery at El Paso and Fort
Sam Houston National Cemetery
at San Antonio.

Administered by the Depart-
ment of the Army, the benefits in-
clude grave site and actual burial
in the national cemetery, includ-
ing opening, closing and marking
the grave.

THE ARMY also furnishes a
headstone or grave marker for de-
ceased veterans buried in unmark-
ed private plots.

Information and assistance on
filing for these Army administer-
ed benefits will be furnished by
Mrs. Flynt, Wednesday and Thurs-

Claims for the burial allowance
may be filed with the VA within
two years after the veteran's bur-
ial or cremation. The claim may
be filed by the undertaker, if he
has not been paid, or by the party
who paid the undertaker, Mrs.

You can calve heifer at age 2

Texas stockmen may profit
from suggestions by a Texas A&M
University animal reproduction
specialist.

JOHN BEVERLY, Extension
specialist, said if certain criteria
are met, heifers can be bred to
calve at 2 years of age without
running the risk of tneir failing
to calve as 3-year-olds.

The criteria listed by Beverly
includes: (1) growing the heifers
so they will gain about 1%
pounds per day; (2) avoid push-
ing heifers to a point of becom-

ing fat; (3) heifers must weigh
600 pounds when they are bred,
and (4) the heifers need to be
bred to calve 30-60 days before
the regular cow herd completes
calving.

“The heifers must get their
growth before they are bred in
order for them to breed right
back for their second calf," Bev-
erly said, "Otherwise, there is a
big risk of their missing the sec-
ond call in order to satisfy the
body requirements for growth."

Farmer gets tax break

By SEN. JOHN TOWER
(R-Texas)

We are all vitally interested in
the tax bill provisions as tney
are being finally determined by
Congress. The Senate has wrestl-
ed with the many divergent and
complex aspects of this bill, and
I have repcrted to you on some
of those whicn I have believed
of prime importance to Texans.

THIS WEEK. I would like to dis-
cuss three more aspects of this
legislaticn including propesed tax
treatment of farm losses, treat-
ment of foundations and treat-
ment cf pension furds for em-
ployees of professional service
corpcrations,

The current law enables profes-
sicnal garvice corporations, such
as dcctor groups, law firms and
cthers, to establish pension plans
for employees including tax defer-
ment on the amount placed into
tne pension funds. Under such

deferment plans, the pensioner
pays taxes on these funds when
he draws upon them in his lat-
er retirement years ard when his
annual income is usually some-
what less, This is the same as
can be done for employees of cor-
porations in all types of busi-
nesses.

The Senate Finance Committee
had recommended a bill which
would limit the amount of tax
free funds which could be placed
into the pension funds for profes-
sional service corporations, with-
out affecting those for other busi-
nesses,

IN MY opinion and in the view
of the majorily of senators,
this measure constituted a dis-
criminatory action against the em-
ployees of professional service cor-
porations by denying them an
equal cprortunity to participate
in retirement programs along with
the employees of non-professional
corperations.

I co-sponsored an amendment
to strike the committee language
and to continue the existing law,
ard a majorty of senators did
agree to that amendment.

TURNING to the farm loss pro-
visicn, I was pleased that a ma-
jority cf senators defeated a pro-
rceed amendment to limit deduc-
tions for farm expenses to a tax-
payer's farming income plus
$15,000.

Before the vote on that amend-
ment, I was thinking particularly
of the costly and time-consum-
ing procedures for developing a
herd of breeding cattle or the
rainstaking processes necessary
for cross-breeding to develop new
plant strains. The large expenses
necessary for this wvaluable farm
and rarch work are tax deducti-
ble and should continue to be, re-
gardless of the amount of such

expenses incurred in a single
year,

In addition, the amendment
would have required farmers to

keep far more detailed financial
records, It might have even neces-
sitated the hiring of expert finan-
cial help which would only be yet
another burden for today's al-
ready hard-pressed farmer,

MANY Americans have been pro-
perly concerned over alleged
abuse of our current tax laws by
some of our larger and better
known foundations. I believe, how-
ever, that in the main, private
foundations are a very important
part of our national fabric ana
should be encouraged to contimue
their outstanding work, In many
instances, private foundations of-
fer for many worthwhile pro-
jects the enly altermative to federal
financirrz,

Now Congress has considered
several methods of using the tax
laws to force a foundation to
grove its creditability before en-
joying the benelfits of tax advan-
tages. Among fnese is the propos-
al to require each foundation to

disburse a certain amount of its
funds separate in order to remain
eligible for favorable tax treat-
ment.

But there are many valid reason
for the trustees of a foundation
to choose not to make a certain
minimum disbursement during a
given year. These may be financial
administrative, or simply a lack
of a worthwhile project which fully
merits the financial support of the
foundation.

I DO NOT believe that the Con-
gress should penalize a legitimate
foundation for making a reason-
able decision. We do need to en-
courage foundations to make dis-
bursements where feasible and
to encourage them to seek ways
of providing needed funds for
worthwhile projects. But we should
avoid provisions which, on a prac-
tical basis, make disbursements
mandatory upon threat of great
loss of funds through taxation.

Many of us in Congress have
wrestled with this problem and
[ believe no truly equitahle solu-
tion has yet been found,

That is why I strongly supported
a proposal, which was accepted,
to establish a Presidential com-
mission to study the problem in
much more depth. I am hopeful
that such a commission would be
able to develop [easible solutions
which congress could then consid-
er as separate legislation.

I would also like for such a
commission to include in its
study a -consideration of means
of preventing tax-exempt founda-
tions from engaging in political
activities. It is certainly not in
the best puble interest for founda-
tons to be allowed to lobby while
enjoying a tax-exempt status.

der Article 1377-B of the state
“no person shall enter or attempt
to enter the enclosed land of an-
other without the consent of the
owrier, lessee or person in charge,
and aftempt to hunt with fire-
arms ... or any other instru-
ment capable of being used in
the hunting of an animal or bird."
Penalties for those convicted
under the statute, Buntyn said,
are a fine of §10 to 350 for the
first offense; $200 to $500 and for-
feiture of hunting license for two
years for a second offense; and
a fine of $500 to $1,000, up to
30 days in jail and forfeiture
of hunting license for three years
on the third offense.
