There were two tribes o f Com 
anrhoa, tho Kwahadi made his homo 
on the l.laiia Fjitacadn and t h o  
I'onatokaa I Southern Coinatichosl 
made their homo in th is part of 
the sta te , and still fa rth e r south 
oao of thoir ancient atronyhoida 
w a an t the present site o f San An­
tonio.

The Fom anches were a  m iyra 
ts ry  tiibo , never staym y lony in 
any yiven location. By 1714 the 
tribe was well supplied w ith horses 
and tran sp m ted  thoir few boloay- 
inya by moans of a travoia, pulled 
by a horse

T iffin  canyon near Kanyor waa 
one of the Com am he hideouts. 
They would coma up out o f  this 
wiki canyon and finally descend 
upon the early  p ioneeri o f  the I'an- 
handlo, stealiny home* all alony 
the way. They killed a num ber of 
the first settlem ent in Kaatland 
County. The name of th is se ttle­
m ent was Manaker luike. Those 
Com anrhos also killed several of 
the pioneer se ttlers a t old Fort 
Blair. The rem ains o f one of their 
silver and leatl mines can be seen 
a t Moss C urve, three  miles from 
Kanyer.

The reliyious belief o f  the  Com 
anches waa sim ilar to that o f all 
the North American Indians, name 
ly, they believed in Good ami Bad 
(inds I in th e  Indian lanyuaye Man 
ituos). T heir Bad God livn i in the 
W estern Sky, and the tinod God 
dwelt in the  Happy Huntiny 
Ground in the kjoitern skies. Com 
anrhoa also worshiped the sun, 
moon and m other earth , ralliny 
themaelvoa Children of the ,Sun ami 
often  apeakiny of th e ir M other the 
F.arth. The rustle of the leaves

And so 
sta rted  the am bitious chain of 
newspapers.

Abftut six weeks before the pap 
e r  issuesi its firw <*dttion I a r ­
rives! at R anker An old wooden 
huildinir had be«*n leased and mnv 
ed on the east sble o f the  railroad 
about th ree  blocks southeast o f the 
railroad station. Everywhere t h e  
sound o f hamm er and saw could be 
heard. A press was beinir installed, 
carpen ters were fittinir up e<iitori- 
a1. advertisinic and o ther rtmms 
about the structure . Kor several 
weeks I was e ilitio f in a beaver- 
IxMiril annex. I^ibor was extrem ely 
scarce. rreA.«.n»en were hard to lure 
to  Kani(er. as were linotype fi|»era- 
tor*. Ih inn ir the six weeks I was 
securintc the nucleus o f an etli* 
<orial fu n e . The first man hire<l 
was I.arry  Srnits. fresh out o f the 
army a  hi|r fram ed Dutchman. 
Him I put on oil. I ^ t e r  came I'aul 
Yates, from up Breckenrtdire way* 
who had never worked on a newra- 
paper, but who made irood from 
the sta rt. He went on the police 
beat, carryinir a  pistol buckle*! to 
his side.

AlMiut six weeks before the pap 
e r  issued its firw edition 1 ar- 
rive4l at Hanger An old wiMMlm 
building had been leased ami muv 
ed on the east shie o f the  railr«>a«l 
about th ree  blocks southeast of the 
ra ilroad station. Everywhere t h e 
sound of ham m er and saw could be 
heard. A pre^s was being liistalleti.

He went on the p4>lic« | 
beat, carry ing  a  pistol buckle^l to 
his side. Many tim es he made law* 
violators angry  by using th e ir 
rmmes in his articles, lie  was one 
rep o rte r th a t was never frig h ten ­
ed and came nearly engaging in 
some duels with crim inals and 
members o f  the police departm ent 
who IumI been standing in with 
gam bling and g ra ftin g  interests. 
The policy of o u r paper was to 
fight every form of vk*e and we

never reU*nte<l.
The last I heard o f l^arry Smits 

he was with the IN.S «4»ti>rwhere 
m Florida Yates became a  big 
shot with the  governor general of 
the Wake l«lamU and figured in 
'^•nKational preM reports f r o m  
W ashington a few yisar'* ago when 
he allege*! g ra ft in certain  govern­
mental de|*artments. Hi» pwture 
ap|>ewred a f te r  a  fight with a pro­
m inent national official.

Another reporter 1 employed 
was Hubert t'oop«r who had hia 
first train ing  on the Ahiiene Daily 
R eporter ami uld Dalla-^ Fvening 
Journal.

They hail a  nice yuuny mare, 
which they kept etokrd lieur the 
houa* to keep from  haviny her 
atolen by the raidiny Indian*.

Many year* afte rw ard  an old 
man came to  the home of the 
late Jo* Jonea, aeekiny fo r  aarae 
one who could ahow him th* yravc 
of hi* wife. .Mr. Jonea, and p«T 
hap* otbar* aaaiated him in the 
aearch, but *o much tim e had 
ela|Mied and *o m any yrave* had 
not been m arked, th a t they rouUI
