Every retail store in the 
United States will suspend sales 
of its regular merchandise or 
services for a period on July 1 
to sell War Bonds and War Sav-
ings Stamps exclusively." 
Dimmitt merchants already are 

talking up the project and making 
plans to cooperate in the nation-.  
wide undertaking. 

Castro county has been doing 
very well with its bond buying 
campaign. Mayor Ward Golden 
said yesterday the sales this month 
are running ahead of the $1,500 
quota set by the government for 
the month of May, although he 
did not have available at the time 
sales figures for the last 26 days. 
Golden is chairman of the county's 
bond selling campaign for the gov-
ernment. 

The county had no fixed quota 
for April, but sales of bonds and 
stamps last month totaled slightly 
more than $2,600. 

Golden said a public meeeting 'is 
planned to be held, at which time 
an organized campaign will be 
effected in the county to system-
atically handle the bond sales and 
assure that our monthly quotas of 
War Bond purchases will continue

The last truck load of caliche 
was placed on the eight-mile gap 
of road 194 into Dimmitt last Mon-
day. 

The contractor, Plains Construo-
tion Company of Pampa, will be 
engaged for the next two weeks 
in placing the topping of asphalt 
and gravel on this stretch of 
state road, before it is a complet-
ed project and ready for the state 
to accept. 

Dirt work on the seven and a 
quarter mile gap of road 51, be-
tween Dimmitt and Hereford, has 
been finished and this contractor, 
Harry Barnhill of Turkey, is be-
ginning the base haul and within 
a few weeks will have completeed 
the surfacing work. 

Completion of these two projects 
Will give Castro county about 15 
miles of additional 'hard-surfaced. 
state road. 

Status of the other unpaved 
cap of road 51, part of which is in-
Castro County, and part in Ee.a-f 
Smith county, is not definitely es-
tablished, in view of "freezing" 
orders which were issued only a 
few days after the contract was 
awarded, more than a month ago.

CLUB WOMEN SOUGHT I 
TO HAVE HOME DEMON-
STRATION AGENT'S WORK 
CONTINUED HERE. 

County commissioners made a 
lot of women happy Monday. 

In regular -session, the court, as 
it previously had promised, gave 
the home demonstration club wo-
men its decision on the county's 
appropriation for continuing the 
work of a regular home demon-
-ttration agent. The court some 
weeks ago had issued an order to 
cancel the county's $50 a month, 
effective June 1. Since then, 150 
or more women of the county, as 
well as some of the men, had been 
before the court more than once, 
and otherwise had tried to get. 
the commissioners to rescind the 
order. 

The court did not rescind its ac-
tion Monday, but it did agree to 
defer the effectiveness, or en-
forcernent, of its order for six 
months, or until next January 1. 

"It was a good turn," one wo-
man said, following Monday's 
meeting of the court. A delega-
tion of several club women from a 
number of communities in Castro 
county attended the session. 

Nothing was said at Monday's 
meeting regarding the county 
budget for 1943, Wllich is to be 
made up soon.

Will Show How 
To Get Along 
Without Sugar 

An intensive campaign to col-
lect scrap metal in this area has 
brought the announcement from 
the State Road Department that 
state trucks operating in Castro 
County will be used from now on 
in hauling the metal, free of cost, 
from the farms to town, with two 
conditions: The metal must be 
placed alongside the road, and it 
must be consigned to some agency 
like the Red Cross or Boy Scouts. 
Obviously, state trucks cannot he 
utilized to provide transportation 
for private enterprise. 

The announcement comes from 
Herschel Brown,local, maintenance 
foreman for the highway depart-
ment. 

Persons living outside of Dim-
mitt are urged to collect their 
scrap metal and deposit it on the 
rights-of-way of state highways. 
The government needs this metal. 

Local business fir* also will 
cooperate with the staVe, with the 
farmers, and. with all concerned, 
Brown said he has bfeen informed.

vince C. A. Farley that our school 
lunchroom project in DimMitt is a 
useless or foolish effort. 

Farley is principal of the 
grade school here, and recently 
conducted a survey to learn what 
the results have been with chil-
dren who ate regularly at the 
school cafeteria. This is what he 
said he learned: 

Pupils who ate regularly in the 
-rade school lunchroom during 
the last school' term gained in 
weight an average of three and 
one-half pounds, and in height one 
and one-half inches. 

The significance of this is in a 
still further test-children who did 
not eat regularly in the school 
lunchroom gained only three 
pounds in weight and only one 
inch in height. 

Farley said the third graders 
led in the weight department for 
the year, with an average gain of 
five pounds a pupil, and the sixth 
graders led in the height depart-
ment with an average gain of two 
and two-thirds inches a pupil. 

Records kept during the last 
two years seeem to indicate pu-
pils who eat in Ito lunchroom 
regularly gain more_,-%......z:sitly both 
in weight and in heir ht 	in 
many instances, do much better 
jn :their school than those who

LIONS HEAR 
TALKS ON SOIL 

The.  time has come for backyard 
gardeners to replant short-lived 
vegetables for the second time and 
make the first planting of hot 
weather vegetables. Leaf lettuce, 
tendergreen mustard, bush beans, 
and radishes mature rapidly and 
must be replanted to obtain a con-
tinuous supply of young, tender 
vegeetables of best quality. 	if 
not already planted, squash, cu-
cumber, okra, eggplant, butter-
beans, pepper and blackeyed or 
cream peas, should be planted now 
for summertime production. 

Lettuce planted in February is 
liable to become bitter in May 
and go to seed by June. Replant-
ing immediately will yield a 
sweet, tender crop by the time the 
first one deteriorates. Try the 
Black Seeded Simpson, Early Curl-
ed Simpson, or Grand Rapids va-
rieties. The fresh, crisp quality 
of mustard is lost when warm 
weather causes it to become bitter, 
tough, and fibrous. 	A second 
planting of tendergreen mustard 
will .prolong the season of fresh 
greens, since this variety is more 
tolerant of warm weather than 
others. Three or four weeks 
should elapse between the first and 
second planting of beans. If one 
planting has started into growth, 
make a second one now. Beans 
from older plants often are coarse 
and stringy. Of the bush variety 
the stringless, green pod is the 
most tolerant of heat for summer 
production. McCaslon. is the best 
pole variety for hot weather. 

Now, with warmer soil, vegeta-
bles which have a long period of 
production, in spite of hot weath-
er, may be planted. Green pep-
ners will produce all summer. Six 
to 12 plants of the California Won-
der variety, a smooth, thick-walled. 
deep green pepper, will supply 
-tile-svvtrage f;ttnily'ts need's. P.11 41-. 

or pole tutterbeans should h 
planted. Henderson's BuSh and 
Fordhook are small, white, tender 
beans which mature quickly. 

A dozen squash plants is suffi-
cient for the average family. A 
second planting may be made in 
May for later production. It is 
unwise to overplant, because a 
surplus which cannot be used 
fresh may go to waste. 

Cream, or blackeyed peas should 
follow harvesting of English peas, 
Irish potatoes, cabbage, and other 
vegetables. 

A good gardener does not allow 
an idle space in his garden. In 
this Food for Victory program, 
let's "keep 'em growing."
