! samples to laboratories for un- 
| alysia This early sampling 
helps assure the farmer of get- 

| ting the best results from their 
j  soil during 1963. And early 
I testing gives plenty of time! 
to place orders for the pro- j 

I per types ot fertilizer which 
| the soil may need.

A number of state and fed- / 
| rrally operated laboratories, 
j as well as private concerns, 
offer this service to the farm­
er. These who want to get 
a diagnosis of their soil needs 
can consult their county a-1 
genl for tha location of the' 
nearest laboratory. The test I

can pay off in richer yields 
on less land this year.

Instruction sheets may he 
obtained from local branches 
of the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice or direct from the test­
ing laboratories The prac­
tice varies in different areas 
but a composite sample from 
cores or slices of soil taken 
from 15 to 20 different spots 
is usually the rule. Small 
arras that differ in color, tex­
ture or dratnugr should be 
voided or sampled separate­
ly

Soil testing should he con­
sidered on a crop rotation ba­
sis where it is possible Sam­
pling soils every three to five 
years, or once during a rota­
tion cycle is sufficient to main­
tain an adequate mineral le­
vel and make necessary ad­
justments ui fertilization prac­
tices.

The value of maintaining a 
healthy soil cannot be overes­
timated, Just like humans, 
soil can get “ tick' due to de-j 
ficiencies in ita ' diet’’ . When 
planning crops for a certain 
plot of land, the farmer should 
know what that soil needs in 
the way of proper fertilizers. 
The initial cost will be Veturn- 
ed in better yield*.
