Soeial Security

"Referral to a State voca­
tional rehabilitation agency of 
applicants for disability bene­
fits under the Social Security 
Act is an important part of the 
whole disability benefit pro­
gram." R R. Tuley, Jr., dis­
trict manager of social secur­
ity in Abilene reports.

"While many applicants are 
so severely disabled that to 
the layman they would pre­
sent no prospect for rehabili­
tation. the State office of vo­
cational rehabilitation is suc­
cessful in restoring a substan­
tial number of such persona 
to self-support, both by ther­
apy and retraining as well as 
by furnishing them with spec­
ial equipment or prosthetic de-

"In  order to encourage dis­
abled beneficiaries to make 
the effort to regain their in­
dependence and return to gain­
ful employment, the law pro­
vides for a trial work period 
of as much as a year, during 
which the beneficiary's f u 1 
benefits are continued," he 
added.

"I f benefits are discontin­
ued because the claimant is 
found able to work and later 
on again becomes unable to 
work, benefits can be resum­
ed immediately if the second 
period of disability is within 
3 years of the end of the first 
period.
