THE INSPIRED WORD OF GOD:
HOW TO DIVIDE IT.

“Qudy to show thyself approved unto God a workman that
needeth not to be ashamed rightly dividing (handling aright)
the word of God” (11 Tim. 2:15) Many people who study the
word of God take no consideration for handling i aright
Particularly, there are those people w ho make no distinction
between the two covenants that God has made. The first
covenant being with the Jews the New Covenant being with
those who are in Christ Jesus. | have already shown in a pre-
vious study that the Word, the whele word of God is inspired -
it came dl.rN'l)' trom God. No one is trying to discredit the
Old Covenant (Testament) but in handling aright God's word
we must recognize that the Old Law was nailed to the cross
(Col. 2:14). Not that it fsn't the word of God but that it
laws, priesthood, sacrifices, worship and lawgiver (Moses)
have been taken out of the way in order that we might have
a better covenant (Heb. 8:6-7); that through Jesus Christ the
second covenant could be established and the forgiveness of
sins be procured for its subjects

There are a number of people who say that we are still
bound by the Old Law. The scriptures do not teach this, in
fact the word of God teaches the very opposite “Blotting out
the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was
contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his
cross” (Col. 2:14). The “handwriting of ordinances” refers to
the sacrificial law, and other aspects of the Law but not the
“Ten Commandment Law.”

As you vead this article get your New Testaments and
turn with me to Rom. 8:14; “For sin shall not have dominion
over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace'
But what law is he talking about?” Keep reading! Are you
to the seventh chapter of Romans® Notice v. 6, “But now we
are delivered from the law, that being dead wherein we were
held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the
oldness of the letter”

Does this prove which law it is? If not notice v. 7 “What
shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid. Nay, 1 had
not known sin, but by the law: for 1 had not known lust, except
the law had said, THOU SHALT NOT COVET." Now answer
this honestly, which law sald “Thou shalt not covel!™? The law
that said “Thou shalt not covet” is the one from which we
have been delivered

This is the basis of “handling aright” the word of God
