It was on Dec. 9, 1891, that a
group of pioneer Castro Countians
presented the organization petition
to the Oldham County Commis-
sioners Court. The petiton was
approved, and Dimmitt was named
the county seat.

Sounds simple enough, doesn’t
it? But it wasn’t.

According to the Centennial his-
tory book, 150 signatures were re-
quired on the petition.

"All the residents of the county
signed the petition, but there were
not enough signatures. According
to Mrs. C. J. Mapes and other old-
timers, they asked all the cowboys
on neighboring ranches to sign, and
still didn’t have enough. Next they
asked people passing through the
county to sign, and they still need-
ed several more signatures, SO
James W. Carter [the county’s first
settler] gave surmmames to his horses
Joe, Jim, Sam, Bob, etc., until the
list bore the needed 150 signa-
tures."

Also, while the petition was be-
ing circulated, there was a fight
over which community would serve
as the county seat — Dimmitt,
which had been established by the
Bedford Town & Land Co., or
Castro City, which was on the
drawing boards of a new group of
promoters led by S. L. Richardson
and L. Gough.

"The opposition between these
two groups grew as open meetings
were held to present the advantages
of each location,” according to the
history book.

The dispute led to a gunfight
between former Texas Ranger Ira
Aten and lawyer Andrew McClel-

for redistricting

Monday night, the Dimmitt City
Council approved a redistricting
plan that will be submitted to the
US Justuce Dept. for its approval
before the plan becomes effective.

The plan was the product of a
compromise between two plans
submitted earlier. One proposal was
drawn up by a subcommittee of
council members, with Councilman
Larry Gonzales engineering the
plan. Another proposal had been
hastily drawn by City Attorney
Jack Edwards as an initial rough
draft, and then had some adjust-
ments made (o it

Councilman Wayne Proffitt
asked Gonzales if the compromise
plan was satisfactory to him, and
Gonzales replied that he planned to
vote in favor of the plan. However,
when pressed to make or second
the motion for adoption of the
proposal, Gonzales refused, saying
he still had reservations about whe-
ther the plan would be approved by
the Justice Dept.

Proffitt replied that the council
cannot be sure how the Justice
Dept. will decide, but added that
the council needs to be united In
support of the plan before submit-
ting it.

Edwards said that the plan meets
the guidelines of the Justice Dept.,
and added that, "It expresses the
intent of the settlement of the law-
suit,” which brought about the sin-
gle-member district system, with
any changes being as minor as
possible from the original plan that
was accepted.

The moton for approval was
made by Councilman Don Sheffy,
who wryly observed that he fa-
vored the plan even though he is
"only an American of German des-
cent, who doesn’t know what the
Justice Dept. will do." Councilman
Lloyd White seconded the motion,
and all voted in favor. Councilman
Richard Stahl was absent from the
meeung.

FmHA reviews graduation
of borrowers to other credit

The U.S. Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) Farmers Home
Administration (FmHA) continues
to review its portfolio for possible
graduation of borrowers to private
credit as mandated by Congress,
Neal Sox Johnson, FmHA State
Director in Temple, announced re-
cently.

The FmHA credit programs are
administered in 2 manner that will

assure that they do not supplant or
compete with credit available to
farmers, rural families and groups
from other reliable credit sources.
The law requires that FmHA bor-
rowers should graduate to other
credit on reasonable rates and terms
when they are able to do so.
FmHA, as the lending arm of the
US Government, has long been a
source of credit for farmers, ranch-

Manage winter stress
for better cattle profit

A cattleman’s profits can easily
fall with winter temperatures. The
stresses brought on by cold weather
include lowered rate of gain, in-
creased risk of illness, and higher
medical costs.

Loss of gain as a result of low-
ered appetite can cost feedyard and
stocker operators considerable
sums of money.

"When beef animals are stressed,
the bacterial population in the
digestive tract changes,” said Dr.
Bill Kautz, a veterinarian. "In addi-
tion to extreme weather fluctua-
tions, major stress factors include
weaning, processing, shipping and
birthing,"

"Stress from any of these factors
may often be expressed by a lack of
appetite and a related higher risk of
sickness,"” Kautz said.

Keeping cattle eating properly
can be one of the most effective
ways to keep sickness problems to
a minimum, which Kautz said can
be accomplished by making sure

Dispute over roads

cattle are continually checked for
illness, and making sure that high-
quality, well-balanced rations, with
proper nutritional supplements, are
fed in proper amounts.

"Cattlemen should also include
microbial products during any
stressful period," Kautz said. "Such
products may provide beneficial,
live, naturally - occurring bacteria
which help maintain a healthy ba-
lance in the digestive system."

Restoring and maintaining a ba-
lance of beneficial bacteria -can
help keep appetites up, and when
cattle are eating at their fullest
potential, there is less likelihood of
a costly illness taking away from
profits, according to Kautz.

Weight Loss
Surprises
Researchers

WASHINGTON --A nutrition or-
ganization was hopeful that a nutri-
tionally complete “‘hi-tech’’ food
tablet would help erase world hunger
problems, until a study revealed that
one of the ingredients could cause
significant weight loss.

Although other studies and scien-
tists may not agree, researchers in
Europe found that the ingredient, a
natural plant colloid, actually caused
people to lose weight, even though
specifically instructed not to alter nor-
mal eating tterns, according to one
study pu ed in the prestigious
British Journal of Nutrition. Research-
ers in an earlier study had speculated
that the weight loss was due to a
decrease in the intestinal absorption
of calories.

While the project of National Die-
tary Research, aptly named Food
Source One, would not be used to
successfully folfill its original goal,
the formula which has since been
improved with cther natural colloids
has been a windfail for some cver-
weight people. A Daytona Beach,
Flonda woman fighting a weight baitle
for 12 years used the product on the
recommendation of her physician and
lost 30 pounds. She stated, ‘*“Not cnly
have I lost 30 pounds but my choles-
terol has dropped from 232 10 143. 1
have iwo closets full of clothes which
have not fit me in two years that I can
now wear.”’ In a separate report, a
telephone interview revealed that a
Wilmington, North Carolina phar-
macist lost 14 pounds in 3 weeks on
the product and was never hungry.

have been unable to obtain credit
through commercial lenders such as
banks, savings and loans, Produc-
tion Credit Associations, and Fed-
eral Land Banks. Farmers Home
Administration has attempted to aid
those borrowers as a "Lender of
Last Resort,” Johnson said. Nation-
wide, and on an annual basis,
FmHA reviews its loan portfolio to
determine those borrowers who
have progressed to the point that
they no longer nced government
assistance to obtain credit. This
annual review is currently being
conducted by local Farmers Home
Administration offices. FmHA bor-
rowers in all ability to graduate
from their FmHA loans to private
sector lenders.

The mission of the Farmers
Home Administration loan program
is that of "Temporary source of
supervised credit in modest
amounts” to those who are unable
to obtain credit elsewhere.

Cargill increases
rural scholarships

Currently, the most effective
method known to win the battle
against breast cancer is early detec-
tion. Early detection is best done by
following the guidelines recom-
mended by the American Cancer
Society for breast cancer screening
for women who have no signs or
symptoms of breast cancer.

The guidelines are to learn and
perform breast self - examinations
every month, have a physical exam
each year, and have a mammogram
according to the recommendations
by age, which include one baseline
mammogram for women ages 35 to
40, a mammogram every one o
two years for women ages 40 to 50
and yearly mammograms for wom-
en over age 50.

High Plains Water District
to begin soil moisture survey

Personnel from the High Plains
Underground Water Conservation
District No. 1 and the US Dept. of
Agriculture-Soil Conservation Ser-
vice are now collection data for the
1992 pre-plant soil moisture sur-
vey, according to Willie Cren-
welge, USDA-SCS soil scientist.

The survey began Nov. 14 and
will continue through mid-January.

The annual pre-plant soil mois-
ture survey informs irrigators about
general soil moisture availability
and deficit conditions within the
5.5 million acre High Plains Water
District service area. Information
collected during the survey gives
irrigators an idea of the amount of
water that is needed to bring the
five-foot root zone soil profile to
field capacity.

Pre-plant soil moisture condi-
tions have a great influence upon
crop yield outlooks. Historically,
above-average crop yields are more
likely to be produced when the
plant root zone is near field capaci-
ty at planting time.

Water District and USDA-SCS
personnel use neutron moisture me-
ters to collect soil moisture data at
more than 270 monitoring sites
across the district. Readings are
taken at six-inch intervals through-
out the five-foot profile by lower-
ing a neutron probe into a previous-
ly-installed aluminum access tube.

The resulting data from the 1992
pre-plant soil moisture survey will
be used to construct maps illustrat-
ing the estimated soil moisture
available for plant use and the
amount of water that must be ap-
plied to bring the root zone soil
profile to field capacity. These
maps will be published in an up-
coming issue of The Cross Section.

Soil moisture monitoring sites
are selected by the district to repre-
sent typical dryland or irrigated

The training has been approved
by the Texas Dept. of Agriculture
for five CEUs, according to Dr. W.
Pat Morrison, entomologist with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service. Applicators are required to
receive five CEUs a year to retain
certification.

Topics will include toxicology of
pesticide poisoning, pesticide laws
and regulations, relationships of
soil mobility and bio-persistence of
herbicides to ground water inter-
ception, bare ground management,
chemophobia, and calibration for
spary and granular ground applica-
tions.

Hart marshal says he’s fed up

Dear Editor:

I have been accused of not doing
my job as a police officer by the
Hart Independent School District
and the HISD Supt. Phil Barefield,
because the kids of this town drink
alcoholic beverages like there is no
tomorrow. Mr. Barefield has made
several accusations to this effect
and went over my head to the Hart
City Council and Mayor Joe Bai-
ley, and also to the sheriff and
district attorney, who have no au-
thority to tell me how to uphold the
law, but to work with me and to
help uphold the laws to the best of
our ability. We can only uphold the
laws that the citizens will let us
uphold.

Mr. Barefield has never sat down
and visited with me as your Chief
of Police and City Marshal to see
how we could help each other on
the dnnking problem at the Hart
school campus or in town.

Mr. Barefield waited until I was
on vacation to meet with the city
council and stated some facts at the
city council meeting that were
untrue, and one of them was that 1
was not at all the football games.

However, he was not at all of them,
so he does not know if I was there
or not. I did this on my own, and
without any pay for being there.
There is no law that states a peace
officer has to work ball games.

Mr. Barefield was told by the
city council and myself about what
could be done. One thing we told
him was that he was in charge of
the school campus, and that he
would have to sign a complaint so
that a warrant could be issued for
any violation of the law on the
school campus, but he has refused
to sign any complaint. This leaves
my hands tied in trying to uphold
the laws, and also ties the hands of
Municipal Judge Joe Bailey.

Mr. Barefield and the Hart
school board have gotten on the
kick of stopping the drinking in the
City of Hart. What he does not
understand is that this has to be
stopped in the homes first, and that
the parents are buying the liquor for
their children to drink.

Mr. Barefield does not know that
I have written citations for minors
in possession. I have also taken
intoxicated persons to jail, but they
were released from jail when I got
there, and they were never locked
up for being intoxicated.

When the citizens of this county
decide that they want the crime
stopped in this city and county,
they will have to make some chan-
ges in the way that a person is
locked up in jail. It is true that this
county is under a FEDERAL
MANDATE conceming who is
jailed and so forth, but the federal
judge did not mean for it to inter-
fere with enforcing the law, as long
as it is done according to the law.

What Mr. Barefield does not
understand is that he has cut me
down as an officer of the law. He
does not understand that all Class C
misdemeanors are only issued a
citation, except in cases of public
intoxication. But you cannot lock
them up in jail regardless of how
intoxicated or how much trouble
that person gives the arresting offi-
cer. Regardless of how intoxicated
they are, they are released and sent
back to Hart as intoxicated as they
were when I put them in jail and
able to cause more trouble the rest
of the night.

Also, I have asked the parents of
the children who were at a drinking
party to file charges on the person
who had given their children the
liquor to drink, and because every-
one is kin to each other in this
town, they refused. I then had to do
it the hard way and took cussing
from the parents when I arrested

who know better.

Mr. Barefield does not under-
stand that peace officers are trained
and have a good education in law
enforcement. We hold a license as

officers. The license is not
held by the city, county or state.
The courts have handed down the
rules on how we are to enforce the
laws, and there are two words that
every law officer has to go by, and
those are PROBABLE CAUSE.
Without those two words in making
an arrest, law officers can and will
lose their license as peace officers
and cannot be peace officers any-
where in the US if they violate the
law or civil rights of a citizen while
performing their duties as a peace
officer.

We are very well educated and
trained in the law, and Mr. Bare-
field is not trained or educated in
the law. The way he wants the law
upheld is not the legal way of doing

it. Mr. Barefield needs to take care
of the school district, which is his
job, and let the law officers take
care of the law, which is their job.

But why, ever since I came to
Hart, have 1 been the one the
citizens of Hart are blaming for the
drinking problems of their children,
when Hart had a drinking problem
ever since there has been a Hart?
Since I have been here as your law
officer, the crime rate in Hart is
way down compared with what it
was before I came.

Where were the citizens of Hart
when I asked for their help in
trying to stop the drinking problem
on the streets? Where were the
parents of the children, when I had
their children at 2:30 a.m. for three
Sunday momnings in a row for
involvement in gang fights? Where
are the parents when their children
are out at night drinking and getting
in trouble with the law?

Since I have been here as the law
officer of Hart, I have only had one
parent out looking for or checking
on his children at night.

I will also say to Mr. Barefield
and the Hart School District that we
as peace officers do not enforce
rules or school policies, we only
uphold the laws that are written as
law by the city, county, state and
federal governments. We do not
uphold rules or policies, because
these are not laws.

Since I have been here I have
made a handful of friends, and a
handful of Hart citizens have stood
by me and worked with me, and I
say thank you to them. Mayor Joe
Bailey and the Hart City Council
have upheld me in doing my job,

land after McClelland—who was
promoting Castro City — called
Aten a liar at one of the public
meetings.

After a series of political
maneuverings, settlers decided to
withdraw Castro City from conten-
tion as the county seat, and the two
factions turmed their attention to
opposing each other in the elections
for county judge, sheriff, etc.

After the organization petition
was approved by Oldham County
which had handled the
governmental affairs of this area
until that time—the new Castro
County Commissioners Court held
its first meeting on Dec. 23, 1891,
with Judge L. Gough presiding and
W. B. Beach acting as the clerk.

Castro County was on its way.

The first commissioners were J.
W. Carter, Precinct 1; S. L. Rich-
ardson, Precinct 2; S. F. Flores,
Precinct 3; and William Moore,
Precinct 4.

Other charter officers of the
county were C. I. Bedford, sheriff;
R. J. Davis, treasurer; C. J. Ivey,
tax assessor-collector; L. D. White,
county attorney; B. T. Banks, sur-
veyor; J. L. Cloud, justice of the
peace for Precinct 1; Rufus Bed-
ford, justice of the peace for Pre-
cinct 2; G. B. Ballard, justice of the
peace for precinct 4; J. W. Douglas,
constable for Precinct 1; D. M.
Mills, constable for Precinct 2; and
H. C. Denin, Constable for Precinct
3.

After being elected, all these

officials went to Tascosa to be
sworn into office, then returned

with the records to set up the new
county government in a temporary
courthouse.

After the public officials had
taken office, according to the histo-
ry book, "Ira Aten strapped his
Ranger gun to his hip and rode to
town" to settle his dispute with
McClelland.

The gunfight occurred on Jones
Street, near the future courthouse
square.

McClelland reportedly fired the
first shot—or shots.

"He was coming up the street
with a pistol in each hand, firing as
he came," the history book reports.
"Jim Flores was near the scene in
his wagon. He pulled up his team
and yelled for the men not to shoot
the wrong man.

"Aten returned the fire, and
wounded Andrew McClelland in
the left arm, and he spun to the
ground.

"Aten holstered his gun just as
the sound of a bullet whizzed past

him. The roar of the shot caused
him to tum in time to see Hugh
McClelland (Andrew’s brother),
who was shooting from around the
comer, duck around the corner of
the small wooden store building.

"Aten placed a shot through the
comer of the building, and Hugh
McClelland cried out, but returned
the fire. Aten placed another shot
through the comer. There was the
sound of running feet, and Aten
knew the battle was over."

Sheriff Bedford arrived at the
scene about that time, and Aten
walked over to him, handed him his
gun and told him that he would be

Committee to
to attract new

Under the leadership of the
Texas Dept. of Commerce, the
Texas Textile and Apparel Devel-
opment Committee has been
formed to improve efforts between
private businesses and state-sup-
ported organizations such as the
Texas Dept. of Agriculture, the
Texas Food and Fibers Commis-
sion, Texas Tech, University of
Texas, Texas A&M and Texas
Women’s University.

The committee will develop
ways (o attract new textile and
apparel manufacturing to Texas,
monitor the natural fiber industry
on both a domestic and internation-
al scale, and encourage state-wide
cooperation between textile/apparel
production, processing, marketing
and design operations.

Through the activities of the
committee and other programs, the
Dept. of Commerce hopes to esta-
blish an integrated, value - added
processing network for the state’s
textile and apparel industry, result-
ing in increased economic develop-
ment for Texas.

The committee held its first
meeting June 25 in Austin, and
recommended expansion of the
promotion of a new fabric devel-
oped at Texas Tech. The new fa-
bric, Texcellana, is composed of
80% cotton and 20% wool.

The committee also recommend-
ed that the Commerce Dept. work
with private industry to launch a
campaign aimed at promoting and
selling Texas-made western wear in
the Northeastern US and Europe.

Representing all levels of indus-
try, from apparel marketers to
