So, Texas candidates are 
losing no time in getting down 
to rougiihouse campaigning.

A  look at the roster o f Dem­
ocratic candidates for the 
lagisl ature shows 404 contes­
tants for 150 seats in the 
H o u s e  o f Representatives, 
II o f these women And these 
women art- among the 83 House 
candidates on the Republican 
side o f  the ledger.

Two o f the 18 fem ale can­
didates are incumJients— MUs 
Maud Isaacks of K1 Paso and 
Mrs. Myra Bunfieid o f Rosen­
berg

Texas also boasts a woman 
state senator, Mrs Neveiile 
Colson of N ava*da She is a 
veteran with 34 years' service 
in th House and Senate How­
ever. Senator Colson drew a 
four-year term  last year and 
it  not up for re-elfolinri

History shows that women 
have had scant success in 
state elections, one notable 
exception is the late Miriam 
A  Ferguson, governor of the 
state from  1123 to 1927 and 
from  1933 to 1933.

Whether their luck will he 
better in legislative races In 
1984 a leap year— remain* 
to be seen. It muy be signi­
ficant to note that as of Jan­
uary, 1984, the number of T ex­
as women aged 21 and over 
was estimated to be a little 
m ore than 3,000.000, while 
their male counterparts were 
estimated to number less than 
3 ,000.000.

Registration o f voters who 
want to qualify for free vote* 
in federal elections will con­
tinue through March 7. Coun­
ty tax collectors ure issuing 
the free receipts which may 
be obtained by direct personal 
or mail application.

Holders of the free registra­
tions cannot vote in state or 
local races, in constitutional 
amendment or bond elections - 
only for president, vice pre­
sident, y . S. Senator, U. S. 
representative and congress- 
nmn .it large.

State attorneys emphasise, 
however, that the free regis­
tration receipts are good for
primary election*, the Novem ­
ber general election and any 
special election involving fed­
eral offices during the convng 
year. In other words, those 
who have them can vote in 
their party primary for sena- 
cial election for these offices, 
as well as the general e lec­
tion

Vntetm over 60 in cities o f 
10,000 or m ore population who 
did nt get their poll tax ex- 
rm plm s before the January 
31 deadline cannot qualify for 
■special registration Over-age

Although the official co m ­
pilation o f poll tux payments 
and exemption certificates is 
nut due from State Com ptrol­
ler Robert Calvert until the 
first o f April, many county 
tax u&aesaor - collectors have 
stated they expect the num­
ber of qualified voters to ex ­
c e e d  itato * 2.394,000

H u s prediction does not 
take into account registrations 
o f those voters who cast ha I 
1U in federal races only. R e­
gistration for federal certifi­
cate* sen na to be •;oing slow, 
but poll-tax registration also 
ran slow until the last week in 
January.

A statement by Pat O 'Keefe,
executive director of the State 
Dem ocratic Committee. Indi­
cated that inlciest in voter re­
gistration seems lightest in 
rural areas.

Republican party officials 
have nut baaarded a gueoa on
the score, but arc hoping to 
get 300.000 Texans to cast
hfdiots on their May 2 pri­
m ary. Total o f 1962 OOP pri­
mary participant* was 133,000.

Although the State Health 
Department reported an "U n­
interrupted decline" in the 
Texas birth rate per 1,000
population between 1938 and 
1982, the state's population
continues to riae.

Births in 1962 totaled 244.089 
New settlers moving in from 
other states accounted for a 
200 000 increase, helping to 
make the population puss the 
10 million mark last year. Rut 
at the same time the number 
of deaths for one year reached 
an all-time high of 81,118.

Heart disease was the lead 
ing cause of death, account 
mg for 33 per cent; cancer 
was second with 13 per cent; 
apoplexy, third with 12 per 
cent o f the deaths; and acci­
dents of all kinds, fourth with 
seven per cent.
