In the bunaay edition ot the Kan|;> i iiine< an aiucle 

appeared on tiic Iront page concennitg opponents le- 
lusal to drop the suit attacking ttie vote tor tne new 
hospital district 'Ihe article was written by an oppo­
nent to tne present hospital dstnet.

Thu group has stated they are lor a new hospital (or 
Ranger, but have not stated how a new hospital ran be 
built without creating a hospital district and wiUiuut 
the isauance ot hospital bonds. The oppuaitiun has been 
invited several times to meet with the huapital board 
and together seek a better way to build a hopital.

Since Uic vote has been ptaf-ed in a contested suit it 
will cHist the tax payers fA.UOU, win or lose. This 5̂ .000 
rouhl oe used to help in the building of s new hospital.
1 lie hospital board secured an attorney (or $3.5W to 
iignt the case and it is understood the o|>position has 
ai:>o secured a lawyer lor |2,50U.

On Saturday, May 24, Ranger voters went to the polls 
and appioved the creation ol tne Ranger Hosmtal Lhs- 
trict wan a J to 1 win. Total votes lor the Hospital 
District was JiO (or and 232 against. The voting for the 
issuaiue ot H<«pital Bonds also earned in the May 241 
election with ;k>4 voting (or the bond.s and 209 voting' 
against the bond issue.

This was a great step (orward for Ranger. Tlie votes 
were canvassed by the Commissioners Court and it de­
clared the results of the election to be a favorable ma­
jority vote, and that the fiospital District bi- created, 
and the annual taxes levied within such Dutrict, and 
that the Iswids he issued, all in accordance with law

The suit alleging impn)|M>r voting pnxedures tn the 
May 24 election was fii(>d m the 91st District Court in | 
Eastland «>n June 20. The suit was filed by A. M Powell 
Eight Ranger residents contended that the election judge 
at the time of the election did not have an offKial list 
of qualified Voters. Tlie eight included Powell, A E 
Crawley, Don Adanu, Charlotte Adams. Melvin Adams, 
Joe Young, Electra Pearson, and Charley Sutton

They also alleged in tlie suit (hat Don Adams sliould 
have been election judge instead of V. V Coojier be­
cause Adam.s had been appointed by the Cummiaaion- 
ers. Adams u election judge for regular elections and 
not for sp«>riMl called elections, it is understood.

No date has been set (or a hearing on the suit, which 
will come iH-forc Judge Earl Conner, 91st Dutnet Judge.

The opponents to tlie hospitat district and bond issue 
1m ve stated they will not drop the suit and this will just 
prolong the grunt Uiat has been applied for through 
the HiTl-Burton Agency and the HUi) Agency

The voters of Ranger should look at the situation the 
present h«>.>>pital is in for thdr Metfirare patients and 
for the future of Ranger.
