The county went against the pro-
posed referendum for legalized pa-

Proposition 19, the "SSC amend-
ment," allowing for bonds to fi-
nance incentives to draw a super-
conducting supercollider to Texas,
passed by a large majority in the
county.

In a surprising break with tradi-
tion, county residents voted against
the proposed water development
bonds of Amendment 23.

While the state passed Amend-
ment 15, abolishing three county
treasurer’s offices, Castro County
did not follow suit. Amendment 15
lost here, thanks in part to. the
campaigning of County Treasurer
Oleta Raper.

County residents voted against
proposed loans and grants to en-
courage economic development in
the state, as put forth in Amend-
ment 4. The state passed that
amendment by a slim majority.

While the state passed Amend-
ment 8 allowing for bonds to up-
grade prison and mental health fa-
cilities, Castro County voted
against it.

Amendment 10 exempting non-
income producing personal proper-
ty (boats, RVs, planes, etc.) from
ad valorem taxes lost by a heavy
margin here but passed statewide.,

The proposed "emergency -dis-
tricts" of Amendment 13 carried
statewide, but lost here by nearly
200 votes.

The county voted against
Amendment 16 allowing for the
creation of additional Justice of the
Peace courts in metropolitan
counties, but the rest of the state
said yes.

On Amendmen
for taxing districts to improve local
jails, the county said no by almost
300 votes. The state passed the
amendment with 56.60% in favor.

The county went against tax ex-
emptions for out-of-use offshore
drilling equipment, proposed in
Amendment 20, by over 500 votes.
That amendment passed statewide
by a narrow margin.

Castro County followed suit with
the state on Amendment 3, passing
by a large margin homestead tax
exemptions for surviving spouses
age 55 or older. This proposed
amendment was the most popular

on the ballot statewide.

The county also stayed in line
with state voters in the closest race,
that over Amendment 11, propos-
Ing tax exemptions on "pass -
through" property which is in the
state for 175 days or less. Incom-
plete statewide returns show
Amendment 11 failing by less than
two percentage points.

Crash causes cattle,
grain futures to drop

By ANNE ACKER

Ever since "Black Monday", the
stock market crash on Oct. 19,
cattle and grain futures have taken
a nosedive and haven’t stabilized
yet, with cattle prices dropping
10% and grain decreasing 5%.

“January feeder cattle dropped
from $79 per hundredweight to
$70.50 in the last two weeks, a
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10.7% drop," said Jerry Annen,
commodities broker with Dillon-
Gage, Inc. March comn futures fell
14 cents, from $1.95 per bushel to
$1.81."

Cash prices for corn, wheat, milo
and soybeans have remained un-
changed for the most part, accord-
ing to Bill Thomton at Dimmitt
Agri Industries. Thomnton said that

since the crash, he thought cash
grain markets had strengthened a
little, with com and milo increasing
about five cents. In the last few
days, however, soybean and wheat
prices have dropped.

As of early Wednesday moming,
com was $3.35 per bushel, milo
was $2.95, wheat was $2.26 and
soybeans were listed at $4.57.

"The cattle have come off about
$10," Annen said. "Some people
believed the drop in the stock
market started the downslide on
cattle and they got worried."

"There are a lot of people putting
cattle out on winter wheat pasture
now. If they have hedged their
cattle, then they won’t be hurt. If
they didn’t have their cattle hedged,
then they lost about $70 per head in
the last two weeks," Annen stated.

Hedging is the act of entering the
futures market with a view to gain-
ing protection against adverse price
movements such as the stock mark-
et crash.

The Commodities Research
Bureau had also dropped
approximately 4% since the crash.
The CRB handles 23 spot index
prices including burlap, butter, co-
coa, copper scrap, corn, cotton,
hides, hogs, lard, lead, print cloth,
rosin, rubber, soybean oil, steel
scrap, steers, sugar, tallow, tin,
wheat (MPLS), wheat, (KC), wool
tops and zink. They also have 21
futures index prices on commo-
dites such as live cattle, cocoa,
coffee, coper, comn, cotton, crude
oil, NY gold, heating oil No. 2,
hogs, oats, lumber, orange juice,
platinum, pork bellies, NY silver,
soybeans, soybean meal, soybean
oil, sugar "11" (world), and wheat
(Chi.).

New Hib vaccine profects children

New availablility at local health
departments of a vaccine against a
common childhood bacterial infec-
tion may spare thousands of Texas
toddlers serious illness or death,
according to Texas Dept. of Health
officials.

The vaccine, currently being dis-
tributed by the Texas Department
of Health (TDH), effectively com-
bats Haemophilus influenzae type b
(Hib). The bacteria is a leading
cause of bacterial disease in U. S.
children and the most common
cause of bacterial meningitis.

About 20,000 Hib infections,
mostly of young children, are re-
ported in the U.S. annually. And
about one in every 200 children
will have some Hib infection before
his fifth year. Hib often leads to
meningitis, which can cause retar-
dation, blindness, deafness, and

other neurological disorders.

Hib can also cause severe ear,
throat, sinus, and respiratory infec-
tions, as well as pneumonia and
septic arthritis.

The children most at risk of
developing Hib infections are the
chronically ill (with conditions
such as sickle cell anemia, antibody
deficiencies, cancer and other prob-
lems). Children under 5 years of
poor families who may not be able
to afford adequate health care, and
other children they may contact are
especially at risk. Increased risk of
Hib has been reported in day care
centers in some paris of the coun-
try.

In Texas last year, 647 Hib in-
fections resulted in 23 deaths.
Some 492 of those stricken, 21 of
whom died, were 2 years old or
younger.

Tests of the Hib polysaccaride
vaccine show that it is safe and
effective against Hib infection in
children 24 months through 5 years
old. Infants less than 18 months
appear not to be fully protected by
the vaccine.

According to Robert D. Crider,
director of the TDH Immunization
Division, the Hib vaccine is "one of
the safest vaccines available for
children, in terms of the risk of
adverse reactions. If children have
any reaction to the vaccine, it is
only mild."

Not only is the vaccine safe, it is
also relatively inexpensive, for use
by private physicians. Local health
clinics are being supplies with more

than 209,000 doses statewide,

through combined state and federal
purchases from the manufacturer.
Qualified health clinic clients can
have children immunized without
charge.

"With this distribution,” Crider
said, "we hope to immunize the
majority of 2-year-olds in Texas."
Family physicians and pediatricians
will manage their own patients. But
TDH supplies are meant to reach
the youngest, most "at-risk" chil-

‘“dren in the 24 month age group for

whom the vaccine is effective.

TDH is urging all parents of
children, ages 24 to 35 months or
with chronic conditions, to inquire
at their local health department or
family physician’s office for local
details about the vaccine. Unlike
some other vaccines, Hib immuni-
zation is not required by law, and
must be specifically requested.

HPUWC offers equipment funds

The High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District No. 1
has obtained a third loan of $1
million from the Texas Water De-
velopment Board (TWDB). These
fundsare available 10'qaalified bor-
rowers for the purchase of agricul-
tural water conservation equipment.
The interest rate for this loan is
6.48 percent.

Through the Agricultural Water
Conservation Equipment Pilot Loan
Program, the Water District bor-
rows funds from the TWDB to lend
to qualified applicants to encourage
the purchase of water conservation
irrigation equipment. The pilot pro-

gram was to expire in August 1987,
but the 70th Texas Legislature ex-
tended the program until 1989 to
allow further evaluation of the pro-
gram.

More than $500,000 has been
lent by the High Plains Water Dis-
trict Ssince June 1986. Most of
these funds were used for the pur-
chase of center pivot urrigation Sys-
tems.

Loan funds may also be used to
purchase other agricultural water
conservation equipment such as
surge irrigation systems, low pres-
sure drip irrigation systems, soil
moisture monitoring equipment and

underground pipe.

Producers may borrow up to 75
percent of the purchase cost of
permanently installed equipment
and 50 percent of the cost for
contractor services, installation and
non-recoverable items. A one-time
service fee of 2.5 percent of the
loan amount is charged to cover
administrative costs. Loans are
processed on a first-come, first-
served basis.

Many economic forecasters also
feel the shock the crash brought on
is likely to make people save more
and spend less, and they feel that
could be the ticket to helping the
United States to rebuild its sagging
economy in the long run.

"The Federal Reserve has
pumped money into the banking
system to help make people be able
to spend more money, causing the
prime lending rate to come down,”
Annen said. The interest rate Tues-
day had dropped to 9%.

Annen also said that calls to his
office have been unusually high
‘lately and people who would never
have though of bothering with the
market before are now calling to
check on what the market is doing.

She worked in central supply for
several years and finally took surgical technician
courses in 1966.

"I took the surgical technician’s
fraining course from a man who came here to the
hospital in 1966 and I've worked on the floor, in
surgery and in central supply ever since."

Johnson revealed that she has never thought of
working anywhere else because Dimmitt is her home
and because "once I got started, I really enjoyed it
here."

"You have to give a lot of your life and a lot of
your time to this profession,” Johnson commented.
"It’s worth it, though. You get to know a lot of
people.

Nazareth romps over Claude, 37-6

It didn’t take Nazareth long to
figure out Claude’s defense and put
points on the scoreboard Friday
night in Nazareth.

The clock showed 11:20 in the
second period when the Swifts
crossed the goal line for the fourth
time to take a 28-0 lead over the
Mustangs.

With the 37 -6 thrashing of
Claude, Nazareth improved its rec-
ord to 8-1 overall and 3-1 in
District 1-A South Zone play.

The Swifts had already scored on
every possession in the first quarter
and had run only 19 offensive plays
when they went ahead 28-0.

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Taxpayers may have to choose
between IRA and pension plans

IRAs or qualified pension plans?

The Tax Reform Act of 1986 may force
many taxpayers to decide between these two
popular retirement planning tools, according to
experts with the American Society of CLU and
ChFC.

Edwin P. Morrow, CLU, explained that only
those who earn less than $25,000 for single
taxpayers and $40,000 for joint filers can
deduct IRA contributions up to $2,000.

Those who earn more must decide between
an IRA deduction and active participation in
their company’s qualified pension plan.

For most people, the decision will be to-

remain the the qualified pension plans, which
include profit sharing. Keogh and 401(k) plans.

"Others may decide to use their IRAs as a
long-term, high interest savings option," said
Morrow. "The contributions won’t be deducti-
ble, but the interest will be tax-deffered until
retirement.”

Regardless of the choice of tax-deferred
retirement plans, taxpayers will face new,
tighter rules for distribution and early withdra-
wals.

"There is a 10% excise tax on withdrawals
made prior to age 59 1/2," said Andrew J. Fair,
an attorney specializing in pension planning.

"But there are exceptions to this rule that
business owners should review with a financial

tax treatment of distributions made under qual-
ified plans, said Fair. The biggest change is the
replacement of 10-year averaging with less
favorable, five-year averaging.

Fair also wamed anyone who may be think-
ing about deferring their distribution past the
age of 70 1/2. There is new 50% excise tax for
failure to take a minimum required distribution
by that age.

Highly compensated employees will face
additional concemns, according to Edward A
Stoeber, another tax expert for the American
Society.

The requirements for qualified plans, he
cautioned, will be tightened beginning in 1989,
so the plans do not favor "highly compensated
exmployees," defined as anyone who owns 5%
of a firm and earns more than $50,000, but is
in the top 20%, or who is an officer earning
more than $45,000.

"The trend is going to be away from quali-
fied plans for these executives and we’ll see
the use of supplemental non-qualified execu-
tive retirement plans to offset those losses,"
predicted Stoeber.

The experts all agree that streamlining the
tax brackets has smoothed away some favorite

deductions. But any taxpayer can prosper under

the act by making the right choice with the aid

Coverage can also begin the
month the person is admitted to an
approved hospital for a kidney
transplant if the transplant takes
place within 3 months.

Medicare generally ends 12
months after the month a person no
longer needs maintenance dialysis
or 36 months following a kidney
transplant.

City says survey

results look favorable

"It looks very favorable."”

That is how Dimmitt City Mana-
ger Reeford Burrous described the
residential survey completed and
submitted to Austin in connection
with the city’s application for a
grant from the Texas Community
Development Program.

Burrous said that the percentage
of low to moderate income res-
idents in the areas to benefit from
the city’s proposed project is well
above the 51% benchmark set by
the grant review committee. He
added that the percentage of minor-
ity residents also enhances the
project’s chances.

Burrous gave recognition to
Gloria Hernandez and Frances
Guzman for their help in conduct-
ing the income survey, which was
sent to Austin Monday, where it
will be reviewed by the state com-
mittee of the TCDP. Then the city
will be notified within the next
week or two whether or not the
local project qualifies to continue
the application process.

At Monday night’s meeting of
the Board of Aldermen, Judy Mun-
den of Amarillo, representing the
Panhandle Regional Planning Com-
mission, addressed the second pub-
lic meeting about the city’s grant
application.

Questions from the more than 20
residents who attended centered
around what else they could do to
aid the city’s efforts.

Munden said that the application
will be scored on two levels, one by
the regional review committee and
one by the state committee. She
noted that citizen input will be of
most value in the city’s presenta-
tion to the regional committee,
which will meet sometime in Jan-
vary. Letters showing community
support of the proposed projects
would be of benefit, along with
statements from the police, shenff’s
department, ambulance service, or
fire department detailing any in-
stances in which they have had
difficulty entering the affected
areas. Pictures of the drainage
problems would also add impact,

she said.

Letters from community groups
Or organizations or even petitions
would be more effective than many
letters from individuals, Munden
advised.

Burrous said that the city is
requesting a grant of $295,386 for

correction of drainage problems in
the area of Northwest Eleventh
Street, and for paving Northeast
Eighth Street to Halsell Street,
Southwest Third Street to South
Street, and Cleveland Street be-
tween Southwesk Second and Third
Streets. He added that East Halsell
Street could not be included with-
out making the total project cost
exceed the $300,000 grant limit.

Munden emphasized that 35 to
40 applications will be made for the
$1.2 million in grant money availa-
ble for this region, with only five to
eight projects accepted for funding.

The application deadline is De-
cember 3, with the regional review
set for January. Selected projects
will be announced in March.

In other business, the aldermen
voted to decline an optional 1/2%
raise in local sales tax on electric
and gas utilities. The city already
collects a 1% tax on commercial
utility customers, and exempted
residential customers.

If it passes inspection by city
employees, a military surplus trac-
tor and scraper will be purchased
from Texas Surplus Property Agen-
cy in Lubbock for $11,482. It will
be used in the city landfill for
digging trash disposal pits, and will
be funded from the $18,000 budge-
ted for contracting for the pits.
