Four Millions Will Be Applied to the

New York, Aug. 5—The first im-
portant work ot the Cuban congress 1s
appmy hing a conclusion after a sii ting
of a little more than two months.

To Borrow a Big Sum

President Palma will be authorized
to hborrow $35.000.000 in American gold
and issue national 30-year 5 per cent
ponds within six months.

Presidem
Palma will be aathorized to increase
the tariff duties on certain articles
accordingly.

The rest of the $35.000.000 loan will
be used for the payment of debts con-
iracted by the New York junta to su»-
port the revolution, amounting to
ibout $3,000,000, also for payment of
the services of the army, amounting
(0 $23.000,000.

To Provide Sinking Fund

To bring this loan within the ter=s:s
of the Plati amendment and other
arovisions of the Cuban constitution
the present congress, before adjourn-
ng, will provide a way to pay interest
ind will establish a sinking fund to re-
ieem the prinecipal. This probably will
e done by menans of a stamp tax. Any
»alance of the loan will be applied to
igrieunlture at the discretion of cou
Zress.

The foregoing has been substantially
ipproved by congress, only the details
remaining for discussion, which will
pegin Monday in public session.

It is believed such a loan can be
negotiated and taken care of without
great diffienlty. It will be Cuba’s only
natural debt.

The prisoners were furnished dyna-
mite from the outside, which they used
in blowing out an opening in the main
wing of the prison. Hyatt stood off
the inside guard with a brace of re-
volvers which had also been furnished
him from the outside.

The dynamite was laid by Doe, the
Manchester train robber, and he made
good his escape with the train of pris-
oners that left by the opening made
by the explosive material.

‘Six of the prisoners that got away
were government men and the others
were state convicts. Posses with blood
bounds are in pursuit.

CONDITION OF
THE COTTON

ACREAGE IS PLACED AT 81.9, AND
IS CONSIDERED VERY GOOD

IS IMPROVED IN TEXAS

General Condition Just a Shade Under
Ten-Year Average—Oklahoma and
Indian Territory Lead in
Per Cent

\

Washington, Aug. 5.—The monthly
report of the statistician of the depart-
ment of agriculture shows the average
condition of cotton on July 25, was
81.9 as compared with 84.7 on June
25; 77.2 on July 25, 1901; 76 on Aug. 1,
1900; 84 on Aug. 1, 1899, and a ten-
year average of 82.8.

Except in Texas and Oklahoma,
which report of averages of the con-
dition on July 25 was four poinots
higher than last month; the Indian
Territory, where there has been an
fmprovement of 6 points, and Missouri,
where there was no appreciable
change, more or less deterioration is
reported from the entire cotton belt,

the decline amounting to 1 point in
Virginia, 2 in Arkansas, 4 in Louisiana,
5 in Mississippi, 6 in Tennessee, 7 in
North Carolina, South Carolina and
’Alabama, 8 in Georgia and 12 in Flor-
aa.

There is a marked absence of uni-
formity of conditions even in states
making the most unfavorable showing,
not a few counties reporting the condi-
tion far above the average and some
even reaching the high figure of 100.

The condition in the principal states
states is reported as follows: North
Carolina, 86; South Carolina, 88;

Mississippi, 80; Louisiana, 81; Texas,
77, Arkansas, 92; Tennessee, 92;: Okla-
homa, 94 and Indian Territory, 95.

FLOODS DO DAMAGE TO COTTON

Discouraging Reports Reach Terrill
from Overflowed Sections
(Special to the Telegram.)

Terrell, Tex., Aug. 5.—Very discour-
aging reports are being receivsd in
this city from theé overflowed spctions
of this county. W; F. Dennan, a far-
mer living near Hetty, 10 miles north
of this city, was here Monday and
stated that 45 acres of his cotton that
was overflowed was already dead. He

said hundreds of acres of cotton in the
same vicinity was dead as a result of
the overflow. When the waters re-
ceded a sediment was left on the cot-
ton which seems to have had a serious
effect on the life of the plant.

The already short’ corn crop was algo
made less. On top of all this comes
the boll weevil to destroy what is left.
He is putting his deadly bill into
nearly all sectlons of the county. In
the edge of the Brazos bottoms, which
escaped the overflow, are hundreds of
acres with scarcely a bloom on the
plants. The squares are punctured and
fall off. The prospects for a cetton
crop are very gloomy.

Damage Along the Sabine.

Big Sandy, Tex., Aug. 5.—The over-
flow in the Sabine river and Big Sandy
bottoms near this place is reaching an
alarming stage now. Farmers along
the Sabine river bottom are suffering
great loss. Crops of all kinds are en-
tirely inundated. The water in Sabine
river bottom south of this place is es-

| timated to be three miles wide and the

water is running very swift through
the bottoms. The high water mark
reached by Tuesday. It is believed
that hundreds of head of cattle and
hogs have perished in the floods.

Terrell, Tex., Aug. 5.—A. H. Dashiell,
assistant general attorney of the Texas
Midland railroad, has just returned
from a trip to his farm on the East
Fork of the Trinity river, near Scurry,
in the southern portion of this county.

Geo. F. Roberts Looks Into Future and
Indulges in a Few Remarks Con-

Editor The Telegram:

Having read with some concern the
writings of those who are endeavoring
to construct a classic name for the
packing hounse district, and tae efforts
at christening not baving reached be-
yond Packingtown, Hogville, Packers-
burg, Slaughterhonse, Swi-Armo and

a few equally dramatic euphemisms,
the. adoption of either to be co-opera-
tive with a city charter and separate
government, and, believing' such en-
couragement will have a tendency to
divide the town, 1 crave your indul-
gence and a sufficiency of your space to
enter my individual protest in behaii
of the Fort Worth of 20 or 25 years
hence. Probably after I have passed
beyond this all important question, to
the then residents, of what should be
the greatest southern city, .and will be
if this generation does its cuty in wis-
dom and unseclfishness in building for
the future.

Our Board of Trade that has so ably
and gencrously given of its best whbrk
and thought to the upbuilding of I'ort
Worth, has at least one more duty to
perform, one of eaqually as great mo-
ment and far-reaching benefit to the
¢ity as the securing of the packing
houses. This is to sée that no small
urban communities immediately adja»
cent to us obtain charters and seek to
institute distinctive governments equal-
ly deleterious to themselves and the
parent corporation.

eventually take much pride, giving us
immediately 2000 to 4000 more people
and when compactly built up, a city
of 200,000 to 300,000 people.

Although past the allotted three-
score and ten, Lord Salisbury is in
goos health and will doubtless enjoy
mary years of life In the quiet of his
eountry home. He is a large land-
holder, owning.about 20,000 acres and
several fine country residences, among
them Walmer castle at Deal, but Hat-
tield House, Hertfordshire, where he
was bhorn, will be the home:of his de-
clining years.

Hatfield House has been for centu-
ries one of the notable homes of Eng-
land. It became a place of interest
more than 700 years ago, and since
tha: time *‘the crown, the miter and
the coronet,” the armorial bearings
of the house of Ceecil, have held sway
over its destinies,

The present structure was reared in
the days of James [., but parts of the
building antedate that period. Notable
mmong these old parts of Hatfield
ds the “palace,”” which was the home
of the Princess Elizabeth In the reign
of her aister, Queen Mary.

The estate belonged to the Saxon
kings until it wsas given by King
Edgar to the monastery of St. Ethel-
rida at Ely. The muanor house became
the residecce of the prelates and was
occasicually used as a royal residence
until the reign of Henry VIII., when
it was deeded to the crown. Prince
Edward. afterward Edward VI., lived

| Hattield House, in which the Mar-
' quis of Salisbury will in future spend
| most of his time and where he will

igully as -of yore, is ‘a brick struc-
| ture of vast extent. It was bulilt be-
| tween the years 1605 and 1611 by Rob-
| ert Cectl, first earl of Salisbury. Later
| it suffered from neglect, but was re-
| gtored and benutified in the middie of
the last century by the sixth earl. In
1 1835 a great part of the west wing
was destroyed by fire, In which the
dowager Marchioness of Salisbury Jlost
her Hfe. After the f{ire a general res-
| toration of the building took place.
| The house forms three sides of a
fsquuro, the hollow part turned toward
the south. The center is looked upon
| as a fine specimmen of the Palladian
style and, although of mixed archi-
tecture, is highly pleasing to the eye.
. The wings are massive and compara-
fuvely plain, supported at each corner
by square turrcts seventy feet high.
' There is a central tower over the grand
| entrance, whieh is also seventy feet
high.

The third story of the central tower
- contains a clock and the armorial bear-
i ings of the founder, with the date 1611,

The dining ball In which Lord Salis-
bury dispenses hospitalily is one of the
most splendid banqueting halls in the
kingdom. It is of noble proportious,
hung with fine pictures, and in the past
has seen many a great gathering of
notable people.

The marble hall, 50 by 30 feet in di-
mensions, paneled with oak, lined with
rare old tapestry aud lit by an oriel
window, is another notable feature of
the house. Here among the armorial
bearings, badges, decorations and relics
are two banners presented to the own-
er of IHattfield by the Duke of Welling-
ton. They were part of the speil
brought from Paris in 1814.

In the library are the oak cradle of
Queen Elizabeth, the original procla-
mation of Sir Robert Cecil declaring
James of Scotland king of England, a
purse once the property of James I
and hundreds of equally
relics of the days when Hatfield was a
