New York, Aug 11.—President

Roosevelt has in his hands. according
to the World, a plan submitted by
Marion Dolphin, former president or
the International Order Ratlroad
and Commercial Telegraphers by
which, Mr. Dolphin thinks, the strike |
in the anthracite coal fields could be |
ended. President Roosevelt referred
the proposition to the attorney gen- |
eral's department and it is now being |
considered by H. M, Hoyt, acting attor-
ney general.

This plan is to have the government
exercise the right of eminent domain
and seize a certain number of the mines |
and operate them for the purpose of |
taking ont all the hard coal rpquiron?
by the government in its various build- |
ings on the ships of the navy depart- |
ment and for all other governmental
purposes.

The right of the government to Inter-
vene in a strike which interferee in
any way with governmental functions
was proved, Mr. DolpRin contenas,
by President Cleveland's action in the
Chicago strike of 1893, when he order-
ed out United States troops to keep
the strikerz from interfering with the
transportation of the mails.

In the present case intervention of
the kind he advocates, Mr. Dolphin
says, wounld also break the backbone
of the strike by forecing the operators
to resume work in all the mines.

The paving of Houston street is one of the thingg yet
undone M Fort Worth that should be accomplished at an
early date. Nothing can be consummated that will help so
much to make Houston street, what present property hold-
ers are looking and hoping for, a bustling, busy mart of
trade, like its more fortunate neighbor on the east. Paving
costs money to be sure. It is not however, to be charged
as an expense. Payving is an investment and goes to the
increasing of the value of the entire property. The im-
proving of adjacent property makes it still more valuable.
Lots will be improved when the streets are.

The paving of Houston street ought to be accomplished
as quickly as possibie. It is bound tc come some day, any-

THE COAL MINERS' STRIKE
IT may be the opinion of the anthracite mine owners
that the prolongation of the struggle between them-
selves and labor is nobody's business but their own,
but' in this they are somewhat mistaken. The people ar
coming gradually to recognize that they have something to
say about the matter. Public opinion is crystalizing. 1t

- Is taking the form which asserts that as the coal operators

control the output of nearly all the earth, made for all the
people and not a class, the people have the right to demand
that what the earth yields may not be withheld. It is a
doctrine which the people are slow to accept as a goner-
ality, for it is sgocialistic; but in the concrete, and in the
face of the prospective suffering which the assertion of the
extreme private right {o the mines will causc during the
winter, if the strike is prolonged, the vane uf public senti-
ment is indicating a move in that direction. The situation
is that the miners say they have a grievance, but concede
that they may be partially wrong and are willing to Jeave 1

the determinat:on of the merits of their claims to arbitra-
tion. The mine operators say that there is no cause for
a grievance, admit no possibility that they are wrong and
absolutely refuse 1o even consider arbitration of an) kind
or under any circumstances.

Considering that in every dispute since the world began
there have alway¥s been two sides to the question under
discussion or dispute, and considering further that in the
end either one or the other of the two disputants has been
wrong, to a greater or a leszer degree, it will be difficult
to convince the public in this case that both sides are in
the right or that neither is guiltless of any wrong. And
if the operators, as they claim, are in the right, they ought
to be in no fear of the decision of a competent and unbiased
board of arbitrators, made up of representative men of the
country such as the members of the National Civic Federa-
tion.

It begins to appear that the operators, in £0 pérsistently
refusing either.to operate their mines or to consider arbi-
tration with the miners, have for their purpose the restric-
tion of the output of the mines so that the price of anthra-
cite coal will be forced to a high figure, after which they
will begin limited operation of their collieries, thus making
a large profit with a limited expenditure of wages. The op-
erators seem to believe, too, that they will be able to break
the strike by prolonging the struggle. They may find,
however, that there is a way of getting at the coal trust
by law just as there have been found ways of getting at
the Securities company.

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The big banking houce of Andre
Fauvel, 87 Rue de Provence, Paris, Is
thrown into confusion the morning cf
February 28, 1886, bv the cashier’s dis-
covery thai the safe has been robbed
of 350,000 francs, $70,000. At 9:30
o'clock the same morning Count Louis
De Clameran, an iron maker of Olorou,
said that he had come to draw 300,000
franes deposited in the bank by his
late brother, whose heir he was,
Neither the cashier, Prosper Bertomy,
nor the president, Andre Fauvel, haa
vet arrived at the bank, but the coum
had no sooner left than the cashier
entered and went into the cash room.

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TEXAS LAND AWAITS
GEORGIA HEIRS

Relatives of Charles and  Alexander
Patton Who Came to this State
Sixty-Seven Years Ago Searched

for by Lawyer

Valuable lands in Texas await the
heirs of two former Georgians who
left this state nearly 67 years ago for
Texas, says the Atlanta Journal. The
former residents were Charles Patton
and Alexander E. Patton, both of
whom left the state in the fall of 1835,
enlisted in the volunteer army of Texas
and were massacred at Goliad, in that
state, in March, 1836, by the Mexicans,
after they had surrendered with Colo-
nel Fannin.

After the death of the two men the
state of Texas granted lands to their
heirs, which were afterwards patent-
ed. There are now said to be 1476
acres of the property which belongs to
each set of heirs.

Information as to the property was
contained in a letter received by Post-
master Edwin F. Blodgett from J. L.
Scott, an attorney at Meridian, Miss.,
who makes inquiry for the relatives of
the partiee. The letter is as follows:

“1 want to find the heirs of Charles
Patwon and Alexander E. Patton, both
of whom left your section of the state
of Georgia in the fall of 1835, and came
to this state and enlisted in the volun-
teer army of Texas, and both were mas-
sacred at Goliad, Tex., in March, 1836,
by the Mexicans, after they had sur-
rendered with Colonel Fannin.

“The state of Texas afterwards
granted lands to these Pattons, and
which were patented to their heirs.

“Some of these lands can still be re-
covered by said heirs.

“Will you be kind enough to hand
this letter to any of the relatives of
either of these men.

“If you personally do not know any
such relative, then please give it to
any person whom you may think woula
most llkely know some of their kind-
red.

“There are 1476 acres of land which
belongs to each set of these heirs.”

GRACK OPEN
FAMOUS SAFE

3225 REWARDED SKILLFUL BURG-
LAR WHO DID THE WORK

No Clew Left Which Police can Fol-
low—Believed to Have Been Work
of Some One Acquainted
With Store

The safe at the Famous shoe store,
709 Houston street, was blown open
Saturday night or early Sunday morn-
ing and those who did the work se-
cured $225 in cash. Ninety-three cents
in pennies were left in a cash drawer
upstairs and a check for $15 was left
lvying on top of the wrecked safe.

The robbery was discovered 2bout 9
o'clock vesterday morning by J. M.
Hartsfield, cashier and bookkeeper,
who went into the store at that time
and walked back to the partition di-
viding the repair department from the
salesroom, where he noticed that ono
of the back doors was wide open. He
supposed that thieves had broken mw
and stolen some shoes and did not no-
tice that the safe had been broken
into till on coming back he saw a plle
of trash in front of it, and found thae
his books were down out of their
place.

Two holes had been drilled in the
door of the safe near the knob and a
charge of powder or nitro-glycerine
wrecked the tumbler lock so that the
door could be swung open. The inner
steel vault in which was the money,
was likely broken open with a ham-
mer.

The work was plainly carefully plan-
ned and done in a leisurely way. After
breaking through the screen door and
the heavy wooden door which was
both locked and barred, the shoemak-
er's oil lamp ueed for heating, was
broken apart and the burner exposed
80 that it could be used for a light. A
newspaper was spread in front of the
safe to catch the debris by the thought-
ful burglar who didn't want to muss
up the floor. Just enough explosive
was used to break the tumblers, the
iron plate inside the door and covering
the mechanism of the lock, was only
sprung loose on one side,

Police Summoned on Case

Mr. Hartsfield telephoned W. B.
Newkirk, local manager of the Famous,
as soon as he had discovered the bur-
glary. The poiice were snmmoned and
Chief Rea and Mr. Newkirk inspected
the work together. Clews were as
scarce as money in the wrecked safe's
vault and nothing on which to begin
work was found by the chief.

Mr. Newkirk telephoned to W. E.
Mcllhenny, general manager of the
store here and the one at Dallas, and
he arrived yesterday afternocon from
that place.

Max Heard no Noise

Harry Max, money driver for Wells-
Fargo & Co.’s express, which is directly
back of the Famous, sleeps every night
in the office. Saturday night he got in
late and after retiring to his room.
heard nothing till morning. As he
sleeps in the front part of the express
office, the muffled sound of the explo-
gion was not enough to awaken him
and he did not know of the burglary
till today.

It is Chief Rea's opinion that the
store was entered from the rear. On
arriving at the store, he went over
the ground thoroughly and carefully
inspected the front transom, where a
man might have c¢climbed over. The
dust was not even disturbed €o it Is
evident that the store was not enterea
there,

The wrecked safe was the center of
Interest for a large number of peo-
ple who visited the store today and all
expressed admiration for the neat way
in which the work had been done. a
compliment which the burglar would
doubtless appreciate if he heard. . No
shoes or any other goods were stolen
from the store,

CONFEDERATE
LIST OF DEAD

SEEKING TO CCMPILE COMPLETE
MORTUARY ROLL

Historical Accuracy Inspired Another
Action Also—Address by Chaplain
General Mitchell—Proceedings
of Both Veterans' and Sons’
Camps Yesterday

— .

The mortuary list of R. E. Lee camp,
United Confederate Veterans, which
has been a matter over which much
labor has been spent during the past
year, was read before the camp at its
regular meeting yesterday afternoon
The effort has been to make this roil
not only a roll e¢f horor, but an au-
thoritative historical document, It is
to give not only the names of all Con-
federate soldiers buried In the city
cemreteries, but a brief statement of the
facts and incidents of the service of
each one in the Confederate cause, in-
cluding the place and date of birth,
place and date of enlistment, com-
mand or commands in which deceased
gerved and the principal engagements
in which he took part.

All these details are desired that
the record may be complete, and that
honor may be bestowed where honor is
due. Ajlso that the graves may be
lovingly remembered and decorated by
those who still survive and the young-
er gencration. It has been a work of
great difficulty to secure all these de-
tails, which are wanted not only re-
garding the dead but of the living that
the entire roster may be complete. The
records are very incomplete and Adju-
tant McConnell called particular atten-
tion to this fact and urged that all see
to it that their descriptive lists be filled
out.

Of the name¢s on the mortuary  list
one was stricken off as it was clcarly
cshown that he had not seen service as
a Coufederate soldier.

A motion was made by Historian
Cummings that all pictures now hang-
ing upon the walls of the camp’s head-
quarters that are not in accordance
with historical accuracy be removed,
and that hereafter none be accepted
from donors until they have been pass-
ed upon and approved by the commit-
tee on history.

His remarks were heartily applaud-
ed and a vote of thanks was tendered
him.
